HA Function Do the City Trustees
Exercise in Removals?

The Chief Point Argued on the Croly

Petition Before Judge

Catlin.

In Judge Catlin's Court yesterday ar-
guments were heard in the matter of
the application of E. J. Croly, Superin-

tendent of Streets, for an injunction

to prevent the City Board of Trustees
from subjecting him to a trial on cer-
tain charges, made by L. B. Washburn,
accusing him of incompetency, miscon-
duct, malfeasance in office, and viola-
tion of the terms of the City-

Charter. C. L>. White and J. W.
Hughes appeared as counsel for Croly,

and Corporation Counsel Hiram W.
Johnson, for the Trustees and in opposi-
tion to the petition. The matter will
be decided to-day.

Counsel few Croly contended that the
action of the City Trustees, in enter-
taining the charges and setting a time
for hearing them, was In excess of its
Jurisdiction. In support of this con-
tention it was argued:

First?Assuming that upon charges

in proper form being presented the
Foard of Trustees could try the peti-

tioner and pass judgment upon him, re-
moving him from office, he contends
that the accusation preferred is not suf-
ficient to confer jurisdiction.

Second?The provision of the Charter
ot the City of Sacramento, being the
first subdivision of Section 25, which
purports to empower the Board of
Trustees to try, and, by a majority

\u25a0vote, to remove from office appointees
against whom charges have been pre-
ferred, is unconstitutional and void.

Counsel held that the Board of Trus-
tees as a judicial tribunal sitting to try
an appointee for misconduct or mal-
feasance in office is a tribunal of in-
feriorand limited jurisdiction. The ju-

risdiction possessed by it is purely the
creature of the statute, and does not
attach except in cases provided for by
the statute. No intendments are to be
indulged in in favor of such jurisdic-
tion, but jurisdiction must appear from
the face of the record. Where it is de-
cided that a tribunal has jurisdiction
ever a question presented to it, such de-
cision necessarily establishes that the
tribunal has the authority?the mere
power?to decide the question either
way. That is, to hold that there is
jurisdiction to decide in only one way,
and not in any other, is to say that
there was in reality no question before
the board or court at all. (C. P. Co.
VJL Placer County, 43 Cal. 309.)

It therefore follows that before a tri-
bunal of limited or inferior jurisdiction,
and as to which no intendments in fa-
vor of jurisdiction are to be indulged in,
the jurisdiction must appear from the
face of the proceedings. If the charges
made are consistent with innocence;
that is, if the case will fall before a
general demurrer, the tribunal has no
Jurisdiction to try the case on its mer-
its, for no merits are shown; and the
only jurisdiction.disclosed?and no pre-
sumptions of Jurisdiction are indulged?
is jurisdiction to dismiss the proceed-
ings, which is no Jurisdiction at all.
Tn other words, the complaint of a
plaintiff filed in a tribunal of limited
and sjreoial jurisdiction must state
facts sufficient to constitute a oause of
action, or the tribunal does not obtain
jurisdiction to proceed to trial by rsst-
son of the presentation and filing of
such pleading.

Thus, where the affidavit filed for the
purpose of obtaining an order for the
publication of summons was insuffi-
cient, it was held that the court did not
obtain jurisdiction, although, in fact,
it made the order for the publication of
the summons. (Swain vs. Chase, 12
Cal. 283.)

Various authorities were cited by
counsel in support of the petitioner's
position. They then argued that the
charges do not show him guilty of any
misconduct or malf-asance in office.
Subdivision A of the first subdivision of
the accusation is that petitioner caused
to be conveyed between twenty and
thirty loads of dirt to the premises of
the Sacramento Lumber Company;
that the hauling was done with wagone,
teams and laborers under the control
and pay of the city; and that the city
has not been reimburse J in any manner
therefor. Itis not alleged that the city
will not be reimbursed at some proper
time hereafter, nor does it appear that
the city ought to be compensated, nor
that it was not to the interest of the city
to haul and deposit such dirt on such
private premises, or even that the city
ought not to pay something for the
privilege; nor is there any charge of
Intent on the part of the accused. The
accusation is perfectly consistent with
Innocence.

Specification B is on information and
belief. The proceeding against the
accused is highly penal in Ms nature,
end in the event of his conviction is to
be followed, if the charter provisions

are valid, by a removal from office and
perpetual disqualification from hold-
ing any position in the service of the

city. Therefore, the same rules of prac-
tice, pleading and procedure should ap-
ply as would be applied to other crim-
inal cases, and an accusation presented
entirely on Information and belief is in-
sufficient.

Specification B is that the accused
directed two employes of the city to go
to the house of the accused and place
upon wagons belonging to him certain
wagonbeds which were constructed by

and paid for by the city of Sacramento;

that said wagonbeds %vere placed i.pon
said wagons, and have ever since re-
mained thereon.

As an accusation of misconduct or
malfeasance in office and of violations
of the charter, this specification is ab-
surd. There is nothing in the charter
or in any general law that makes it a
crime for wagonbeds belonging to a
city to be placed on wagons of a private

individual, or city official. For all that
appears it may be highly advantageous

to the city that the accused is thus car-
ing for the city's property by placing

these wagonbeds upon wagons instead

of upon the damp ground. If the wagon-

bads are actually in use by the city?

and it is not charged whether they are
or are not?then the city is also, by rea-
son of the acts of the accused, obtain-
ing the use of the wagons of accused,

along with its own wagonbeds, which
would be highly advantageous to the
city; and no wrongful intent or wrong-

ful act of the accused is charged in this
specification.

Specification C is also on information
and belief. It is that he has used and
employed upon the streets of the city

three wagons and a team of horses in

which he was personally interested, and
of which he was part proprietor, and
has for more than two months last past
regularly charged for and regularly-

collected from the city money for the

use of said property in which he him-
self was directly interested. The time

when the three wagons and team of
horses in which the accused was per-
sonally interested were made use of
on the streets of the city is not

stated in the accusation, and, for all
that appears, it may have been prior

to the time of his appointment as Su-
perintendent of Streets. The allega-

tion is that for the last two months he
has been regularly charging and reg-
ularly collecting from the city for the
use of this property. It does not fol-

low from this allegation that he has
been guilty of any violation of his offi-
cial duty.

Specification D is that the accused,
in violation of Section 211 of the char-
ter, sold to the city two whitewash
brushes for the sum of $4, and endeav-
ored to collect for the same, but the
money was vetoed by the Auditor. If
this charge had stopped with a mere
statement that he had sold two white-
wash brushes to the city during the
time he was Superintendent of Streets,
it might perhaps be contended that it
showed a violation of his official duty.

The latter part of the statement dis-
closes, however, that he did not sell
two whitewash brushes to the city.
It takes to make a bargain. A
valid contract requires parties to it.
The most that can be said in favor of
this allegation is that the accused at-
tempted to sell two whitewash brushes
to the city, and that his attempt was
defeated by the proper city authori-
ties.

The second subdivision of the ac-
cusation is a charge that the accused
is incompetent and incapable of per-
forming the duties of his said office,
and has been guilty of many acts of
gross incompetence.

Counsel submitted that there is noth-
ing in the charter, or in any law of the
State, that authorizes the Board of
Trustees to try an official of the city on
the ground of incompetency and remove
him from his office, and that incompe-
tency is not made an offense on which
a party is to be put on trial, either by
the charter or by any general law.

Counsel for the petitioner then dis-
cussed that provision of the charter
which declares the Trustees may try
and remove from office appointees
against whom charges had been pre-
ferred. This, it was claimed, is an ex-
ercise of judicial power, not a legisla-
tive one, and therefore the charter is
in that respect unconstitutional.

This point was argued at considerable
length, and various cases were cited
in support of the petitioner's conten-
tion. . It was held that the charter es-
tablished an inferior court within the
city, but that it has no legal existence
and cannot exercise judicial power, be-
cause it was not established by the Leg-
islature, and the only authority to es-
tablish such court is vested by the Con-
stitution in the Legislature.

Mr. Johnson, Corporation Counsel,
met the argument of the petitioner's
counsel by the declaration that munici-
pal corporations possess an inherent
power to remove from office subordinate
officials under their control. There is
nothing of a Judicial character what-ever in the investigation held by such
bodies acting on charges preferred
against an appointed official.

In exercising the power of trial and
removal from office of appointees, Mr.Johnson held that a municipal body
would be exercising purely ministerial
or executive powers, and not those of
a judicial character.

Mr. Johns<m contended that if the
Trustees have not the power of re-
moval conferred on them by the char-
ter all their past acts in that line are
invalid, and officials removed for cause
must be reinstated.

At the conclusion of the arguments
Judge Catlln took the matter onder ad-
visement until to-day.

CHARGED WITH PERJURY.
John Rose Got a Wife, But His

Trouble is Twofold.
John T. Rose yesterday appeared be-

fore Deputy County Clerk Wachhorst
and applied for a license to marry
Josephine da Rosa, who he swore was
IS years of age.

This was all that was necessary, and
Deputy Wachhorst furnished the nec-
Lssary license. Rose repaired across
the street, met Josephine, and in a few
minutes the two were made one and
bidden God-speed by Justice Henry',

who wore his most sauve smile to grace
the occasion.

The young couple, after the knot wss
tied, returned to the domicile of Jose-
phine, where a storm arose which was
the most severe experienced during her
young life. Her father, A. L. da Rosa,

was very angry when he learned what
had been done. He was unable to con-
tain his feelings, and reaching out gave
his daughter a sharp slap across the
face, and then repaired to the police
station, w here he swore to a complaint
charging Rose with perjury, in having

sworn that the girl was 18 years old,

whereas she was not yet 14 years old.
Officer Hardy was given the warrant

and soon had the youthful Benedict be-
hind the bars. Rose took things very
coolly, and told Hardy that -'they
might send him to the penitentiary, but
lie would live with the girl when he got
out, just the same."

In the meantime, Papa da Rosa had
had time to cool down, and concluded
to make the most of a bad matter. So
he wilted, and Mrs. Rose and her aunt
lued themselves to the city prison with
the joyful intelligence that if the young
husband was set at liberty all would
be forgiven and he received upon the
shirt-front of his father-in-law as one
ot the family.

But here a stinging surprise awaited
tbem. Sergeant McManus informed

them that Rose had not been arrested
because he married Josephine, but be-
cause he had committed a crime
against the State by swearing falsely.
This was a stunner to them, and after
registering a somewhat scattering pro-
test they left, but without John, whose
bail had been fixed at $1,000.

The matter will be called up in the
Police Court this morning.

DISPUTE OVER MONEY.
Charge of Embezzlement Brought

Against J. S. Drohan.

John S. Drohan was yesterday arrest-
ed on a warrant sworn out by Samuel
Emanuel, charging him with having

embezzled $104 of the funds of the
Printing Pressmen's Union of this city.

Drohan is Secretary and Treasurer
of the union, and as such has been
intrusted with all the funds of the or-*

ganization for some time.
It is understood that no formal de-

mand has been made upon Drohan for
the money alleged to have been cm-
l ? zzled, but that demands have been
made upon him for his books, which
he refused to produce.

While the matter has been under in-
vestigation by a committee of the
union for some time, it has only
just come to a head. Last week
an application was made for the
arrest of Drohan, but was refused
until it could be determined whether
or not the union was an incorporated
body. A telegram of inquiry was sent
to the headquarters in the East, and
the answer received was to the effect
that the order was not incorporated,
and therefore could not bring an action
against anyone.

On receipt of this, Emanuel, who is
an officer of the union, swore to the
complaint now on file, and Chief of Po-
lice Drew caused the arrest of Drohan.

But there is a point in law which
makes it doubtful in the minds of some
legal lights whether or not Drohan can
be prosecuted. It is claimed that as the
union is not an incorporation, he Is
merely a partner, and as such cannot
be prosecuted, as the act of one partner
binds all the others. 1

The matter will be called shortly in
the Police Court.
