Some
mildewed Currants have to go for loss
riian th* low quotation. The Apples arriv-
ing in small boxes are a poor lot, being
small and generally unattractive. Peaches
arc doing well. Plums in crates are, as
a rule, too green; These is a wide range
In box Plums, as to quality.

About this time of year fruitshipments
fiom the liver i>oints hecome quite heavy,
and in consequence the steamer is late in
arriving here almost daily. This plays
havoc with the market, as the fruit is too
late tor the morning trade, and has to be
sold in the afternoon at a sacrifice, or
heid over until the next day, when it is
not worth much.
