EXPRESSIONS OF INTERIOR CALI-

Stockton Independent: The practice
of running down wheelmen is not quite
so common as it was a year or two ago,
but it occasionally happens now. A few
eve&ngs ago a brutal fellow driving

on Dl Dorado street with plenty of room
en either side of a wheelman who was
out of the way of vehicles, deliberately

collided with the bicycle, and had not
the w ht-eiman been faster than the horse
he would have been hurt. If that fel-
low could have been arrested and fined
even the value of his skeleton horse and
shaky cart he would have been served
about right. Drivers of vtihicles are
not the only offenders against the amen-
ities of the road, however. Scorchers
often rush past a vehicle and. without
giving the horse a chance to see what is
coming, suddenly turn in front of him
and cause him to shy. When women are
the drivers and the horses are timid,
this practice, which is somewhat com-
mon with the smnrt alecks on wheels,
becomes dangerous to those in the vehi-
cles and should be made so to the wheel-
man 'by mesons ofarrests and fines. The
bicycler has rights equal to those of
drivers of horses, but some of them
seem to imagine themselves a privileged
class and the erroneous idea should be
fined out of them, as they can be refined
in no other way.

Los Angeles Times: The editor of the
Los Aangele Times: The editor of the

San Pedro "American" recently ad-
dressed a letter to John G. Carlisle,
Secretary of the Treasury, asking for
his opinion as to why the free coinage
people demand the mintage of silver at
the ratio of 10 to 1 when its commer-
cial value is only .'il to 1. and also if a
coinage at a 31 to 1 would
not be virtually the free coinage of
silver. In reply was received the fol-
lowing letter, over Mr. Carlisle's per-
sonal signature:

"Your favor of the Gth inst. is just
received, and, in response, I have the
honor to say that, in my opinoln, the
coinage of silver at the ratio of 40 to
1, or 31 to 1, would not be tho free
and unlimited coinage demanded by

the people; that is, by the free coinage
people. Their demand is for the free
and unlimited coinage of silver; that is,
ix coinage without any charge whatever
for mintage, at the ratio of I<l to 1,
which would put about 51 or 52 cents
in the silver dollar.

"To coin silver at the ratio of 10
to 1, or at any other, ratio, and charge
the holder of the bullion the differ-
ence between its commercial value and
its legal value at the ratio established,
would not be free coinage, nor would it,
in my opinion, change the relative val-
ues of the two metals to any consid-
erable extent, if at all."

WHAT THEY PROPOSE.
Los Angeles Express: The bimetal-

lists among the Republicans take the
position that the country is suffering
fr.an a complication of diseases; and
that it needs not one, but several kinds
of medicines to cure it. Bimetallism is
one of thes>e, and they want to let the
other diseases of free trade, a weak
foreign policy, etc., have full and un-
restrained control of the political sys-
tem while the medicine of bimetallism
is being applied. Such a policy they
believe would not only be bad for the
country, but bad for the cause of sil-
ver, because when bimetallism was
secured the country would stil!
be in a bad way owing to other
troubles, and the enemies of silver
would claim that the failure of busi-
ness to revive was due to bitmetallism,
when it really would be due to free
trade, a deficiency in the national rev-
enues or some other cause.

With a lb-publican Congress pledged
to bimetallism and at the same time to
other reforms, the prospects would be
trightor and better for the country
than if the Democrats had control with
only one good, sound plank in their
platform. That is the very logical po-
sition takeg by Senator Shoup and
ethers who think like him both as to the
value of Republicanism and the im-
portance of bimetallism.
