Barley Fairly Steady, Though Not

San Francisco. July 22d.
Flour shipments yesterday were very

h'-avy, the largest on record from this port.

There were 30,000 barrels shipped, of which
0,C20 went to Central America and the re-
mainder to the Orient; to-day's receipts

were also large, being 10,748 barrels; prices

3how no change. Wheat is quiet and
steady as previously quoted. Barley is
fairly steady; not much doing and quota-

tions remain as before. No Corn has ar-
rived, either yesterday or to-day, but there
is plenty offering and the demand is slow;
Ho changes. Oats continue inactive at pre-
viously quoted figures.

Watermelons are being condemned by

the Market Inspector daily. Yesterday he
confiscated about a carload as being too

green and unfit for sale. The melons
came from the vicinity of Fresno, and in

their anxiety to get the fruit to market
first and realize large returns the lar-

mera send the fruit too green. More con-
fiscation is expected.

Apricots are. weaker; there are not many
canners buying now, and those who are
still buying are slow to pay big prices.

I'eaches are becoming more plentiful and

are lower. Berries are moving slowly; the
Raspberries offering are of a dark color;

a lighter berry would bring more than the
top price, drapes are weaker. Several
prates of Cantaloupes arrived from Y\ in-
ters, but do not move; they are worth
about $3 per duzen.
