The Board of Trustees of the city ot
Sacramento hereby give notice that a spe-
cial municipal election will be held la the
city of Sacramento on TUESDAY, the 11th
day of August, 18VHJ, for the purpose of
submitting; for ratification to tne electors
of said city of Sacramento a system <>rplan of the cost of sixty-five thnn?nd dol-
lars for sewerage and drainage ot saidcity; and for the purpose also of submit-
ting to said electors. If such plan bo
adopted or ratified by them, the question
of whether the money ro<iuir*d to carr)
out the said plan shall be raised bj the
issuance o* bonds or by direct taxation;
and, also. IfIt shall be determined at said
election that the money required to carry
out said plan shall be raised by the issu-
ance oi bonds, the question of whether or
not the Board of Trustees shall be author-
ized to issue for that purpose bonds of the
description hereinafter contained.

The following is a description of the plan
of sewerage or drainage to be voted on by
said electors, to wit:

A main Intersecting sewer or drain on t-
street from Front to Seventeenth streets
to be constructed of brick, as follows;
