Inspired by a better feeling at Chicago
the local Wheat market is stronger.

Oats are quiet
and rather easy; buyers seem to hold off,
awaiting a turn in the market. Corn is
dull; previous prices are not affected.

Peaches are weak at the moment, but
the indications are that they will do bet-
ter from now on; they were too high at
the beginning of the season and a drop
was inevitable; some sold to-day in bulk
for §$25 per ton. There are very few
Figs here in double layers and none in
sngle. No market for loose Apricots to-
day; the canners are not buying as»thoy
have of late. Raspberries moved fairly
well. Receipts of IFruits generally were
quite heavy and there will be considerable
carried over.

Further advance in Butter has been
checked and the demand has also eased
up. Prices are too high and have gone
up too suddenly; the market hardly justi-
fies the high price; a gradual ;t«l\'gl\('e
would not have been felt so severely; the
market does not seem to be as firm as it
was., Eggs are firm at previous prices;
fancy ranch arg very scarce.
