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NARROW ESCAPE OF

MARSHFIELD (Or.), Aug. 2.—Two
children, aged 8 and 10 years respect-
ively, of Lighthouseckeeper Sheldo at
Cape Arago, had a narrow escape from
being drowned in midocean on Friday
afternoon. Mr. Sheldon has a small
skiff which he uses in fair weather,
and the littie children play in it when
the sea is smooth. The children took
possession of the frail shell on Friday
and started off for Xmpire for seme
candy. They were unegual to the task
©of managing the craft, and about half
a mile distant they lost one of their
paddles. The water was quite rough,
and the wonder is that their craft was
not overturned. Being born on the
ccean, so to speak, they did not real-
ize their danger, and with fearless lit-
tle hearts proceeded toward Empire
Wwith as much speed as one paddle
would propel them.

Instead of making any headway in
the direction of Empire they were un-
consciously drifting out to sea. It was
an hour after their Jdeparture from the
lighthouse station before the children
were missed, and a half hour later be-
fore Mr. Sheldon discovered the skiff
1o be missing. He has a powerful ma-
rine glass. With this he scanned the
ccean and discovered his little ones in
the boat struggling with a choppy sea
about four miles from shore.

Almost frantic with fear for the
safety of his children, Sheldon has-
tcned to Big Ben, where he secured a
large boat, and with the assistance of
another man rowed to the rescue of the
helpless children. Just as he trans-
ferred them from the skiff to his boat
o large ocean steamer passed within
200 feet of them. The steamer created
a tremendous swell, submerging the
£kiff and placing the larger boat with
its human freight in imyminent danger,
but all hands reached the shore in
safety.

FIRE IN FRESNO.

The First Baptist Church Burned by
an Incendiary.

FRESNO, Aug. 2.—The First Baptist
Church, one of the finest edifices of its
kind in this State, located at the corner
of Merced and J streets, was destroyed
by an incendiary fire to-night. When the
fire department arrived all that could
be seen was a little blaze in the base-
ment. A hole was chopped in the base-
ment wall and the hose turned in. The
nozzle broke and the stream had to be
turned off for five minutes. The delay
proved disastrous, and the whole roof
of the church was soon in flames. A
strong breeze was blowing at the time
and sent clouds of embers directly upon
the business portion of the city. Chief
Hart was fearful that a disastrous con-
flagration would result, and sent fire-
men to assist the owners of buildings
in wetting the roofs, and by hard work
the flames were confined to the church.

The First Baptist Church was built in
1884 at a cost of $4,500. In 1892 it was
enlarged at an additional cost of $7,500.
The furniture of the church was valued
at $1,000.

Late to-night it was learned that the
fire was of incendiary origin. M. V.
Dutcher, a clerk at the Hughes Hotel,
was attending service at the Presbyte-
rian Church, which is in the same
block as the Baptist Church. At the
first cry of fire he ran out, and as he
neared the Baptist Church he saw a
man running away with a bundle un-
der his arm. Dutcher did not recognize
him. The fire started in the ante-room
under the north stairway of the church,
and it was this place that the man was
observed to leave.

BORN ON THE OCEAN.

A Little Stranger Makes His First
Appearance on Shipboard.

AVALON (Cal), August 2.—There was

rejoicing on board the steamer Her-
mosa yesterday morning, when one of
the passengers, the wife of Captain
Alexander Smith, first officer of the
Hermosa, gave birth to a son. Mar-
riages on the high seas are not in-
frequent and have often occurred on
board the Hermosa when plying be-
tween the mainland and Catalina, but
this is the first birth which ever oc-
curred in a like manner. The little chap
opened his eyes on this troublous world
when the steamer was about half way
over to San Pedro. The 350 passengers
cn board gave three rousing cheers for
the boy, and promptly christened him
“Hermosa,” in honor of his birthplace,
until a facetious man suggested that
“Himosa"” would be more appropriate.
Mother and child are being cared for
in San Pedro.
