THE TROUBLE IN CRETE.

There is a deal of trouble in Crete.
England is angry at Germany for sug-
zesting that she join the latter in a
blockade of Cretan ports. Greece de-
sires to restore the island to its own
domain. The Christians and Moham-
medans in the island are at war, and
the Turkish forces look on and do little
to preserve the peace.

The Cretan rebels are a very different
class of people from the Armenians.
They are more aggressive, better prac-
ticed in military art, and have far more
of the spiritof resistance. In the moun-
tain regions live the Sphakiotes, who
are a pastoral people, but at the same
time indulge in robbery as a business.
These tribesmen are friendly to Greece,
which supplies them with arms and
noney. These mountaineers make a
practice of going down into the valleys
and prevailing with more or less suc-
cess upon the fanatic Christians to join
with them and attack the Mohammedan
villages. Then follow the most horri-
ble butcheries.

When such a war breaks out in Crete
the Moslems as a rule seek the cities
for protection, but if unable to do so
make a stand in their fortified towns
and fight for their lives and property.
The Turkish Government, which is duty
bound to keep the peace, is in sympathy
with the Moslems, of course. The most
they do, therefore, is to drive the moun-
taineers back to the hills after each
1aid. In some rare cases they have
prevented descents, but their efforts in
that direction are but half-hearted.

When the offenders are driven out the
Mohammedans seek revenge by follow-
ing them, and at the same time fall
upon the Christians, who are charged,
whether justly or not, with being allies
of the Sphakiotes. These attacks are
accompanied by horrors before which
the outrages of the Armenians pale,
‘With the approach of winter peace re-
turns, because the mountaineers can-
not remain in the field in cold weather,
Such, in brief, is the account of the
usual risings, given by a writer said to
be thoroughly informed, in the Buda-
pest “Neues Pester Journal.”

Dr. Lagoudaky, a Cretan, in the
“Frankfurter Zeitung,” denies that the
Crefan risings are due either to Russian
or English influences, and says that the
Cretansghave no desire to exchange the
yoke of Turkey for that of England or
of the Czar; that the people are really
Greeks, and wish to come under Gre-
cian control. He says, in a translation
made for the “Literary Digest”:

The Greek Government advises the
Cretans to submit, but cannot prevent
Greek newspapers from publishing sub-
scription lists on behalf of the insur-
gents, nor that the wives and children
of the islanders are sent to Greece for
safety. The influence of the Greek Gov-
ernment may bring about an appear-
ance of peace, but the fire will continue
to glow beneath the ashes. Christians
and Moslems cannot become reconciled
in the island. Yes, the Turks kill—eigh-
teen members of my family have been
butchered by them—but so do the
Christians. The Christian herdsman
whose relative has been killed by a
Turk swears vengeance that he will
not allow his hair to be shorn off un-
til he has obtained bloody revenge. In
the mountains the Cretans are the
strongest, and they will always remain
s0. The Turkish soldiers are brave, able
men, but when they enter the mountain
passes they meet the fate of the Per-
sians at Thermopylae. Our men are
first-rate shots. Caesar praised them
for their skill as archers, and Cretan
archers formed the body-guard of the
Byzantine emperors.

That the Turkish Government can
suppress the annual insurrections in
Crete is undeniable, but it is doubtful
if the Sultan cares to do so, so long
as the Christian lowlanders get the
worst of the fighting, as they generally
do. He would seem to be willing to
have the Christians exterminated, or
ali driven into Greece, where large

numbers of the refugees have taken
shglter.

However, the latest advices are that
the Turks have ordered an unusually
large force of troops to Crete with the
announced purpose of crushing the in-
surgents and holding the mountainers
in check. It may be, therefore, that in
alarm at the possibility of the Cretan
trouble involving all Europe in a war,
the Sultan’s Government has at last
resolved to act with vigor.

There are ‘some Republicans and some
Republican journals who are declaring
for the Democracy and its Presidential
candidate, and are so far biind to the
truth as to say that Mr. Bryan and the
Democratic party has come to them,
and that they have not gone over to
Bryan and the Democracy. When a
sincere Republican so delivers himself
he forgets that Mr. Bryan stands upon
a platform that by every fundamental
Republican principle is repudiated, and
that flatly and brazenly flies in the face
of the people the doctrine that this
Government has not the power of self-
preservation; that unblushingly an-
nounces its opposition to the primary
principle of the Republican party—pro-
tection to American industries and
workers; that boldly proposes that the
tribunals of the land shall be stripped
of the authority to interpose by injunc-
tion to prevent the rioter, the lawless
and the vicious from taking by force
and possessing the property of another;
that proposes to prohibit to our couris
the power to interpose the arm of the
law to remove obstacles to the free
movement of interstate commerce and
the unopposed passage of the Govern-
ment mails. These Republicans, who
have no reason for losing faith in their
own party to rise equal to any rational
need and emergency that may confront
the Government—these men and jour-
nals in supporting Mr. Bryan because
of a single declaration regarding a
financial problem, and who stands upon
a platform rebuking the President of
the United States for interposing the
Federal authority in the Chicago strike
riots of 1894, and preventing by force
aund arms the rioters of that time from
destroying property and life, from stop-
ping up the avenues and ways of com-
merce between the States, the free pas-
sage of the malls and the operation of
Federal functions in the matter of the
customs—these faithless Republicans
are indorsing a platform and a candi-
date standing upon it that proposes to
strip the courts of the land of the power
exercised ever since a human tribunal
has been known. This barrier to law-
lessness, if removed, as the Democracy
demands, will open the door to all man-
ner of possible evils. Republicans, we
repeat, have no reason for desenting
their party; it is the party of true bi-
metallism; it 1s the party of law and or-
der and human rights; it is a party that
has been tried in the fires and has al-
ways proved to be pure metal.

If su-
perior ‘talent had to await the hap of
circumstance it would cease to be su-
perior from the moment of the begin-
ning of the waiting. Genius, marked
ability, when coupled with fair train-
ing and reasonable self-discipline, hews
its own way and waits for no pioneer
to clear it. If this were not so, the
world would have no great statesmen,
soldiers, inventors, poets or discover-
ers. It would be moving upon the dead
level of fortunate circumstance over
the ruins of destroyed hopes, because
of lack of aids to accomplishment of
desire and purpose. Mr. Mallock thus
wittily puts it:

Multiplied facilities for writing and
printing poetry have not called into
glory many “mute inglorious Miltons”;
nor has extended suffrage brought to
light many Cromwells who would other-
wise have remained obscure. Circum-

strong enough to break through the
yielding bars, they will mot be strong
enough to do anything very remarka-
ble. ;

The New York “World” cannot as-
suredly be charged with any friendli-
ness for the Republican party. If it
has a leaning that way the world has
never discovered it.

As to financial issues, so far from being
monometallic it is bimetallic. The con-
vention of the party declared in favor
0of the use of both metals, and pledged
the party to promote international
agreement to bring about the adoption
of silver as common currency receiva-
ble everywhere, without depreciation.

“Municipal Engineering’’ for August,
the foremost authority on municipal
work, says of town and city drains, that
in a city lying almost level, it is quite
impossible to get rid of surface waters
without underground channels. These
are all the more necessary as street sur-
faces are made impervious. And it is
added that if the area drained by street
gutters is too large, because of the con-
vergence of the gutters at a given point,
damaging overflows occur. That is the
case here precisely. Our surface drain-
age converges at Sixth and R streets,
overflows and damages a large area,
and renders it unfit for homes. To pre-
vent this it is now proposed to provide
a large sunken drain to receive these
surplus waters and conduct them by mo-
mentum to a sump on the river front
where they may be lifted out. It is for
this proposition that citizens should
vote next week.
