Iq More Repairs Can be Made for the

Police Officers Tell What Kind of

A double bill was booked at the spe-

cial meeting of the Trustees last night,

the first half of the evening being de-

Voted to regular and unfinished busi-
ness, while the latter part was con-
sumed in hearing evidence relating to

the recommendation of the Chief of
Police that the license of Ed Welch,

vho conducts the "Rosebud" saloon on
L street, between Third and Fourth, be
revoked.

Considering it a proper point for a
successful commencement, Clerk Des-
mond read a remonstrance from a ma-
jority of the property owners along
Eighth street, between J and X, pro-
testing against the improvement of that
section of the street. It was ordered
referred to the City Surveyor.

The application of 11. Grossy for a
license to conduct a saloon in the In-
ternational Hotel on X street was, on
leeommendation of the Chief of Po-
lice Drew, favorably received and the
license ordered issued.

Regarding the application of Charles
Yates for a license to conduct a saloon
on L street, between Third and Fourth,
the Chief of Police recommended that
the application be denied. The matter
v. as laid over for a week.

A remonstrance of the property own-
ers residing on Fifth street, between J
and X, against the improvement of that

tion of the street was read and re-
ferred to the City Surveyor.

STREET FUND EXHAUSTED.
The following communication was re-

ceived from City Auditor Young:
"Honorable Board of Trustees ?Gen-

tlemen: Allow me to call your atten-
tion very respectfully to the fact that
the street repair fund will have to be
assisted from some source before any
inure indebtedness can be contracted
against it. The fund now has to its
credit the sum of 53.591 91 apparently,
but there are two contracts against it
calling in the aggregate for more than
that amount ?street roller, $2,8.10;
Street sweeping, $1,0.11 75; total, $3,-
--5")1 7.1. A few hundred dollars, pos-
sibly $000, ifall the streets recently or-
dered up are completed this season,
will be paid into the fund from the rent
of steam roller, but the money will not
be available for some time. Apparently
a transfer from the general fund to the
street fund will have to be made,
though the general fund can ill afford
it."

Trustee Kent said he could not un-
derstand what had become of the street
fund, *and thought the matter should
be investigated. He had occasionally
Been a man moping along with a team
trying to find a tree to lie down under,
but very little work had been done on
the streets to his knowledge. The street
fund in 1895 lasted until October, and
he did not understand why it should
not reach as far the present season.

Trustees Devine and McKay called
his attention to the fact that the street
roller had been bought at a cost of
nearly $3,000, which, if now available,
would carry the repair funds along
until October.

Kent, however, moved that no more
repairs be done until the matter had
been properly investigated, and there
being no opposition, the motion pre-
vailed.

ASSESSMENT VALUATIONS.
The following communication was

also received from the City Auditor and
read:

"Gentlemen: In accordance with
Section 77 of the city charter, I sub-
mit the following report as to the as-
f-i ssment roll valuations for 1800-97:

"The falling off in real estate is due

to reductions on Front street property
and that on personal property to the
prevailing business depression. The
increase under the heading of improve-
ments shows well for the growth of the
city, especially when it is considered
that I found it necessary to make more
than 100 reductions in the value of old
buildings, while the Bailey property at
Fourth and X is omitted from the roll
altogether."

The report was ordered placed on file.
A number of resolutions relating to

street repairs were laid over one week.
SALOON LICENSES AGAIN.

J. H. Hook was granted a license to
conduct a saloon on X street, between
Seventh and Eighth, over the Chief of

Police's unfavorable recommendation.
J. H. Robinson was granted a li-

cense to conduct a saloon on Third
street, betwen J and X

The application of Marion & Vanimo
for a license to conduct a saloon at

the corner of Third and X streets was
read and action deferred one week to

allow time for investigation.

At this point the board struck a low
joint and the machinery stopped. There
was quiet for a time ?a very short time

?and then a motion to adjourn was
carried.

But it was only a moment before the

board reconvened and resolved itself in-
to a court for the purpose of hearing

evidence for and against the recom-
mendation of Chief of Police Drew for
revoking the license held by Welch
for conducting the place known for
years as the "Rosebud" saloon.

Owing to an attack of rheumatism
the Chief Police was absent, but the
blue coats and brass buttons of a half-
dozen of his officers refreshed the lobby
und gave a new color to the majesty of
the city's law-makers.

Officer Michael Fisher was the first
witness called. He testified that the
saloon in question bore an unsavory
reputation. It had been the rendezvous
of known thieves and other choice spir-

its. But a short time ago five of the
frequenters?very well known thieves ?

had been vagged and sent across the
river to Yolo. Since that time compara-
tive quiet had reigned in the vicinity
of the saloon.

He, however, stated that thieves were
often found in the best regulated re-
sorts. About two weeks ago he arrested
a man lying in the alley in the rear
of the saloon, who showed evidence of
having been badly beaten. He gave
the name of Cooshman, and claimed
to have been robbed of about $200. The
witness afterward found that he actual-
ly had been robbed, and that he had
been beaten in the Rosebud saloon,
though whether the robbery had been
done there he was unable to say.

Then Senator E. C. Hart, who ap-
peared for Welch, took Fisher in hand
and the latter said the saloon had been
comparatively quiet since the five ha-
bitues had been sent across the river.

Officer J. A. Wilson was next sworn
and corroborated the evidence given by
Fisher. He recounted how Cooshman
had been beaten and robbed, but said
there was no evidence to show that the
thugs made their headquarters at the
Rosebud. He knew of several saloons
in the vicinity which were more quietly

conducted than Welch's, but when the
proprietor was present the place was
always quiet and orderly. He could
recall no robberies which had been
committed in the saloon.

Officer D. W. Higgins said he and
Officer Douglass had been put on the
c ase of the robbery of Cooshman, and
had found that he had been beaten in
the saloon, but he had not been able to
find out whether the robbery had taken
place Inside of the saloon or not. A
number of known thieves were in the
saloon at the time the man was beaten.
Higgins further stated that a hard
crowd usually hung around the "Rose-
bud," but that good people also often
patronized the place.

Officer James Douglas, who had
worked in connection with Higgins,cor-

roborated the statements made by the
latter. Welch had always appeared to
do his best to conduct an orderly house.

Officer Hayes was the next witness,
but knew nothing about the matter of
the recent robbery. He stated in reply
to a question that he had never seen
anyone robbed in the place, and knew
nothing about it, except what he had
heard. When asked if he had known
anyone to be "beaten up" in the place,
he said he had known of a good many
fights.

Officer Naghel corroborated the evi-
dence given by his brother officers, and
the evidence for revoking the license
was closed.

Charles Reals, a barber, was called
for the defense, and testified that he
saw Cooshman, the man who had been
knocked down, and had taken a drink
with him before the battery occurred.
The man had -SO or §7 in his pocket,
which he showed, and when the witness
intimated that he might be robbed,
Cooshman replied that if he was he
knew where he could get more.

Robert Maxfield (colored) was the
man who knocked Cooshman down, and
he testified regarding the cause of the
assault. Cooshman, the witness said,
had invited him to go to Welch's saloon
to take a drink, but when they arrived
there Cooshman cursed his new friend
and abused him until the witness
knocked him down. He was sure the
man was not robbed while in the sa-
loon, but did not know what had oc-
curred afterward.

Here Senator Hart rested his case
and said a few words for his client,

GREAT REGISTER PRINTING.

illBids Therefor Were Rejected by the
Supervisors.

Capital Gas Company to Light the

Courthouse With Elec-
tricity.

At yesterday morning's session of the
Board of Supervisors bids were opened
for lighting the Courthouse and jail
with electricity for one year. Three
bids were received, as follows:

Central California Electric Company
(South Yuba)?(% cents per 1,000 watts.

Sacramento Electric, Gas and Rail-
way Company?lo cents per 1,000
watts.

Capital Gas Company?6% cents per
1,000 watts.

The Committee on Contracts retired,
and after consultation submitted the
following report:

"Mr. Chairman and members of the
Board of Supervisors?Gentlemen: V"our
Committee on Contracts recommend
that the contract for lightingthe Court-
house and jail with electricity for one
year be awarded to the Capital Gas
Company. (Signed) Todd, Jenkins and
Dreman."

Supervisor Curtis desired to know
why the committee had not awarded
the contract to the Central California
Company, whose bid was a quarter of
a cent less per 1,000 watts.

Supervisor Todd said the committee
had what it considered good reason for
reporting as it did.

Mr. Curtis said that was all right, but
under the circumstances he wished to
be excused from voting.

The report of the committee was then
adopted, and the Clerk was then in-
structed to request the District Attor-
ney to prepare the necessary contract.

? BRIDGE INSPECTION.
Chairman Morrison called attention

to that portion of Engineer Robinson's
report on the Twelfth-street bridge in
which he recommended that it should
be examined and cleaned once or twice
a year. Mr. Morrison thought the iron
bridges at Folsom and the Slough
House should also be gone over, adjust-
ed and cleansed of mud or debris. The
board should, in his opinion, employ
some competent person to do the work.

Supervisor Jenkins agreed with the
Chairman that some competent en-
gineer should be selected for the pur-
pose.

Supervisor Curtis said he would like
to have Engineer G. A. Stoddard and
J. E. Robinson select a man for the
work who thoroughly understood the
business.

Mr. Morrison said he had no doubt
those gentlemen would be willing to
select a man. He wanted some one who
was in no way interested in the con-
struction of either of the bridges, for
it had been insinuated in the past that
interested parties had found a way of
making repairs necessary.

Mr. Jenkins thought the builders of
the bridges should be consulted in the
matter. He thought they would take
an interest in having their bridges put
in good condition.

After some further discussion Super-
visor Curtis, who is Chairman of the
Roads and Bridge Committee, was au-
thorized to engage some competent
bridge engineer to cleanse and readjust

the Folsom, Slough House and Live Oak
bridges, such person to be in no way
connected with contractors or bridge

builders.
Mr. Curtis reported that he had vis-

ited the Twelfth-street bridge, and that
Mr. Laydon suggested that the old
planks be utilized for the temporary
bridge while the repairs are being made.
Mr. Curtis thought this would be good
economy, and the board acquiesced.

GREAT REGISTER.
At the afternoon session bids were

opened for printing the Great Register
for 1896. Five bids were received, as
follows: Day & Joy, XI cents per name;
Whitaker & Ray of Gait, 20 cents; Pa-
cific Printing House (Carrington & An-
derson), 25 cents; H. S. Crocker & Co.,
IB cents; D. Johnston & Co., 12 cents.

The Committee on Contracts retired
to consider the bids, and reported final-
ly in favor of rejecting all the bids on
the ground that they were too high,
and that in the committee's opinion bet-
ter terms can be obtained.

The report was signed by Todd and
Jenkins, but Dreman submitted a mi-
nority report recommending that the
contract be awarded to the lowest bid-
der. D. Johnston & Co.

On roll-call the majority report was
adopted, Dreman alone voting no.

It was agreed that before the board
adjourned a special session would be
called at which new bids would be re-
ceived.

GRAND ISLAND ROAD.
A petition was receivea from J. L.

Aid]ich, I. P. Hall and numerous other
residents of Grand Island asking the
board to extend the road formerly pe-
titioned for from the lands of Hall to
the road from Walker's Landing to
Reaver Slough, running through the
lands of C. W. Clark, Williams & Bix-
l'T and others. The petitioners state
that the road is a necessity to dwellers
?n the interior of the island.

The report of the viewers, filed in
1894, recommended that the road be
opened.

The necessary action of the board,
in the way of giring notice of a hear-
ing, will be taken in the matter.

The board will meet again this morn-
ing.

MUST GET OUT.
A Convict to be Set Free if lie Will

Leave the State.
On the recommendation of the State

Hoard of Prison Directors, Governor
Budd yesterday commuted the sentence
of Thomas Hutchingson, confined in
the Folsom State Prison, from life un-
til such time as a steamer shall leave
San Francisco for New Zealand, at
which time he shall be deported. Should

he remain in or return to the State,
the commutation shall be void.

Hutchingson was sentenced from
San Francisco June 15, 1895, for rob-
bery, but recently there has arisen
strong grounds to believe that he is
innocent of the crime.

The application for clemency was
recommended by Hon. W. T. Wallace,
the trial Judge, William S. Barnes, the
District Attorney, and eleven of the
twelve jurymen, and was based upon
the reason that another person had
voluntarily confessed to the robbery.

ELECTION BOARD CASES.

Action Deferred Pending a Decision
by the Supreme Court.

The cases of L J. Simmons and other
members of the First Precinct Election
Beard of 1895, who are charged with
fraudulent practices at the November
election, was called in Judge Hink-
son's court yesterday and continued
until September sth.

Assistant District Attorney J. C.
Jones states that some of the issues in
the present cases are involved in those
now on appeal before the Supreme
Court, and it is the desire to have the
latter's decision before proceeding fur-
ther.

yesterday. It is postmarked Cornwall,
England, and is evidently from Bar-
rett's mother. Who knows where he is?

The Board of Trustees of the city of
Sai ramento hereby give notice that a spe-
cial municipal election will be held in the
city of Sacramento on TUESDAY, the 11th
day of August, IMKi. for the purpose of
submitting for ratiiication to the th

of whether the money required to carry

city of Sacramento will create debts and
obligations, without interest, against tho
said city for the purpose of carrying out
tho said plan or system and will enter into
contracts in relation to the same; and
the said plan or system of drainage or
sewerage will be paid for by the levy of a
special tax, in one levy, such tax to bo
levied and collected during the fiscal year
first succeeding the said special election.

If the said plan or system of drainage or
sewerage shall be ratified by the electors
of said city, and the electors of said city
shall determine that bonds be issued for
the payment of said plan and determine
also that bonds of the description herein
contained shall be issued, then, and in
that case, the Board of Trustees of said
city will proceed to issue bonds of the fol-
lowingdescription, to wit: The amount of
said bonds will be sixty-live thousand dol-
lars; the term of years the same shail run
will be twenty years; the object for which
the said bonds shall be issued and in-
debtedness thereby incurred will be tho
carrying out of the said plan or system of
drainage or sewerage and the construc-
tion of the same; the rate of interest oi'
said bonds shall be per cent, per an-
num, payable semi-annually.
