Portland Oregonian: Our silver dollar
is worth 53 cents, the Mexican dollar
54 cents. This matter of giving 50
cents' worth of merchandise and a
Mexican dollar for a silver dollar of the
United States merely illustrates a well-
known fact as to values. Everyone who
lias been in Mexico and had occasion to
buy lunch, cigars or anything to the
amount of $1, and has handed out a
silver dollar of the United States, has
received a Mexican dollar back; that is,
a dollar worth one cent more and a dol-
lar's worth (measured in a silver coun-
try's prices) of goods. The Mexican dol-
lars are but so many bits of pig silver,
because the Government that issues
them keeps no gold reserve, does not
limit their coinage, issues them at their
metal value, and has no care or duty
of maintaining their parity and ex-
changeability with gold. From any
country in which they are found you
can bring our silver dollars into the
United States and get gold for them,
dollar for dollar, because, by limiting
the coinage and keeping a heavy gold
reserve, our treasury maintains the in-
terchangeability of all sorts of our cur-
rency with standard money. But ifyou
take Mexican dollars into Mexico, you
can get gold for them only at the rate
of about two for one.

Here is proof, through the Mexican
dollar, that paralyzes the silver poli-
tician of the United States. He is dumb-
founded, nonplussed, and can only howl
\u25a0vith rage at those who have employed
this method of demonstration to refute
and overthrow him.

THE QUESTION OF "PAR."
Nevada Transcript: The silver dollar

is now at par with gold, but it would not
be if there were free coinage of silver,
for it is only by the limitation of the
volume of silver dollars that the Gov-
ernment is able to maintain the public
confidence in its ability to keep them at
par, by redeeming some of them if nec-
essary. For it must be remembered the
Government owns seven-eighths of all
the silver coin in the country. If the
mints were opened to their unlimited
coinage by private parties, the public
would cease to have that confidence,
and the moment that confidence was
impaired the silver dollar would fall
in value to the market price of the sil-
ver bullion in it. This is not theory.

PARTY PRINCIPLE.
