
A NIGHT WITH PYTHIANS.

General C. F. McGlashan's Visit to Colom-
bia Lodge.

Brigadier-General C. F. McGlashan
lof the Uniformed Rank Knights of

Pythias, visited Columbia Lodge, No.
42, last evening in the capacity of
Grand Chancellor of the domain of

California. Chancellor Commander T.
H. Waterland occupied the chief sta-
tion in the lodge, while Colonel J. W.

Guthrie adorned the Vice-Chancellor's
office. There was a large attendance
of Knights and prominent officers from

Their handsome uni-
orms. military bearing and excellent
maneuvers produced a very fine effect.

Grand Master McGlashan made an
interesting address. "I understand."
be said, "you render this tribute to the
head of an order you love, and I re-
ceive it in the same spirit. I have
never been more courteously received,
and in behalf of the crder I thank you
fbf this reception. There is a feeling in
the order that when one gets to be
Orand Chancellor he gets too far away
from the order to be of any use. I
never visit a lodge but what I try to
do something for the good of the order.
I know the reputation of grand old
Columbia Lodge, but you ought to have
the stars and stripes hung up above
tiie Chancellor Commander's station.
? This is a loyal order, born in the
days when the life of the nation was im-
periled. It was organized to harmonize
the unfortunate feeling that prevailed

between sections of the country. A
man with a spark of disloyalty in his
heart has no business in the order of
Knights of Pythias. A Grand Chan-
ceßor should come from the subordinate
lodge and should be thoroughly famil-
iar with its wants. All through the
country there is a marvelous uprising
in behalf of the Pythian banner.

"Down in Gait they have taken in
thirty-two members this term, although
suffering severely from hard times.
3;rother Voss of Triumph Lodge at Han
Jose said if each member of his lodge
would bring in one member he would
guarantee to bring in fifty, and he has
already brought in twenty-four. In
fush times perhaps a man can afford
not to belong to this order, but he surely
(annot these times. He can't afford to
do without having loving hands around
him in his hours of distress. We have
gained T>oo members the past six
months, and will reach a membership of

11.000 before the end of the present

year.
"Columbia Lodge has bravely held her

own during the hard times in point of

membership, and has gone ahead in

finances. Some years ago the order had
a boom, and it has taken some years to
get over it. They used to adm't any-
body to membership, and it has taken
years to get over the evil effects of that
policy. God Almighty has seen fit,

through Rathbone, to organize an or-

der founded on a friendship that should
manifest itself in the darkest hours of
adversity. I thank God that we have
lost the froth and foam we gathered in
years ago. Ifthere are unworthy mem-
bt rs in Columbia Lodge let proper
charges be brought against them to
expel them from the order. It is won-
derful that Knights of Pythias lodges

can exist in cities where the members
sometimes do not meet for months. The
same difficulty does not obtain in my
town of Truckee nor in the country, so
it surprises me how well you keep up
the order here.

"Members sometimes wonder whether
so large a per capita tax is necessary. I
am going to find out at headquarters
just how things are, and I wish you
would trust me to do it. Some think
the secret work is changed too often,

but this is a young order and the altera-
tions are necessary in order to ap-
proach perfection. The new work, when
tendered, is better than the old.

"Columbia Lodge needs a stereopti-

con. Itwould interest the old members,
and bring in new 4 ones. Regarding
your work, I am acquainted with your
officers, and I know they do their work
creditably. I want Capitol Lodge, No.

to have a candidate and to work
with their team when I visit that lodge
week after next.

"The Uniform Rank is all right and
is forging forward. We will have four
divisions of the Uniform Rank in what
used to be the Second Regiment.

"I want to say a good word for the
Rathbone Sisters. Our order is emi-
n> ntly progressive, and I trust and hope
and believe that the Knights of Pythias
will be the first great order to recognize
the advancement of women. Think of
the Masons, Odd Fellows, Knights of
Pythias and Foresters! What a wonder-
ful uplifting influence they have had
for men! And let the same benefits be
extended to the ladies of the land.

"As to the endowment rank, the in-
surance is safe, and every Knight of
Pythias ought to prepare for his loved
ones in case of his sudden calling away.
I never heard of a worthy case where
the endowment rank failed to pay.

"Pythianism is friendship, wherever
friendship is needed. Down at the Pre-
sidio the members of Mars Lodge have
taken great interest in behalf of an im-
prisoned brother, who seems to have
been suffering unjust punishment.

"I wish to say to Brother Grove L.
Johnson, whom I am glad to meet here
this e%-eninsr. that the other night I hud
the pleasure of meeting in a Knights of
Pythias Lodge at Stockton Marion De
Vries, so it seems that our order will be
represented" in the next Congress."

The Grand Chancellor then exempli-
fied the unwritten work of the order and
emphasized the importance of having a
thorough knowledge of it.

Hon. Grove L. Johnson said:
"We have been entertained, as Iknew

we would be, by the eloquent, interest-
ing and instructive speech of Brother
McGlashan. We are and always have
been friends in the varied walks of life.
lam surprised, brothers, that you don't
come here oftener, but I believe this is
the first time I have ever been in this
beautiful hall. It may be true, as the
Grand Chancellor has said, that we in
the city do not get together as well as
those in the country, but if the spirit of
fraternity is not fully exemplified here
we ought to improve the existing state
of things.

"There is much to think of in what
Grand Chancellor has said. It is time
for us to turn over a new loaf. We may
well be proud of our order. I frankly

--ment on the old one, it must have a
great influence In making men better.

Wo,
too, appeal to the combative spirit, and
can fight against all the gigantic forces
cf evil. When Pythian principles are
realized in their full fruition the be-
ginning of the millenlum will be at
hand."

MYRIADS OF UGLY SPIDERS.

The Multi-Legged Pets?The Only Spider
Farm in America.

A Queer Industry Located Only Four

MilesFrom Philadelphia on the

Old Lancaster Pike.

There is but one spider farm in the
United States. As far as the writer can
learn there are only two in the world.
Entomologists have collected and raised
spiders for purposes of scientific obser-
vation and investigation, just as bacilli
and other unpleasant animals are nur-
tured. Here and there a spider has
been made a pet of by some lonely
prisoner of Chillon or the Tombs, but
spider farming as a money-making in-
dustry is yet in its infancy. What in
the world is done With a crop of
spiders? you ask. One has only to go
four miles from Philadelphia on the
old Lancaster Pike and ask for the
farm of Pierre Grantaire to see what
can be found nowhere else in this coun-
try, and abroad only in a little French
\ iilage in the Department of the Loire,

says the Philadelphia "Times."
Pierre Grantaire furnishes spiders at

so much a hundred for distribution in
the wine vaults of the merchant and
the nouveau riehe. His trade is chiefly

with the wholesale merchant, who is
aide to stock a cellar with new, shining,
freshly labeled bottles, and in three
months see them veiled with filmycob-
webs, so that the effect of twenty years
\u25a0if storage is secured at a small cost.
The effe< t upon a customer can be im-
agin d, and is hardly to be measured in
dollars and cents. It is a tritlingmat-
ter to cover the bins with dust. That
effect is easy to the veriest tyro in the
v.me trade. But cobwebs?that is dif-
fer* nt?cobwbes spun from cork to
cork, cobwebs that drape the slender
netk like delicate lace when the flask is
h-ought to the light?the seal of years
of slow mellowing and fruition.

SPIDER RAISING.
The Lancaster Pike is an old, old

highway that trembled to the tramp

of marching columns in the revolution.
In one of the low, stone farmhouses,

huge as the chimney, lives Pierre Gran-
taire, a veteran of the French army,
who was conscripted as a middle-aged
man from his father's farm in INTO to,

fight the Prussians. For ten years he
has lived here, a rather unique figure

among the matter-of-fact farmers
around him. For the tricolor always
flies from his roof on the 14th of July,

and the colors are draped half mast on
the anniversary of the day that the
hated Prussians marched into Paris a
quarter of a century ago.

Old Grantaire has a wonderful vege-

table farm, and sends in the choicest
"green stuff" that is displayed in the
Philadelphia markets. His neighbors

know that he is a market gardener, and
;!so raises mushrooms, and rather envy
him the returns from his squabs that
retail at GO cents a pair this time of
year. But few of them know of the
spider-raising industry, which makes a
substantial part of Pierre's busnies».
It is not to the old man's interest to
have this advertised, and he seldom
takes a caller into the two rooms of his
dwelling where his multi-legged pets

' over the walls and weave their gossa-
mer patterns everywhere.

It was a bit shuddering for the visitor,

who had been brought up tosmashaspi-
der with a slipper or whatever came th'-
handiest, to be brought into a room
where there were spiders in front of
him, spiders to the rear of him, myr-
iads of spiders on every hand.

The walls were covered with wire
squares from six inches to a foot across,
like magnified sections of the wire fence
used to inclose poultry yards. Behind
these wire screens the walls had been
covered with rough planking. There
wexe cracks between the boards, ap-
parently left with design, and their
weather-beaten surfaces were dotted
with holes and splintered crevices. Long
tables running the lengths of the room
were covered with small wire frames,
wooden boxes and glass jars.

CURTAINS OF LACEWORK.
All of these wires in the room were

covered over by patterns of lace tracery,
in the geometrical outlines fashioned by
the spider artists, inspired by the mys-
terious instinct which has made them
weave their filmy snares in the same
fashion since the world began. The
sunlight streamed through the open
door and the room seemed hung with
curtains of fine woven lacework. The
king of this fairy palace rapped his
stubby pipe against the door, and the
webs were dotted with black spots as
the spiders scampered from their re-
treats in the wall cracks and a score of
villainous looking pets as big as half-
dollars emerged from their crannies on
the table and clustered against then-
glass roofing.

"They think I feed them now," said
Pierre, "but I ford them for you. They
have brains, these little creatures. Ah,
they are cunning. After you see them
and I tell you of them you will not
oush them more. You will say, 'The
spider can teach me something. I will
Watch him. He is a diplomat, an arch-
itect, a mathematician. His knowl-
edge is worth having.' Ah, there is a
fine fellcw running on your neck. Don't
knock him off. He will not bite you.
They are harmless. He wishes to give
you a bon jour and make your ac-
quaintance.

"You wish to know of the business
first? That is like you people?money
first, then the sentiment. There are
2,000 spiders in this room, all raising
families and minding their own busi-
ness, is not that a teaching of the
world and a lesson already? You see,
in these frames I breed my pets, and
when the infants are big enough to run
about I take them in the next room,
where they can set up for themselves,
as you say. It is from there I sell
meet They are great cannibals, my
pets: they eat their children and the
children eat each other. So I must get
a good price for those that survive
their childhood.

"It is not all kinds of spiders that
make webs. There are those that live
in holes in the ground and make for
themselves trap doors, and some make
Soft nests in Cracks, while others spin
small homes in the grass or in tiie
room corner. No. indeed; I have sought
out kinds that weave themselves fine
large webs of lines and circles. They
only look artistic in the wine cellar or
on the bouteille. They are selected
ones. There are three families; the
names of them are Spira Vulgaris, the
Ziila and the Nephila Plumiples, which
the entomologists will tell you are the
grand web-spinners, the artists of the
spider world.

"But what money is there in it, you
nsk. Men Dieu, money, money?always
money. I, who love my pets, to be al-
ways thinking of what they sell for! I
will tell you now, and then you will
talk no more of money, and I can show
you something. A customer comes to

me. He is a wine merchant from New
York or Philadelphia, or perhaps he
writes. He says that he has just stocked
a cellar with five-year-old port or Bur-
gundy, or something else. The bbttles
have brushed clean in shipping. They
look like new and common. They will
not sell for old wine. He has attached
to them labels of twenty, thirty or forty
years ago, some year of a grand vint-
age. He tells me so many hundred bot-
tles. Iknow how many of my pets will
soon cover his cellar in cobwebs of the
finest old kind. I put them in little small
paper boxes, a pair in a box. I ship
then, in a crate, with many holes for
air. Maybe I send 200, 300 or 400 spi-
ders. For them Iask half a franc each,
Si'» for every hundred. In two months
you would think his cellar was not dis-
turbed for the last forty years. It has
cost him $40, or $50 maybe, but he may
sell the wine for $1,000 ?yes, more than
that?above what it had brought with-
out any pets had dressed the bottles in
robes of long ago.

"The merchant takes the parvenu and
the nouveau riche, who are easy to fool
and play with. He leads them down
into the dark cellar. By the light of
the candle the customer sees the rows
of bottles. Their necks are deep in
dust. It is easy to blow over them dust.
The cobwebs drape them; they stretch
from cork to cork?it Is plain that there
is her*.> a great age. All my cobwebs,
rnon ami. The customer has what you
call the pullingof the leer to him. He is
proud. But it is good for him. Good
wine is only meant for the man who
knows it.

THE WAT IT WORKS.
"Perhaps a man has quickly made

creat wealth and keeps a grand estab-
lishment. He must have a fine wine
cellar. Perhaps he buys himself old
wines, dusty and cobwebby. But the
cobwebs are broken and en deshabill<
when the bottles are moved to his cel-
lar. They have not the tone, the look
of the real old age, of the long years of
gentle rest in the undisturbed dark,
n'estee pas? Then he drives out to see
old Pierre, or writes from New York or
Chicago?l do a grand business in Chi-
cago. Sapristi, I send him my pets.
They work for him. Soon he can take
his rich friends into his cellar, and they
say, 'Mon Dieu, this is superb; it is
magnificent. We give you congratula-
tions, my boy.' This is what money
cannot buy. My pets stop working,
and they do what you call wink the
other eye. They then resume their toil."

"Tell us how you raise them and feed
them, Pierre," asked the visitor insinu-
atingly.

"Corbleau, it is a science, this raising
Of spiders. I have on hand at one
time about 10,000 spiders, old and
young. I brought some eergs from
France, and the choicest webmakers to
be found. Here is the queen of them
ail. Her children ar<> the superb spin-
ners. Many hundreds of my pets are
her descendants. It is the kind bred
by my great uncle in France."

The old man led the way to a glass
dome in the corner, beneath which a
filmyweb of beautiful pattern stretched
across nearly two feet. Pierre touched
one of the meshes and a huge black
spider danced nimbly out from her
downy nest and ran up the vibrating
thread to the old man's finger. He gave
her a fly, and she tripped back within
doors with her booty.

"This is Sara," said Pierre. "She has
the grace, the chic, the slender beauty
of the divine Bernhardt. She is the
pride of all my pets. Ah, here is Zola
looking at you."

A hideous, hairy monster had crawled
up the fine wire, netting that Kept him
within bounds, and stared sardonically
not a foot away from the writer's nose.
A start and an exciamation were nat-
ural, but Pierre looked grieved.

"I do not blame you much," said he.
"Zola is good-natured and would not
hurt you, but he has the horrible look.
He has fits of bad temper sometimes.
Then ventrebleu, look you out. He is
the bird spider of Surinam. His body
is two inches long, and he catches and
eats small finches and sparrows when
in the woods. His bite is bad poison.
I doubt not it will kill you. But I
time him with kindness. Yet he is not
pleasant to think of running around a
room. He might have the bad temper.
He would eat all my pets in one day.
But he is king of al! spiders?!e grand
monarch. Therefore I call him Zola,
the most superb of wi iters.

the mother spider wishes to
lay her eggs she makes a little web in
a broad crack. See, here is one wearing
her nursery. Then she lays fifty eggs,
perhaps, like petite jellydrops. Then
she covers them up in a soft silken
cocoon and leaves them. In two weeks,
longer in winter, they begin to hatch.
It is very difficult. It takes one or two
days. The eggshell or skin cracks off
in rags. Mon dieu, but there is a great
struggle for the infants. Then they
grow, and in a week look like spiders.
They molt often and shed their skins
like a snake. I must separate the brood
at a tender age. It is hard to break up
the family, but, sapristl, they devour
each other until the one is left, like
your droll tale of the cats of Kilkenny."

POLITICS IN WASHINGTON.

THREE CONVENTION'S HOLDING
FORTH AT ELLENSBURG.

Efforts of Democrats, Populists and

Silver Republicans to Bring

About Fusion.

ELLENSBURG (Wash.), Aug. 13.?
The Democratic Convention met to-day
at 9:30 and appointed a committee of
thirty-one members, one from each
ce>unty represented, to confer with the
Populists and free silver Republicans
regarding fusion. The convention then
adjourned until 1 p. m.

The Populists' State Convention was
called to order at 9 a. m. After an
hour's wrangle over the manner of
casting the vote of an absent delegate,
the platform was taken up for discus-
sion. The Populist Conference Commit-
tee of thirty-two, appointed last night,
organized by electing Leigh H. Freeman
of Yakima Chairman.

The silver Republicans met at 10
o'clock and appointed a Conference
Committee of one from each county rep-
resented and adjourned to meet at the
call of the Chairman.

The Conference Committees have been
in session all day. At <> o'clock this
evening but little headway had been
made, though the leaders express them-
selves as believing that a satisfactory
solution would be reached. Reason is
having sway, and but for the Governor-
ship no great length of time would be
required to adopt a plan of action.

There are twelve State offices to be
divided and four Presidential Electors
to be chosen. Owing to the peculiar con-
struction of the State lawr, there can be
but one set of Electors voted for by
fusionists, as no name can appear twice
on an official ballot.

While the conference bodies as a com-
mittee of the whole passed a resolution
strictly forbidding members giving out
news or information relative to their
doings, yet much is known as to what
transpired at to-day's sessions. The
Democrats asked the Governorship, ami
in return were willingto concede to the
Populists half of the electoral ticket,
two Congressmen and five other offices,
leaving about four subordinate offices
to the free silver Republicans. The Pop-

ulists demanded the Gubernatorial
berth, all the electoral ticket and both
Congressmen, and were willingthat the
other two parties should divide the nine
remaining State offices as best suited
themselves. However, this proposition

was coupled with a well-defined intima-
tion that they Would accept the Govern-
orship, half the Electors, one Congress-

man and one or two subordinate offices.
The free silver Republicans modestly
request one Congressman, the Lieuten-
ant-Governor, and the privilege of vot-
ing for any electoral ticket.

In the convention to-day the Popu-
lists adopted a platform asserting alle-
giance to the Omaha and St. Louis plat-
forms, and demanding a liberal exemp-
tion from taxation of personal proper-
ty and improvements in or upon land.
This latter plank caused a spirited de-
bate, many contending that it was too
long a step in the direction of a single

tax.
