ORDINANCE NO. 48.

An Ordinance Regulating the Health
of Domestic Animals and the Sani-
tary Condition of Dairies, Slangh-
ter-Houses, Markets and Other
Places From Which the Food Sup-
ply is Distributed.

The Board of Supervisors of the County |

of Sacramento do ordain as follows:

Section 1. It shall be unlawful for any
person to keep, within the county of Sac-
ramento, any domestic animal known to
be affected with glanders, farcy, anthrax,
tuberculosis, splenic or sple 'u"ﬂ fever, or
any contdgious or infectious incurable
disease.

Section 2. Every person owning, or who
shall have in his possession, any domestic
animal affected, or which he has reason

eases mentioned in Section 1 of this ordi-
nance, shall at once report the same to
the Veterinary Inspector, who shall as
soon as possible proceed to make the
necessary examination or test of said ani-
mal according to the rules laid down by
the United States Bureau of Animal In-
dustry.

Section 3. Every domestic animal within
the county of Sacramentohavingtheglan-
ders, farcy or tuberculosis shall at once
be depm\ul of life by the owner or per-
son having charge thereof upon discovery
or knowledge of its condition.

Section 4. It shall be unlawful for any
person who shall have in his possession
any domestic animal affected with any
contagious or infectious ¢ ase, knowing
such animal to be so aff *d, or having
received notice from the Veterinary In-
spector of the county of Sacramento that
such animal is so affected, to permit such
animal to run at large, or to keep such
animal where other rlomecnt animals not
affected by its contagion or infection:shall
be exposed thereto, or to ship, sell, drive,

ORDINANCE NO4O,

Creating the Office of Veterinary In-
spector and Prescribing His
Duties. A \

The Board of Supervisors of the County
f \arv amento do ordain as follows:

1 1. The office of Veterinary In-
spev!or nf the county of ba(‘mmp"‘to,
State of California, is hereby created.
mediately after this ordinance shall take
effect the Board of Supervisors of the
county of Sacramento shall elect a veteri-
nary surgeon to fill sald office, who shalil
hold office at the pleasure of said board,
and salary of one hundred dollars per
month, and all necessary traveling ex-
penses incurred while engaged in per-
forming the duties of his office, the
amount not to exceed the sum of twenty-
five dollars per month. No person shall
be eligible to this office who shall not be
a duly qualified veterinary surgeon hold-
ing a certificate from the State Veteri-
nary Medical Board, which certificate
shall have been recorded in the office of
thé County Clerk of the county of Sacra-
mento, and who shall not have been a
resident of the county of Sacramento for
a period of one year next preceding his
election, and who shall not he an elector
of the State of California.

Section 2. It shall be the duty ot said
Veterinary Inspector to visit all Aairies,
slaughter hou markets and other
placés from which milk, meat. poultry,
fish or game are sold or supplied for
human food, and inspect the sanitary con-
dition of all places frora which saild arti-

cles of food are distribu He shall
inspect all living animals intended to be
sglaughtered, and all meat, poultry, fish
or game offe or intended to be offered
for sale for human food, and shall at
all times, for the purpose of inspection,
have free access to all dairtes, or other

places where any domestic animals are
kept; also, all slaughter-nouses, markets
and other places from which meat, poul-
try, fish or game are sold. or offered to
bo sold, or distributex rer human rood,
and any refusal to permit such entry and
access or any resistance thereof snall be
deemed a misdemeanor.

Section 3. it shali as soon as possible
upon reecipt of sufficient information that
any domestic animal within the county
of Sacramento is affected with any infec
tious or contagious disease examine said
animal, and If deemed necessary by said
Inspector make the necessary examina-
tion or test according to the rules laid
down by the United States Bureau of
Animal Industry from which he shall ob-
tain his diagnostic agents, and if said ani-
mal be found to bs affected with any con-
tagious or mfoctious incurable Adisease
said Veterinary Inspector shall at once
notify the owner or person in whose pos-
session said animal shall be, that said
animal is so affected and request him to
deprive said animal of life.

Section 4. Upon the discovery of any
animal affected with any contagious or
infectious diseases he shall prescribe and

apply such rules and regulations as in his
mdgment the case may require for the
effectual suppression and eradication of
the disease.

Section 0. Sald Veterinary Inspector
ghall keep a record of all examinations
and tests made by him and flle a monthly
report thereof with the Board of Super-

| visors.

Section 6. The Boardof Supervisorsshall
employ such assistants and furnish such
supplies and material as may be neces-
sary in carrying into effect the provisions
of this ordinance.

Section 7. All ordinances and parts of
ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby
repealed,

Section 8. This ordinance shall take ef-
fect and be in force from and after its
