City Trustees Refuse to Repeal the Li-
cense Ordinance.

The City Board of Trustees met at
their rooms last night, Chairman
Leonard presiding. There were pres-
ent Wachhorst, Kent, Davis, McKay,
Tozer and Pennish.

Bills for sprinkling the streets under
contract were presented and approved,
excepting those of James Holland. On
motion of Trustee Pennish, Holland’s
bills were laid over for one week.

Mr. Pennish stated that the residents
in the vicinity of Thirty-first and M
streets were complaining that Mr. Hol-
land was not sprinkling the streets in
accordance with his contract.

The matter was referred to the Com-
mittee on Streets for investigation.

Trustee Devine, Chairman of the
Committee on Streets, was given fur-
ther time to report.

On motion of Trustee Kent, it was or-
dered that fire plugs be placed on the
water main at Twnety-third and Twen-
ty-fifth streets, between V and W.

SEWER WORK.

Trustee McKay, Chairman of the
Committee on Sewers, reported that
there was expended for sewers this year
$214 83 per month, as against $255 60
per month last year. The sewer fund
is depleted, Mr. McKay said, and he
recommended that $500 or $1,000 be
transferred from the general fund. A
motion to transfer $1,000 from the gen-
eral fund was lost.

BAD SPRINKLING.

Chairman Leonard called attention to
the fact that the bitumen pavement on
N and F enth streets was not being
swept, and W. A. Glover was authorized
to sweep the streets at the same rate
as contracted for on J and K, $6 50 per
month for each block.

dinance. He characterized the persons
who secured the ordinance as politicians
who were working a job for the photo-
graphers. He thought the ordinance
was working a great hardship on de-
serving citizens. It practically de-
stroyed an industry or art which was
not represented by citizens of Sacra-
mento under the ordinance.

Trustee Davis said he had voted
against the ordinance, and he would
vote to repeal it. He was opposed to
monopoly. He, believed in free compe-
tition in America. If anyone wanted
to peddle the same goods as he carried
he would not object.

Mr. Soule, continuing, said the ordi-
nance did not regulate the business or
occupation of canvassers, but absolutely
prohibited it. The board could regulate,
but they could not prohibit. He read an
ordinance adopted by the city of Stock-
ton regulating canvassing.

Trustee Devine thought the board had
made a mistake in passing the ordi-
nance. This was an ordinance by which
photographers were to pay a license, but
they avoided it by claiming that their
work was art, and therefore under the
protection of the Constitution.

The motion to repeal the ordinance
was lost.

On motion of Trustee Tozer the draft
of the ordinance presented by Mr.
Soule was accepted and taken under
consideration as a substitute to the pres-
ent ordinance. It was referred to the
Corporation Counsel for an opinion.

HOOK'S SALOON LICENSE.

A lively wrangle was engaged in over
the application of W. J. Hook to estab-
lish a saloon at 810 K street. The
protesting citizens were represented by
Attorney Seymour, and Mr. Hook by
Attorney William J. Kerney of San
Francisco. Each claimed a majority
cf the property holders in his favor.

F. W. Day engineered the cause of
tne protesting petitioners, and occasion-
ally aided his counsellor by dropping
a hot shot into the enemy’s camp.

Attorneys Seymour and Kerney fi-
nally agreed on a basis for a count,
the result of which' was twenty-one
names for the license and twenty-four
against it.

Mr. Kerney then insisted that Mr.
Seymour had stuffed the ballot by in-
dividualizing firms, and, he submitted
the point that a firin should only have
one vote, no matter of how many per-
sons composed.

Mr. Day being asked what his objec-
tions were to establishing the saloon,
sald the close proximity of the proposed
saloon to hls place of business would
materially injure him.

On motion of Trustee McKay the
matter was referred to the City License
Collector, with instructions to refuse
the license if he found a majority of
the property holders agalinst it, and if
not to grant the same.

City Collector Robertson refused to
act under these instructions, stating
that he was not a Judge, and that it
was the board’s dutly to authorize him
to either issue or refuse the license.

There the matter was allowed to rest.

MORE LICENSES.

A license was granted to Charles
Yates to maintain a saloon on L street,
between Third and Fourth.

The petition of D. Gustin for a li-
cense to establish a saloon at 2031 O
street was referred to Chief of Police
Drew for recommendation.

The petition of C. D. Porter to license
and establish a saloon at 1224 Third
street was referred to the Chief of Po-
lice for recommendation.

A resolution was passed granting a
saloon license to Arthur Miller at 130
J street.

BOILERS READY.

A communication was received from
the Risdon Iron and Locomotive Works
announcing that the three Heine boil-
ers ordered by the city were ready for
delivery.

On motion of Trustee Devine the
Mayor was authorized to employ an
expert to examine the bollers at an ex-
pense of not to exceed $30.

MISCELLANEOUS.
On motlon of Trustee Tozer the price
of $15 per day and $10 per half day was
fixed as a rental for the steam road
roller.
STREET WASHING.

A communication was received and
filed from W. A. Glover, suggesting
the advisability of thoroughly washing
the bitumen pavements.

A resolution was passed changing the
pavement of Ninth street, between J
and K, from bitumen to asphaltum,

A petition asking for the rescinding
of a resolution for the pavement of J
street, between Front and Second, was
referred to the City Engineer.

A protest numerously signed against
the change of the garbage dump was
received, but not acted on.

On motion of Trustee Devine the
City Clerk was authorized to order
three new street brooms.

A resolution was passed declaring
that the plan of the outfall drainage
system was carried at the Ilate city
election.

The City Clerk was instructed to ad-
vertise for bids for the construction of
a pumping plant to handle the city
sewerage, in pursuance of the plan
of sewerage adopted by the city.

FRUIT SHIPMENTS.

Sixty-Three Carloads Forwarded for
the East Yesterday.

The California Fruit Growers’ and
Shippers’ Association yesterday sent
cut 63 cars of fruit to Eastern points,
as against 40 cars on the same date
last season.

There were 2214 cars of peaches, 614
of plums and 3% of pears. Of this
amount Chicago wllil receive 1314 cars,
New, York 5%, Boston 14, New Orleans
1, Denver 114, Omaha %, St. Louis 1,
Montreal 14, St. Paul 14, Minneapolis
14 and other points €.

There was a light shipment of 13
cars on Sunday. On the corresponding
date last season 38 cars were sent out.

To-night the California Fruit Trans-
portation Company will dispatch an-
other five carload train of choice fruit
for London.

The Capital City Wheel Drill Corps
held its first drill under the new organ-
ization on Seventeenth street, from I
to E, last evening, under Captain F. M.

At
an “attention” the proposed code of
laws was read to the corps and an ad-
Journment had until Friday evening
at 7:30 at the clubrooms to consider the
same, perfect the organization and fix
upon drill dates and select the minor
officers.

The Capital City Wheelmen met at
the clubrooms last night, President En-
nis presiding. The attendance was
very large and crowded the small as-
sembly room uncomfortably.

All the matters supposed to be creat-
ing friction were amicably considered
and disposed of, and the ‘“clear up”
showed that there is really no division,
and that what gave rise to the supposed
dissatisfaction is the desire to have
larger and better appointed club quar-
ters.

The meeting unanimously agreed
with that idea, and C. C. Wright, F. T.
Dwyer and C. M. Goethe, with the
President, were named a committee to
secure better quarters for the club, with
rower to act.

1t is altogether likely that the com-
mittee will resolve upon securing the
erection of such building as is
wanted, with an assembly room, a par-
lor, a Kkitchen, tub and shower bath,
training room and wheel gallery.

The Wheelway Committee, by Chair-
man Frank Miller, mmade a report that
they have expended over $1,000 for the
paths, and that it desired to now call
in the club subscription of half dues for
May and June.

The club ordered the payment made
according to the countract. This will
close the work of the committee for the
season.

The Relay Fourth of July Race Com-
mittee, by F. T. Dwyer, Chairman, re-
perted in detail all the income as
$571 40, and all expenses as $253 15,
leaving a balance of $318 25. This is
to be divided between the local club
and the Terminal City Wheelmen of
Stockton, less half from each for the
trophy, and less the expenses of the
Terminals to come to Sacramento. The
result will be, when the division is
made, that each club will net about
$95.

The motion to withhold $20 allowed
for trainer for racing members to enter

¢©th, at Stockton, was withdrawn after
a voluminous correspondence was
read between the Secretary and the
Racing Board of the L. A. W., and
members of the Stockton clubs.

A committee was ordered to act with
the Chamber of Commerce and the Na-
tive Sons at 4 p. m. to-day to petition
business houses to close all day on
Admission Day.

Messrs. Upson and Pope were named
a committee to consider if it is allowa-
ble to give mileage to members who
wish to enter in the races at San Fran-
cisco next Saturday under the Associ-
ated Cycling Clubs.

It was announced that for the best
time made at the relay race July 4th
the gold medal goes to Leslic Young.
The handicap announcements for the
road race of the 23d were ordered to be
made next Friday evening at the club-
rooms.

The subject of a ladies’ annex has
again been raised, and with the pros-
pect of new and fitting clubrooms it is
probable that the annex will now be
formed.
