Eds. “Record-Union”: A clipping has
just been received by me that had been
published in, I think, a San Francisco
Paper, stating that an advertising car
of California products as an exhibit
that was sent East by real estate own-
ers and the Roseville Board of Trade
and others in charge of H. M. Swasey,
& member and their representative, had
landed In South Bend, Ind., in the
hands of a receiver, having been at-
tached by one George F. Flood for back
pay. I wish to say that such a report,
if true, has no bearing on our case
whatever. There is no back pay due
from the people or the Roseville Board
of Jd'rade, neither has our car been
stopped nor samples been attached.
Quite the reverse; we are all on the
move, and likely to be, if we don’t get
a hot box. I am happy to say that the
land-owners, Roseville Board of Trade
and all others who were the cause of
this move being taken in the interest of
Placer and Sacramento Counties are
not located im this kind of country,
neither are they the class of people that
would stand back and see their repre-
sentative or their exhibit short of any
necessary means to develop their en-
terprise or push their resources and
many advantages to the front and be-
fore the Eastern people; and I am glad

to say that our samples of products are !

on exhibit in this city, and have been |
for several days, with, I believe the |
same results as they have been in all |

other places that I have visited and |
made a display of them, to our entire !

satisfaction and that of thousands of
others who have seen them on my trip
through Pennsylvania, Ohio and a por-
tion of this State. It is surprising how
little most of the people know in the
country that I havevisitedregarding the
resources of Central and Northern Cal-
ifornia. When shown our samples of
oranges and almonds that grew in
Placer and Sacramento Counties, many
thought it impossible to grow such
fruits so far north in our State, and
when told that they grew to perfection
100 miles further north it was impossi-
ble to make many of them believe it
from any evidence that I had with me.
There are about 3,000 people working
in this place in the canneries and ma-
chine shops, and hundreds of them are
rushing to get homes in the country.
They are from many of the different
States coming here to work. Many of
them have some ready means and prop-
erty elsewhere, but wish to make a
change. I find quite a number here who
wererobbed inacolonyscheme inShasta
County, and at first I had discourag-
ing work with them, but when I thor-
oughly convinced them that they could
buy good land in our two counties, more
or less improved and in cultivation near
towns and railroads, at from $25 to $60
per acre from the actual owners, and in
any desired tracts, it very soon attract-
«d their attention, and now several are
intending to visit our section this fall
or winter with a view of settling among
us. This country is being worked up
by agents and land boomers from Flor-
ida, Alabama and Georgia. Los An-
geles, Placer and Sacramento Counties
are in the ring for California. I have
no fears regarding the good results of
this work for our county, and many of
the Eastern people, judging from the
interest they have taken and their as-
surance of visiting our county in the
near future, and the many letters of
inquiry being sent to our Board of
Trade regarding homes in that section
from my past line of travel. I am con-
vinced and pleased with the work done.
I have had maps and printed matter
sent me from time to time by the San
Francisco State Board of Trade that
have been of much service to me and
interesting to very many people. 1
have established an office in Chicago
and will move to that place in a few
days and work in the interest for
which I was sent for some two weeks
or perhaps longer, as the case may be.
I am not prepared to say at this writ-
ng Jjust where I shall move to from
there. Hoping you will give this space
in your valuable paper, and with my
best wishes to you and our home peo-
ple, I remain, H. M. SWASEY.

SENATOR ALLISON'S VIEWS.

HARD WORK AHEAD, BUT McKIN-
LEY WILL CARRY I0WA.

Senator Burrows Predicts That Mich-
igan Will Give 'cKinley and Pin-
gree 50,000 Majority.

CHICAGO, Aug. 17.—Senator Allison
came to Republican national headquar-
ters to-day from the seashore prepared
to take an active part in the campaign
in his home State and elsewhere. Sena-
tor Burrows arrived from his Michigan
home on a similar mission, having been
assigned to speak at the opening of the
Illinois campaign at Jacksonville this
week. He has already made one speech
and after this week the Senator will de-
vote two weeks to addressing the voters
ol his State. The regular opening of
the Michigan campaign by the State
Committee will be about September
10th.

Senator Allison said he would not do
much campaign work outside of Iowa,
and added: “I shall be very much sur-
prised if we fail to carry Iowa. The
general situation is favorable, but there
is hard work ahead to make sure of
victory. I do not anticipate much diffi-
culty on account of fusion in Iowa.
Fusion between Democrats and Popu-
lists is ne novelty with us, but their
united strength has not been enough to
wrest the State from the Republicans.
There have been some Republicans led
astray by the free silver prophets, but
there are also many Iowa Democrats
who will vote for McKinley against the
fusion ticket. Hard work will convert
these Republican backsliders, and I am
going to help to do it.”

Senator Burrows said the free silver
strength in Michigan was concentrated
in the places where greenbackism reign-
ed, and he had much difficutly in getting

ans that free silver was gaining ground
in any locality. He was always referred
to some other place, and that other place
denied the allegation. He predicted
£0,000 for MoKinley and Pingree.

Congressman Hepburn of Iowa came
in to tell the committeemen that their
lierature and speakers were driving the
silver sentiment among Republicans to
small proportions.

HANNA IS CONFIDENT.

HE SAYS THE CANPAIGN OF ED-
UCATION BEGINS TO TELL.

It is Settled That McKinley Will Not
Take the Stump or Address the
d. A. R. at Milwaukee.

CLEVELAND, Aug. 17.—Major Mec-
Kinley and M. A. Hanna were in con-
ference at Mr. Hanna's home all day
Sunday. Said Mr. Hanna this morning:
“The outlook throughout the Western
States is more promising than two
weeks ago, and I construe it as an evi-
dence that the campaign of education
is beginning to tell. We have the Chi-
cago headquarters thoroughly organ-
ized and up to Saturday night had scat-
tered 15,500,000 campaign documents in
every section of the country. This is a
mere handful compared to what will be
sent out. There is a healthy and grow-
ing demand for Republican literature,
which in my mind demonstrates that
the people want reliable information and
are coming to Chicago headquarters to
get it. Within a week or ten days we
will begin to shoot off our oratorical ar-
tillery. It will come in good season, as
the people will have then had time to
digest some of the campaign literature.

“It has been given out that McKinley
will not take the stump and nothing
has occurred to cause him to deviate
from the original decision. To settle
the matter once and for all, McKinley
will not take the stump. Neither will
he address the G. A. R. gathering at
Milwaukee.

‘“At present I cannot justly size up the
Eastern situation. I will be on the
ground Tuesday. All that I will say of
Mr. Bryan's speech is that it was a
skimmer.

“The last member of the Executive
Committee has not yet been appointed
and the matter is still in abeyance.

“It is all twaddle about me going to
Newport for the summer. I want the
United-Associated Presses to state em-
phatically that I am not going to New-
port. It will take all of my time to look
after the campaign. I do not see why
the public should be interested in the
doings of my family.”
