Plant to Include three boilers and two
centrifugal pumps, each with a capacity
of 10,000 gallons per minute, and each
pump to be operated by a compound en-
gine, making tho pumping ariangement
in duplicate with a common shaft for
pumps and engines. Provision to be made
also for the placing in position of present
drainage pump of 6,000 gallons per minute,
to be operated by electric power. To in-
clude suction and discharge pipes of boiler
steel, properly caulked and dippped in as-
phaltum, also gates and valves. To in-
clude a sump 20 feet by 20 feet by IS feet,
with concrete bottom and brick walls laid
in cement mortar.

The maximum lift for the
pumps to be about 28 feet, and the loca-
cation of the plant to be west of Front
street, on the line of S street, about 100
feet from the river levee. The discharge
pipes to be laid through the levee near
the top thereof, and descend Into the river
to a point below low-water mark. The si-
phon principle to be availed of for all
lifts above surface water in river. Each
bidder shall furnish detail plans and
specifications for the pumping plant com-
plete, including sump, and shall state a
lump sum for performing the entire work.
Each bid must be accompanied by a cer-
tified check made payable to the order of
the City Clerk for an amount not less
than 10 per cent, of the aggregate of the
bid.
