WHEAT CONTINUES FIRH AT SAN
FRANCISCO.

Plenty of Barley Offering and Few

Buyers, With Prices

Rather Weak.

San Francisco, Sept. 15th.
Although the Chicago market is easier

the local Wheat market is not affected;
previous prices for Spot Wheat rule and
Shipping continues active. Plenty of Bar-
ley offering and few buyers, with prices
rather weak. Light trading in Oats; not
many offering and receipts are moderate.

Apples are quite weak, the supply being

abundant and mostly of ordinary grades.
Plums and Prunes are scarce and some-
what advanced in price. Pears are doing
better; fancy wrapped bring more than
the top quotation. The Peaches offering
are mostly of the medium quality of
Freestones; fancy Clings are scarce. Wine
Grapes are not much in demand as yet;
receipts are light and reports are that the
crop will be smaller than usual. New crop
Eastern Cranberries have been received
and offer at $10 per barrel.

Butter is weak, with stocks of Creamery

more than ample for the demand; fancy
Rolls are scarce. The upward movement
ln Eggs continues and prices are advanced
and quite steady.
