Some large Strawberries brought
more than the outside quotation. Fancy
Plums and Prunes are quite scarce; a hard,
?lrm Prune would bring considerably more
than the quoted price, but there are none
here. Growers would probably do better
with some of their Black Grapes If they
would ship them in large boxes for wine
purposes Instead of small boxes for table
use; when freight, drayage and the fact
that some small boxes bring but 25c is con-
sidered, there is not much prolit made.
Watermelons did well for a couple, of days
during the warm spell, but sales have
again Decome light.

The Butter market ls in good shape and
prices are well sustained. New Cheese i3
moving off fairly well at unchanged prices;
old ls rather quiet. Eggs are slow of sale,
but prices show no signs of weakening at

the moment.
