
A JOURNALISTIC DRAB.

The San Francisco '"Examiner,"
"Which is away from home when it is out

of the gutter, has for a long time been
engaged in the most scurrilous and li-

belous assaults upon Congressman

Grove L. Johnson of this city by em-
ployment of the weaponry' of carica-
ture. This drab of San Francisco jour-

nalism, lost to decency, resorts to the
vulgar and witless cartoon in a vain
endeavor to bring Mr. Johnson into rid-
icule by the meanest of the weapons
of offense.

While this method of assault can only
result in good to Mr. Johnson, since de-
cent men resent all such means, even
wjien employed against those from
whom they politically differ, the ob-
pt ene, vulgar and scurrilous attacks of
the "Examiner" constitute an insult
to the whole people of Sacramento,
among whom Mr. Johnson has so many
years resided, and where he commands
tho respect and esteem of his fellow-cit-
izens.

Sacramento had never been honored
in all State history until the selection of
Mr. Johnson for Congress, by one of her
people being chosen to represent the
Second District, though she is and al-

ways has been the most considerable
community in the district. Sacramento

has again preferred Mr. Johnson, and
frankly asked of the people of the dis-
trict support of his candidacy, because
he has proved to be in all respects a
true representative, and because his j
ability has already given him national
prominence in affairs of the Republic,

and thus brought the whole district into
new Importance.

The assault, therefore, upon her dis- (
tlnguished and faithful citizen becomes i
an attack upon our people, its gross-

ness and vulgarity offending all de- |
cemey, manliness and respectability.
These cartoons, in which the lewdness of

the "Examiner" delights, since they!
gratify its gross tastes, are brutal and

obscene ?more than that, they are cow-
ardly. The honest and conscientious
opponent does not fear an open field
and a fair fight, but even the most cour-
ageous and self-sacrificing abhors the
contamination that results from contact
wllh, such antagonists.

The cartoons which delight the small
soul of the "Examiner" embrace in their
malicious and libelous character an-
other gentleman who was an old-time
citizen of Sacramento, and who is re-

lated to the most important era of pro-

gressive and industrial California Mr.
C. P. Huntington. The enviable record
of C. P. Huntington's service in the
building and development of this State
will live in history ages after memory
of the ulcerous caluminator that rails
at him in caricature has been swallowed
by oblivion. These filthy scandal-
ous characterizations of Mr. Hunting-
ton in cai icature utterly fail of intended
effect, since they not only disgust men
v, hose esteem is worth having, but their
mendacity is so patent that they defeat
any ends their authors may have in
view . Th< y ran bring neither Mr.
Huntington nor Mr. Johnson into dis-
repute, or rob them of an iota of the re-

gard of their fellow-citizens.
Those who know anything whatever

of public thought and expression are

well aware that these gross and obscene
caricatures serve only to excite con-

tempt for the agency that employs
them, and to quicken regard for those
against whom they are aimed. Mr.

Johnson gains votes by the "Examin-

er's" methods. Whenever that news-

paper strumpet, which is making a

swift descent from confessed venality

to obscurity, lampoons Mr. Johnson, it

makes votes for him among decent and
self-respecting people. He might well
wish, therefore, that the sheet that

fouls trie office of journalism should
continue in its role.

Nevertheless manly men will com-
mend Mr. Johnson forscoring the harri-
dan as it deserves. There are no words
that his eloquence may command in
castigating the "Examiner" that it does
rot fully merit, and that are not fitly

applied. We notice that he has seen
fit to trounce the trollop, and to do so
iv terms unmeasured and unmistaka-
ble, and the gospel of fairplay justifies
him. He is justified, also, by the claims
this people have upon him, since, as we
have said, these methods of scurrilous
assault are insults to the people of Sac-
ramento, and it is his duty, as we are

sure it his pleasure, to defend them.
Except that cleanly journalism can-

not escape some smirch from the pres-
ence of such as the "Examiner" in the
profession, all self-respecting newspa-
pers might wish the venal sheet to
continue in its course against Mr.
Huntington, Mr. Johnson and all others
it chooses to void its filthiness upon,

since every attempt It makes to bring

men into contempt by ridicule serves
only to exalt them in public esteem.

CANDIDATE HILBORN AND THE
RAILROAD.

We regret to note that the friends of
S. G. Hilborn think they are promoting
his election by holding him up as the
great original anti-railroad Congress-

man. It is declared by some of them
that Mr. Hilborn is being opposed by

the Southern Pacific Company. The
evidence of this is wanting. If the

Southern Feci tic Company is opposing
Mr. Hilborn, the evidence should be
clearly presented to the voters of the
Third District. In the absence of that

evidence the assertion of the fact is
mere demagogism. It may be safely

assumed that whoever seeks a Congres-

sional position upon the sole ground of

his opposition to the transportation in-
terests of the State of California is

unfit to be a Congressman. As this
matter is of some importance to the
party, and as Mr. Hilborn owes.it to

himself and his constituency to declare
his position upon this question, we

make bold to say that If Mr. Samuel G.
Hilborn is running upon the sole issue
cf hostility to the transportation instru-
mentalities which serve the industries
Of this State, he Is a demagogue, and
his statesmanship consists otyeliy in

an able liftingof his eyebrows in order
to produce the outward appearance of
great wisdom.

A MIDDLE GROUND.

The Bryanites insist with dogged per-

tinacity that there is no middle ground

in the silver question; that we must
have free coinage to individual account
cr nothing; that international agree-

ment lies too far in the future, and that
coinage to governmental account which

clips the profit of the owners of silver
bullion is unthinkable.

But there are middle grounds, and one
which this journal has advanced is in

the direction of practicability, namely,
to send all out surplus sliver held by

the Government to coinage at once; to
make all our silver coinage legal tender
for $50; to order that there be no coin-
age of gold or issue of paper based on
gold in denominations less than $20;

to order that for convenience a $20 sil-
ver note issue. By this means we will
augment the volume of our sllvermoney

to our full need and make it the money

for domestic use; drive no gold out of
the country, but have it in plenty for
foreign purchases and exchanges; affect
no contracts, threaten no line of trade,
create no stress in the Treasury, not
disturb business nor shake confidence.
It will, in fact, settle the silver ques-
tion. There is nothing in the Republi-

can platform to prevent or antagonize

carrying out such plan. There is noth-
Ing in reason that can be advanced
against it that has a stable foundation.

AN APPEAL TO SILVER MINE
OWNERS.

Thomas G. Merrill is a member of the i
C >mmittee on Address of the Finance!
Committee of the Silver Trust, says the I
San Francisco "Bulletin," which pub-
lishes v letter dated Salt Lake City, Sep- j
tember 21st, that has been sent out by
him in the interest of Mr. Bryan.

This letter is addressed to the owners
at such Silver mines as the Ontario, Sil-
ver King, Daly West, Mammoth, Cen-
tennial, Eureka, Bullion Beck, Eureka
Bill and Others. It is set forth that

It in
co many words declares that under the
Bryan scheme every silver mine owner

will make a clean profit of 04 per cent,

an ounce, for, says Mr. Merrill, if he is

defeated silver will be put down so that

at the best it will not bring more than
40 cents. The "Bulletin" figures out
that this profit of 04 cents, to which Mr.
Merrill confesses, on the basis of the
present production Will equal $35,000,-

--000. From such a vast sum surely the
mine owners can contribute so small a

part as one month's profit. In order to

add to the possibility of scooping in the
whole business under Bryan.

After this it will hardly lie in the
mouths of the silver radicals to deny

that under free coinage to individual ac-
count every dealer in silver bullion will
reap a profit at the expense of the peo-

ple amounting to 04 per cent.

HIS UNHAPPY POSITION.

Mr. Sewall, one of Mr. Bryan's run-
ning mates, was President of the Amer-
ican Merchant Marine Association. A
Mr. Smith was, and is its Secretary.
The two. with the Executive Commit-
tee, by direction of the association, la-
bored to secure from political conven-

tions of all shades approval of the prop-
osition of the association to protect and
foster American shipping interests by
a discriminating duty upon dutiable
imports carried on American bottoms,
less than the duty charged upon im-
ports carried upon foreign ship bot-
toms.

The National Republican Convention j
adopted it, but the National Demo- j
cratic not only refused, but denounced I
protection. The association, therefore,
in perfect harmony with its original

purpose, began to urge the support of
the Republican ticket. In the mean-
while Mr. Sewall was nominated.

Thereupon the Democrats gave him no-
tice that his relations as Vice-Presi-
dential nominee and President of the
association were antagonistic. After
two months' delay Mr. Sewall resigned

the Presidency of the association, giv-
ing as a reason that the organization

was promoting the election of McKin-
ley, and thus taking a hand in politics,
which w*as foreign to its purpose. He

reflected especially upon Secretary

Smith. Mr. Smith retorts that, on the
contrary, his work is directly in line
with the purposes of the association,
while that it is not doing more now in
that direction than it did when Mr. Se-
wall was President.

But if Mr. Sewall as President of the
association was right in urging the pro-

tective policy for American shipping,
what is he, as Vice-Presidential nom-
inee, when he opposes the very policy
he has for years so strenuously and
ably supported? It looks very much as
if Mr. Sewall has been performing the
two-horse act, with the horses going In
opposite directions.

By his personal and official labors
Mr. Sewall secured the adoption in the
States of Massachusetts, Oregon and
New Jersey of the association's protec-

tive policy from the Republican con-
ventions of those States. By his own

and the efforts of his association cabi-
net he secured the adoption of the pol-
icy by the National Republican Conven-
tion. Then he turned about and took a
nomination from the National Demo-
cratic Convention, pledging himself
to a platform that denounces all
protection except so far as a
tariff for revenue only may oper-

ate to protect. Yet Mr. Sewall and his
association colleagues labored with suc-

cess to secure the introduction of a bill
in Congress by Mr. Payne in the House,

and Mr. Elkins In the Senate, providing

for the taxation of imports In Ameri-

can ships 10 per cent, less than imports

In foreign ships. Yes, it is certainly true

that Mr. Sewall Is facing south by

north.

Butterworth is using a homely and
very effective illustration In his
speeches that deserves much repetition.

While the copper ore product

is marketed and the coal sold, and the

iron sent to meet demand, and the lead

trafficked for the current price, the sil-

ver miner refuses to dispose of his bul-

lion through the usual channels, but

demands that by Act of Congress

there shall be done that which will

fix a price for his goods no matter what

the market quotation. He does not wish

to s, 11 to the Government, but insists

that the Government shall stamp his

idle with legal tender quality at a ratio

to s>'ld not recognized in the market,

in order to enable the silver to be dis-

posed of at a price it would not other-

wise bring. Now. why not apply the

same rule to coal, iron, lead and cop-

per? Why not permit the owner of

these commodities to affix a Govern-

ment stamp that will determine a price

for the goods, affording a larger margin

ol profit than that which the market

will giant?

Capital will
Come out of its hiding places; the banks,
Which all over the country have been
calling in every dollar possible, and
making no loans no matter what the in-
ducement, will once more resume their
legitimate business; the merchant who
has been hard pressed for money, al-
though well supplied with goods and
ordinarily possessed of first-rate credit,
will find sudden relief from the terrible
strain of months past?in a word the in- i
cubus of doubt and uncertainty that has
rested upon the business world will be
suddenly lifted.

VOTE AS THEY WISH.
Red Bluff Sentinel: The attitude of

the thousands of railroad men all over
the country who are allying themselves
on the side of sound money and good
government, is a thorn in the side of|
the friends of Bryan and Sewall.

THE UNITED STATES SENATOR-

SHIP.
San Bernardino Times-Index: Of

equal "importance with the National
campaign in this State is the question of
the election of a United States Senator.
In order to make the results of the elec-
tion effective in the event of McKinley's

election?which is now a foregone con-
clusion ?it is essential that he should be
supported by a Congress strongly Re-
publican in both houses. If the Repub-
lican party in California is sucessful
against the fusion movement it will be
because the people recognize the im-
portance of protection to the industries

of the coast, and to secure that we
must have a Republican House and

Senate.
No Republican voter should lose sight

of this fact In determining his action on
the legislative ticket. The Assembly-
men and State Senators voted for and
elected wijlat the coming election vote
for a successor to Senator Perkins, and
the State Senators will also vote for a
successor to Senator White, thus mak-
ing their selection doubly Important.

The Senatorial situation as it now ap-
pears is a contest between Senator Per-
kins and T. V. Cator.

cessor in the position he has so ably
filled for nearly four years. Mr. Cator
was named as a Senatorial candidate
by the Populist State Convention: he
was largely Instrumental in the fusion
movement "in this State, and in the legis-
lative combine was given the decided
advantage that will insure him an easy
majority in a fusion legislative caucus
and his selection In the event of Demo-
Popullst success. It Is also generally

understood and not denied that Sena-
tor White is in the combine with Mr.
Cator?the consideration being that the
fusion shall support Mr. White for re-
election two years hence.

THE COERCION FAKE.
Fresno Republican: The Bryan party

is working the coercion fake for all and
more than it is worth. Having driven
tens of thousands of men out of its
party who have acquired property and
tens of thousands more who hope to
acquire something in the future, the
managers of the Bryan campaign are

now trying to create a widespread pub-
lic prejudice and array the workmen of
the country against employers by in-
dustriously circulating the statement

that a general system of bulldozing
and intimidation of employes Is in prog-
ress, whereby the followers of Bryan,

free coinage and free trade are coerced
into supporting the Republican ticket.
Upon its face the charge is an impeach-
ment of the intelligence and decency of

the mass of American employers and of
the manhood and honest citlsenshlp of
the workmen. It Is a base slander of

both these elements of American citi-
zenship. There has probably never

been a campaign in this country when
there has not been an occasional case
where an employer has attempted to

inlluence his employes by means which
all good citizens despise and repudiate,
and there has probably never been a
case of the kind in which such attempt

has not reacted disastrously upon the
scoundrel who made it and the party in

whose behalf It was made. But such
action has never been common, nor has
it become so in this campaign. It can-
not become so while there is such a
large proportion of honorable men
among employers and manly, honest
citizens among workmen. The former
will not stoop to such Infamy; the lat-
ter would not submit to such treatment.

As a matter of course, men who lose
their positions during the campaign,
for incompetency or other cause, often
find an excuse in the political prejudice

of their employers, and the legitimate
and proper efforts of employers to In-

fluence votes for the party which they

think will advance prosperity are fre-
quently tortured into an attempt to co-

erce their employes; but it Is a signifi-
cant fact that every one of the instances
cited by the Bryan campaigners, with
the single exception of one miscreant at

St. Louis, have been proven without
foundation.

THE NEXT CONGRESS.
Los Angeles Express: Now that the

election of McKinley Is assured, the
next important question to be deter-

mined by the American people is the !
selection of a Congress that will carry
cut the principles embodied in the Re-
publican national platform. All legis-

lation originates in Congress, and while
Mi. McKinley when President may rec-
ommend the adoption of measures that
will be salutary to the country, it re-
mains for Congress to exemplify Usees
suggestions into laws which the Presi-
dent may enforce.

It would be only uncertain
victory, if after all their earnestness
and definiteness of purpose and grand
revolt against dangerous partisanship,

the people should fail to elect, with the
President and Vice-President, a Con- j
gress to sustain them. The irresistible
groundswell that resulted in the tre-
mendous majorities of 1894 is an in-
dication that the people will not fail
to be responsive to the same causes
tht brought about the political cata-
clyssn, and elect Representatives
friendly to the protection of industries i
and the maintenane of a sound and i
unimpeachable currency. * * * While
the indication for the House of Rep-

resentatives being in harmony with the
President is more encouraging, the
prospects for the Senate are not at all

idiscouraging. California will select a
Stnator at the next session of the Leg-

islature, and from the present aspect
of things the next Legislature will be
on joint ballot Republican, and the

'much wished for consummation of the
rending of a Republican United States j
Senator will be readied. Every effort
and energy should be put forth in the
jelection of Assemblymen and State
Senators on the Republican ticket, so
that there will be no perad venture as
to the success of a Republican Sena-
tor.

THE HOUR IS NEARING.

from next Tuesday is the appointed day

when this most painful of all political
stiuggles w ill be ended. To our notion,
it can end in but one way?in the tri-
umph of patriotism over sectional big-
otry and intolerance. The Republican
party has a candidate who is pre-em-
inently a nationalman, one whose states-
manship knows no North, no South, no
East, and no West, but who is for his
country and her progress first, last and
forever.
