speak of is offering. Darley is strong at
a further advance for both feed and brew-
ing; holders are firm in their demands, and

| ers seem to have no choice in the matter.
{ The scarcity in Oats continues and a gen-
eral advance has been madain prices; quo-
tations for Grays are nominal, as there are
none here. Yellow Corn is higher, but
White remains as before. Rye is very firm
at a further advance; very little offering.
