There are
two men before the people asking Sac-
ramentans to vote for them for Con-
gress., One is pledged to oppose any
proposition looking to a settiement of
the railroad debt except seizure by the
Government by foreclosure; tha other
will urge a business settlement of the
issue, an extension or funding of the
debt to the end that the road may pay
it and remain under its present man-
agement until it is paid. The one is
Marion de Vries of Stockton; the other
is Grove L. Johnson of Sacramento.
‘Who will the people of Sacramento vote
for? We have never seen so clean and
clear-cut an issue presented to the peo-
ple anywhere. As the shop workers
say, it is a question of our homes. It
is more—it is a question that the back-
ward or forward movement of this
community will answer. On former

ORATOR BOUTELLE.

The Man Who is to Speak Here To-
Morrow Night.

Hon. Charles A. Boutelle of Maine,
who is to speak in this city on Wednes-
day night, reached San Francisco yes-
terday from Los Angeles, where he
spoke on Saturday. Referring to him
the “Bulletin” of last evening says:

Mr. Boutelle is known throughout the
country as one of the finest speakers in
Congress, in which body he has served
for many years. The Los Angeles peo-
ple fully indorse his reputation as an
orator. H. Z. Osborn of that city, who
arrived from the south to-day, says
that Mr. Boutelle carried the audience
at the Pavilion Saturday night by
storm. It was an enormous meeting
and the speaker aroused it to the wild-
est pitch of enthusiasm.

When seen at his hotel this forenoon
Mr. Boutelle spoke in the most san-
guine vein-of the Republican outlook in
the present campaign. “This fight,”
{said he, “is won. I don’t believe that
iany power on earth can beat the com-
Lination of conservative forces that is
behind the Republican campaign this
time. I feel as confident that McKinley
will be elected by an enormous major-
lity as I am of anything that I expect
to happen within the next few months.
Sirce leaving home I stopped at Bos-
ton, New York and Chicago. I may be
too optimistic, but I believe that Illi-
[ nois will give McKinley a majority of
100,000. As for New York, the major-
ity will be enormous, 200,000, I think,
at least.

| THE NEXT LEGISLATURE.

Its Composition—Belief That It Will

be Safely Republican.

The “Record-Union”’ yesterday
rrinted a list of the nominees of parties
in the Senate and Assembly Districts
for the next Legislature, with the po-
litical complexion of each and the ad-
dresses of the nominees. These are all
verified by reports of conventions and
independent candidacies reported and
{announced in the papers of the several
counties, which come weekly and daily
to this office. In some cases the list is
compiled from official responses to ap-
plication, and in others where the
county press failed of full report the
items were secured by wire.

There is every reason, therefore, to
believe that our ecompilation, made
with great care and much painstaking,
is accurate. It is possible that one or
two independent candidacies may not
. have been announced in the country
press, but we believe that we have the
list correctly made up.

On that basis, and after ecareful ex-
amination of the reported conditions
of canvasses made in all the districts,
and the expressions of our exchanges
for two weeks past, and careful esti-
mate of probahle results, that the next
Legislature will be Republican in both
branches. This conclusion was further
; fortified by advices received yasterday
and last evening from some heretofore
doubtful sections, and includes the al-
ways doubtful outcome in the San
Francisco districts.
