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PRISON DIRECTORS' REPORT.

It Shows the Present Condition and
Needs of Oamr Prisons.

A Low Per Capita of Maintenance of
the Prisoners—Necessary Ap~
propriations Asked.

The biennial report of the State
Board of Prison Directors, recently
submitted to the Governor, is of the
most interesting nature, and deals with
the subject in a terse and business-like
manner. No one who peruses it can
fail to catch the points aimed at. The
following is a brief synopsis:

Two important subjects have claimed
much of the time and attention of the
bcard, the first, to keep the running
expenses of the institutions under its
control as low as possible in order
that the per capita for maintenance
should always be at the minimum, the
second, to discover and formulate some
Plan whereby the prisoners might be so
employed that they would earn enough
to support themselves, and thus not
be a tax upon the people of the State.

The Wardens' reports showed thatthe
cest per capita has been kept below
what it has been in previous years,
but just how to employ the large num-
ber of prisoners at both prisons at
some profitable employment has been
a problem full of difficulties and has
not yet been solved.

THE JUTE MILL.

It is apparent to the Board of Di-
rectors that so far as making money
for the State is concerned, the jute mill
is not and never will be a success un-
der the present condition of affairs.
It has been run at a loss, although at
the present time a small profit is being
made in the manufacture of sugar bags.

Still, the report contends, the mill has
been of untold benefit to the farmers
of the State in keeping the price of
grain bags at the very lowest figure,
preventing combinations among deal-
¢rs and saving to the farmer in general,
what it does not save to the prison
fund.

Taking this view of the case, the re-
port relates that the mill has bene-
fited a class of people who require all
the assistance they can get, but it
would be just as beneficial to them,
and more of a success financially, if the
board was not hampered by the un-
necessary provisions of the Ostrom
law, and it is urged that some modifi-
cations of its provisions be made so
that the Board of Directors would be
enabled to offer the output of the mill
for sale, without compelling the farmer
tc go before a Notary to make affidavit
that he requires the goods for his own
use, It suggests that the board should
be given the privilege of disposing of
the output even outside of the Sta'te,
which cannot be done under the opin-
ion given by the Attorney-General.
With such a provision, the 3,000,000
grain bags now on hand would have
heen disposed of, at least at cost, and
in some instances at a profit.
KEMUNERATIVE EMPLOYMENT.

To find remunerative employment for
the prisoners has been a serious ques-
tion to the board. There are industries
which might be profitable to the State,
but the question raised by free laborers
as to prisoners interfering with their
richt of gaining a livelihood is one
Wwhich the board could not set aside.

Still it is related that articles manu-
factured in many of the Eastern pris-
ons find a good market in this State,
and while the people complain about
prison labor in the State Prison, they
from day to day purchase articles
which help to sustain the prisons in
other States, To make prison labor
remunerative and at the same time not
bring it in conflict with free labor,
something should be engaged in which
is not carried on in the State, and yet
is profitable, and the board f{ound it
difficult to suggest a remedy.

BUILDING GRANITE.

The board believes, however, that one
source of profit would be to make use
of the building granite now owned by
the State, and that this could be dis-
posed of at such a figure as would
prove beneficial both to builder and la-
borer, as the free power at Folsom re-
duces the price of handling and taking
out granite and as a building material
it is first-class.

OTHER INDUSTRIES.

The Board of Directors think that
some of the prisoners might be profita-
bly employed in making willowware,
Lut does not at the present time rec-
ommend in engaging in many indus-
tries, even to supply the State institu-
tions. A few industries could be profit-

ably carried on at Folsom, even though
the articles were not offered for sale,
but merely used by the State.

CONSOLIDATION AT FOLSOM.

“After a very careful consideration
and investigation,” the report contin-
ues, ““we are strongly of the opinion
that much benefit would result were
the prisons consolidated at Folsom. The
free power there means the saving of
a great deal of money each year, and
besides, the per capita for mainten-
ance would be much lower, where the
number of prisoners is much greater.”

A MODEL PRISON.

The report relates that the board be-
I ves it would be of untold benefit to
have an additional prison room con-
<tructed at Folsom on the most ap-
proved modern plan, and that the next
T.egislature be requested to make an
appropriation for commencing the
work, and that the following Legisla-
ture furnish funds for its completion.
With the prison labor, free power and
the granite on the grounds, a model
rrieon could be constructed there at a
nominal cost. As it now I8, there are
btut few cells where quarrelsome or
dangerous prisoners may be confined,
and there are many such to deal with,
and a place where insane patients can
be cared for is badly needed. Such
prisoners are now sent to one of the
asviums, and in many instances they
escape, and for this reason there should
be a ward for the insane within the
prison walls.

RETRENCHMENT.

While the appropriation for the sup-
port of prisoners is £30,000 less than
heretofore, the board, by the exercise
of the strictest economy, hope to keep
within the appropriation, although
there have been additional expenses to
hear, which were not contemplated
when it was made.

FUTURE APPROPRIATIONS.

The report calls attention to the ne-
ceseity for appropriations for building
and repairing the wharf at San Quen-
tin, and for securing a system of sew-
erage for the prison at Folsom, and be-
lieve that it will not be possible to
malintain the prisons on such appro-
priations as were made by the last Leg-
jslature, owing to the increase in the
number of prisoners, as well as to the
uncertainty attending the sale of grain

bags.

PAROLE LAW.

The parole law has thus far worked
well, and in the opinion of the board
has done much to reform those who
have been accorded its privileges.

ROCK CRUSHER.

The rock crusher, according to the re-
port, has been a decided success, and
has materially reduced the price of
I,ad metal in all places where distance
kas not made the cost of transporta-
tion too great. The railroad company
Pas given a very low schedule of freight
rates on the rock, which has tended
ruch to make the plant the success
that it is. It is absolutely necessary to
have another air compressor for the
plant, as the ome now there is inad-
equate to furaish necessary power for
the rock crusher, and also sufficient
Power handling or taking out the gran-
ite, and an appropriation is urged for
that purpose.

RECOMMENDATIONS.

In conclusion the directors
mend:

First, that some appropriation be
mude looking to the enlargement of the
Folsom Prison with the idea of future
consolidation.

Second, that the Legislature take
scme action with reference to the em-
plovment of prisoners at industries
other than the manufacture of jute
fabrices.

Third, that the provisions of the Os-
trom law, governing the sale of jute
bags at San Quentin, be repealed and
the board left free to act in the matter
of the disposal of the same,

Fourth, that appropriations be made
for the construction of an insane ward
at one of the prisons; also for the build-
irg of the wharf at San Quentin, and
for the purpose of securing for the Fol-
s/m prison a system of sewerage which
v ill be approved by the State Board of
Health.

Fifth, that should the work of build-
irg roads be continued, that the same
be taken into consideration in fixing the
rext appropriation.

WARDEN AULL’S REPORT.

Embodied in the report is that sub-
mitted to the board by Warden Aull of
the Folsom Prison. From it the follow-
ing information was gleaned:

The per capita per diem cost of ordi-
rary maintenance during the forty-
sixth fiscal year was 36.22 cents, the
average daily number of prisoners be-
ing 791.63. For the forty-seventh fis-
ca! year the per capita per diem was
cents, the average daily number
of prisoners being 801.42. In the latter
vear an increase of nearly 100 prison-
ers caused a reduction of nearly four
cents per capita daily in maintenance.

The manner of working convicts scat-
teed at long distances apart without
restraining walls necessitates a larger
proportion of guards than any State
rvison known of by the Warden, and
for that reason the salary pay roll has
been out of proportion to the other ex-
penses, and does not admit of reduc-
ticn. It averages about 47 per cent. of
the total cost.

REDUCING EXPENSES.

Benefits are being received from labor
expended upon the prison and free pow-
er, free water, free ice and practically
free light are material factors in reduc-
ir3 the expenses of the institution. The
cultivation of the farm, made possible
iy plenty of water for irrigation, has
also been an expense reducer. In this
ce1 enction the Warden’s report urges
the necessity for purchasing additional
lards adjacent to the prison, as the
I' nd now owned, 483 acres, is not suffi-
cient for /the requirements of the
pricon, and’ a much larger body of land
could be made to pay big interest upon
i.s cost,

The health of the inmates of the
rrison is shown to be good, the mortal-
ity rate being 8 per 1,000, which is be-
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low any other institution of its kind
kncwn.
The Warden’s report further deals

with the rock crushing plant and with
the questions of sewerage and the em-
rloyment of convicts, and is exhaustive
in its nature.

WARDEN HALE'S REPORT.

Warden Hale of San Quentin reports
that during the past year the main-
taining cost of prisoners per capita has
been reduced to thirty cents a day, and
that the monthly average of prisoners
has been 1,287 1-3, as against 1,351 for
the preceding year.

There has been an increase in the
mortality list, owing to the prevalence
07 pulmonary troubles,

JUTE MILL MANUFACTURES.

The tabulated report of the Warden
stows that the amount of raw jute
used during the year 1805 was 3,033,270
pounds; yards of cloth manufactured,
O53.309; net expense of spinning and
weaving, $56,437 56: bags manufact-
ured during the year, 3,502,126; bags
scld during year, 1,588,226.

The statement for the year just ended
is as follows:

Raw jute used during year,
pounds; yards of cloth manufactured,
1,212,859; net expense of spinning and
weaving, $37,065 21; number of bags
manufactured, 2819,096; number of
bags sold, 2,163,996; bags remaining
on hand, 3,160,600,

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JOHNSON AT LODIL

The Ielon Center Was Crowded With
People.

(From the Stockt{m Independent.)

There was a crowded town in the
nerthern part of the county last Friday
right when Congressman Johnson spoke
to the Republicans of Lodi and vicinity.
Many were in from the other towns of
Northern San Joaquin and about 500 or
GO0 of the members of the McKinley
and Hobart Club of Stockton went out
on an excursion under the auspices
of the County Central Committes. The
Drill Corps of the club was out about
sixty strong under the command of
Lieutenant Giovanessi.

As soon as the special train from
Stockton had landed its load of pas-
sengers in Lodi a parade was formed
which marched through the strzets of
the little city, finally winding up at the
stand which had been erected on the
square facing the hotel.

When Chairman Hemphill called the
meeting to order the space between the
stand and the hotel was filled ang the
porches of the hotel were crowdad. Mr.
Hemphill introduced the Congress-
man, who was in good trim for the
speech and he made one of the best of
kis campaign.

In part of his talk lie referred to the
recently published letter of Congress-
man Maguire, which is alleged to be a
reply to Mr. Johnson’s letter explain-
ing his position on the funding bill. He
declared that a committee consisting
af Senator White, Congressman Ma-
guire and ex-Congressman Caminetti
had been appointed a month and more
ago to answer his letter, and after a
month of work had e\ul\eJ the reply.
It was signed only by Maguire be-
cause the others would not attach
their names to an alleged answer
which was not an answer in anv sense
of the word. He had no reply to make,
for there was not an argument in the
reply. All that he cared to ask was
that the people of the Second District
would read both letters and compare
their arguments.

Mr. JoHnson drew a vivid picture of
the situation to-day as contrasted with
that under Republican rule. He showed
by statistics 'that all that had ever been
done for silver was accomplished by
a Republican Congress; that the party
wds now friendly to the white metal,
and if returned to power it could be re-
lied upon that they would hold silver
ocn a parity with gold. In plain and
unmistakable language which a child
coula understand he demonstrated the
ahbsurdity of a free silver policy with-
out protection. Protection must and
always would be a bodyguard of any
monetary system in the United States.
The speaker related the legend of the
Greek King Midas. He besought the
gods to give him wealth and power. He
received an inspiration and a promise
tlat whatever he touched would turn
te gold. To put this to the test he laid
his hand upon the noble warhorse, and
lo, it turned to solid gold; he touched
his palace, it became gold: he called
for wine in his ecstacies of joy, but, ah,
sadness, it became gold, and so his food
and everything he encountered turned
to gold, and thus surrounded by fab-
ulous wealth he died the victim of his
own avarice. “So it is,” said Mr. John-
son, “with the people of the United
States. They may have free and un-
limited coinage of silver to such an ex-
tent that silver may be freely coined
until every vault and bank in the Union
i full to overflowing; until the streets
are paved with the shining coins, and
our citizen can never get one dollar of
it except they work for it or steal it.

“The silver will belong to the men
who dig it from the earth, and like
King Midas of old they will starve amid
wealth unless there is a demand for
their labor. Protection is what is need-
ed to restore prosperity. Protection
will open the workshop, the foundry,
the mills, and enable labor to honestly
earn an honest dollar.

“There should be not only protection
to manufacturing, but protection to
labor. Tt is time to cast off the gang
plank at Castle Garden and let Amer-
ica henceforth and forever he for
Americans. I will labor for the pas-
ge of that bili. I will labor for every
H”Iw{iun measure in its broadest
elieving that I am doing that
which \\111 bring prosperity to the coun-
try and happiness to your family and
my family.”

CUMMINGS BOYS REPRIEVED.

New Law Regulating Pardons to be
Submitted to the Legislature.

rovernor Budd has issued a reprieve
for John W. and Caesar Cummings,
sentenced to be hanged September 20,
1896, and reprieved for thirty days, for
the murder of T. C. Narramore, an olQ
farmer of Riverside County, until April
2, 1897,

The case has been referred by the
Governor to the State Board of Prison
Directors, and the re prieve is granted
to enable them to investigate the case
fully, and for the further purpose of
recommending to the Legislature the
passage of a law preventing the pardon
of a criminal commuted from the death
penalty to life imprisonment without a
concurrence of a majfority of the Jus-
tices of the Supreme Court.

SYLLARBUS.

(S. F.,, No. 413—De ‘partment Two—
Filed in Los Angeles, Oct, 20, 1896.)
People of the State of California, ex

rel. Charles S. Young, appellant: Mad-

ison Babcock, respendent. Contest over

Superintendent of Schools for City and

County of San Francisco. Affirmed.
Section 9 of the Consolidation Act

authorized the Board of Supervisors to
fill vacancies which might occur in the
elective offices of the city and county,
where no other provision was made by
law to fill the same. But this section
had no application to vacancies in the
cfiice of Superintendent of Schools for
the reason that other provision was
made therefor,

The Board of Education was given
power to fill vacancies in the office of
Superintendent of Schools by an Act of
1863 amending the Consolidation Act of
1856. And such power is still vested in
that body, and not wrested from it by
the provisions of the Act of March 14,
1883, nor by any County Government
Acts since passed,

The Supervisors of the city and coun-
ty of San Francisco are charter and not
legislative officers.

The Consolidation Act was not re-
pealed by the Constitution of 1879.

Consolidated city and county gov-
ernments are subject to the control of
general laws.,

The law does not favor the repeal of
statutes by implication. The County
Government Act of 1883, with its sev-
eral amendments, is a general law, but
it is not a general law relating to mu-
nicipal corporations, and hence cannot
bty implication repeal the Consolida-
tion Act of the city and county of San
Francisco.

The power to fill vacancies, given to
Boards of Supervisors by the County
Government Act, applies to Boards of
Supjervisors in and for the several
counties of the State other than the
City and County of San Fran/ \co, and

sa

sense,
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as to the latter the power to fill vacan-
cies comes from the Consolidation Act,
and does not include vacancies in the
cffice of Superintendent of Public
Schools, which are to be filled by the
Board of Education.
