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The New York “Herald” continues
its crusade against the high hat nui-
sance and publishes pages of letters on
the subject. The “Herald” says: “Inex-
plicable woman, against whose gorge-
ous monstrosity, the theater hat, man
has been inveighing for so long—she it
is who continues to head the attack
against the vanity of her sex with all
the point and sarcasm of which she is
capable. It is little, inoffending woman
who complains—she suffers most. She
blames the ‘thirsty theater man’ for
ruining her dress and headgear. The
Spartan matron ifn’t lacking, either.
In one of the letters received she ad-
vises man.to wear a drum major hat
until women consent to become ra-
toral. The high hat wearing girl is
a‘so heard from with her confessions
and suggestions. She tells of the an-
royances she suffers when she does re-
nove her hat. Wicked men then ap-

laud, she says, and envious women
speer,”

Some of the letters the “Herald” pub-
lishes are very pointed and straight
from the shoulder. Anna Bishop writes
of her experience:

“To begin with, my experience has
led me to expect that the girl with the
very biggest hat will take the seat di-
rectly in front of me. On the night in
question my fear was realized; a girl
wearing an enormous structure on her
mortal head sat herself down thus, and
completely cut off all my view of the
srage. I endured it as long as I could
with any self-respect and leaning over
I raid:

“‘I beg your pardon, but would you
mind taking off your hat? I cannot see
the stage at all.’

“Her escort turned and stared me in
the face, and then said to her, ‘You
den’t haf to.' That settled it. The oaf
had proclaimed his right to liberty of
action in this free (?) country. But
wrat I want to know is, Where was my
freedom?

“With a suggestion of ridding our-
selves of this evil I will close. Get all
the managers of places of amusement
to reserve a place for 'the big hats.
Let them all sit together and see how
it is themselves; see how they like
itt. I am convinced that the females
who so impose upon the patience and
the rights of others are the unedu-
cated, the ignorant people, who never
read a newspaper, and have no idea of
what the public sentiment is in this re-
gard.”

Dr. Phillips writes to say:

‘“Being a physician I have had con-
siderable experience with women, in
all of their moods and tenses, and I am
obliged to confess that as a rule they
are far more selfish than men and
much less considerate of the feelings of
others.

“A woman has a hat which, besides
being a perfect beauty in itself, is ex-
actly suited to her style; naturally she
wishes to display her features from un-
derneath this most becoming head-
gear. The theater, a place where
beauty and - fashion congregate, offers
an excellent oppontunity for so doing;
therefore she dons the hat, ignoring
every sentiment except the gratifica-
tion of her own vanity, and quite ob-
livious to the annoyance she may be
causing a half dozen men who chance
to sit in her vicinity.

““What are men made for? she asks
berself in thoughtless egotism. ‘Aren’t
they expected to set aside their own
comfort, give up their pet hobbies, do
away with everything, in fact, which
they take delight in, out of considera-
tion for women? Of course they are.’

“My dear madam, men do most pa-
tiently give up a great deal for wo-
men. Wouldn't some of those big, bur-
ly fellows who attend the theaters like
tc give a hearty ‘guffaw’ when a par-
ticularly good hit is made upon the
stage? However, they remember there
are women among the audience; that
some—nay, a large percentage of them
-~-have nerves, so they content them-
selves with a broad smile and an in-
ward chuckle. Again, how much more
pleasure could these same men draw
from the play If each one could sit
with a good Havana between his lips.
Alas! women detest tobacco smoke, so
with a sigh of regret he casts aside
Lis cigar at the theater entrance.

“Such little sacrifices of personal
comfort man makes uncomplainingly
for woman, and she receives them as
nothing more than her due, as if she
were quite entitled to them. In re-
turn he humbly asks that, for the sake
of displaying a few useless gewgaws,
she shall not obstruct his view of the
stage while at the theater, Hereto-
fore she has absolutely refused to
grant his request, but with her tower-
ing hat has gone her way in haughty
arrogance, regardless of his discom-
fort.”

One woman, forgetting that she need
not wear a big hat to the play, but
by wearing a small one can save her-
self the trouble of taking it off and
“holding it in her lap,” says:

“I am a woman and am always will-
ing to remove my hat when politely
requested to do so. This matter lies
with the theater managers. If they
would make their patrons comfortable
by giving them room enough and a
suitable place, with proper attendance,
the ladies would be very glad to avail
themselves of such accommodations.
They are crowded into a seat scarcely
large enough for an ordinary sized
person, with no extra room in front,
and a nice skirt cannot be worn with-
out danger of ruining it. Their wraps,
hat, opera glass,
must be packed in front and in their
laps, and become very burdensome. At
the close of every act one or several
sentlemen necessitate a woman’s ris-
ing and holding her belongings as best
she can, while they crowd out and in
aegain..”

There are many letters of this type.
Susan E. Layhn writes to say:

“I am perfectly delighted in reading
over the letters in your valuable paper
about the big hats. Not only the gen-
tlemen are pleased, but the ladies also
—I, for one—in the great interest that
the '‘Herald’ has taken in the display
of large hats. I have been to the the-
ater seven times this fall to see all
the best plays, and I have not been
able to see one distinctly. I never was
any further back than the fourth row
from the stage.

“No large hats should be allowed to
be worn, only small bonnets. If a lady
has any style about her at all she can
always arrange her hair without any
covering. 1 believe in right on both
gides of the question. If a lady sacri-
fices s0 much as to take off her hat or
bonnet, the gentlemen should deny
themselves the privilege of going out
between acts. It is very annoying for
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a lady to have four or five gentlemen
crowd by her to get to the aisle. One
is deprivation and the other is polite-
ness. T hope ‘the ladies will leave off
their large hats in deference to publie
opinion, and that the gentlemen will
give up ‘cigarettes and cloves.’”

It has again been said that Miss
Maud Adams will leave John Drew’s
company and start out as a star. Last
spring the “Evening Sun’” announced
this fact and also said that when Miss
Adams went a-starring young Arthur
Byron would be her leading man. Mr.
Byron is a nephew of Miss Rehan and
is now playing the part of Miss Adams’
sweetheart in “Rosemary.”
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San Francisco “Town Talk™ puts it
this way: “Trilby’s” truest lover is
dead. For him she should wear the
deepest weeds, for who ioved Trilby as
dild George Du Maurier? Neither Taffy
nor the Laird, nor Little 3illee himself
gave her the devotion that was hers
from the man whom she made famous
the wide world over. For Du Maurier
was to Trilby what Pygmalion was to
Calatea—he gave her the breath of life.

Along the Rialto in Gotham just now
there is little talked of besides the latest
move made by Henry Dixey, otherwise
known as “Adonis.” Only a little while
ago Dixey was a star. Now he has
agreed to take the part of the lone fish<
erman in “Evangeline.” Actors are
sticklers for caste, and that a star
should consent to hide its luster in a
thinking part has shocked the frater-
nity to the core. Said one old actor:
“Dixey’s conduct surprises me. He
should not have so far forgotten his
position as to accept a part in which the
only line has a hook on the end of it. As
for myself, although I have never held
as high a place as Dixey, I should as
soon think of playing the lone fisher-
man as I would allow myseif to be bur-
iel by the Actors’ Fund. It would have
been better if he had accepted his orig-
iral part as the hind legs of the heifer.
In that case he would at least have had
the excuse that he was returning to
first principles.

Miss Caine first appeared on the
stage at the age of 3 years. Her grace-
ful facility was acquired only by hard
work.

As the outlawed Huguenot Captain
in act one of “An Enemy t¢ the King,”
Mr. Sothern wears the coat of an or-
dinary man at arms, and plays squire to
his own droll henchman. In this dress
he encounters the fair lady who has
been employed to betray him. Soth-
ern’s portrayal of Ernanton is original,
graceful, free from rant, but not devoid
of real romantic spirit. While his ar-
tistics powers have scarcely kept pace
in growth with his popularity, Mr.
Sothern possesses a fine sense of har-
mony and admirable discretion. He
attempts to do nothing he cannot do
perfectly well, and adapts a character
to himself with excellent tact.
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Theatrical folks are always telling
comic stories about Charles H. Hoyt.
Here’s one of them that is now going
the rounds. They say he once journeyed
to San Francisco with one of his own
companies. Most of his ccompanions
got out very early one morning to have
a look at the Rocky Mountain scen-
ery.
