WHEAT EASIER—BOTH SPOT AND
FUTURES LOWER.

Another Large Cargo Clears for Cal-
cutta—Barley Quiet and an
Easier Feeling Prevails.

San Francisco, Oct. 27th.

No further change in Flour; steady at
yesterday’s decline of 50c. The China
steamer took out a fair quantity yester-
day. Wheat is again easier, both spot
and futures being lower; another large
cargo was cleared yesterday for C;llcut.tu,
making three for the same destination
this month; milling is quiet; the top price
would be hard to obtain. Barley is quiet
and an easier fecling prevails; 82%c is an
extreme for feed; brewing is very quiet.
Oats are unchanged and inactive. Large
Yellow Corn is weaker; not much doing in
either yellow or white.

Table Grapes are firm; receipts to-day
were quite heavy, and early sales were
brisk; the effects of the rain will be seen
in the receipts of to-morrow and next
day. The demand for Wine Grapes has
iallen off; receipts, however, were light
and prices were sustained. The few
Spitzenberg Apples here are not very
good. Bellfiowers are not in quick de-
mand. Cantaloupes are very dull; not
many coming in, but they find slow sale.
''he Persimmons received yesterday stiil
await a buyer at 7o¢c per box. Limes and
Lemons are weak. Dried Fruits are firm
and Nectarines are advanced for car-
loads.
