A DISGRAC ED CITY.

Mew York City has au.ﬂarod disgrace;
diggrace for which there is no excusa to
be accepted. Many thousands of child-
ren im that city at the recent opening of
the school year were turned away be-
cause there was no room for them.
Shame upon the chief American metrop-
olis. It has beem known for several
years that more school houses should be
provided, but the municipal fathers have
put off and put off until at last they are
faca o face with a shame that will tar-
nish the good name of the city for &
long time.

The wrong this neglect vieits upen
children {s a most serious one. It is im-
vested with all sorts of evil,. Here are
some thousands of children who ought
to be under school discipline who will
now roam the streets, and contraot evil
habita, perhaps, that cannot be eradi-
cated. With them the very time when
they should be under instruction is to
be dissipated in ways that cannot be
good, since 1dleness is evil.

The Legislature of New York should
take hold of the matter the very first
day of fts assembling and compel the
chief city of the nation te do its duty
by the children who are fts wards. If
the city still neglect, after a
month’s time in which to rent rooms and
fit up school quarters, let the State with-
draw her school ald and herself take
charge of the education of the children
of the metropolis. Lawyerr say that it

Another case of sour grapes is that
of the San Francisco “Examiner.” In
its tssue of Wednesday, with intmitable
sang froid, it declares that the Chicago
Democracy was beaten before it nom-
inated Mr. Bryan, and that at no time
should he have had sny hope of elec-
tion. This is the umadroit way in
which the “Examiner’ puts the mat-
ter, to be brief: Clevelandism had made
the party s hopeless wreck. It had no
chance of oerrying any Eastern Ptate.
To indorwe Cleveland and nominate a
man satisfactory to him meant giving
the fight to the Republicans out of
hand. In thet strait the Chicago con-
vention cut lcose from Cleveland and
adopted a new polioy. It took no risks,
for things could mot be worse, and its
chances of sucoess cowd not be made
more desperate. The ‘“‘reorganization”
was eoffected and the result was the
election of McKinley. “But,” says the
“Examiner,” ‘“he would have been
elected im any case.” Here {8 a state-
ment that for genuline check has no par-
allel. It is a sour-grape sniffie that ex-
cites mirth. True, the “Examiner”
goes on and explains to its own satis-
faction, doubtless, that there was no
landslide anyhow; that what happened
was the expected, and that it did not
amount to much after all. But it will
mnot do; It is sour grapes just the same.
Really, the “Examiner” should have a
guardian aeppointed for its mental
wardroom. It is so apt to speak when
it should be silent, and to tell mess
tales, that it needs watching, er it will
give the “‘mew Democracy” entirely

What a figure a few words may cut
in BEuropean politics. At the banquet
given to the Czar at Breslau, Emperor
William made one of his flowery and
top-loftical speeches—and there is no
ruler in the old world who can do that
sort of thing better than Willlam. In
the course of his speech he eulogized the
Czar, Russia and all its institutions,
and concluded by toasting the Czar.
Of course this brought the “Little
Father” to his feet, and he replied in
an lcy tone, for he was not at all pleased
with the advantage William had taken
of his hostship to say, as he did, that
if there came trouble to Europe he
believed the Russian and German sol-
diery would be found fighting side by
side. The Czar did not warm as he
spoke; on the contrary, he grew more
chilly and formal, and concluded his
frosty speech by saying that “I am
animated by the same traditional feel-
ings towards your majesty as my
father.” This was, to use a slang
phrase, “a burner,” for the Czar's
father hated the German Emperor, and
out of his dislike for Germany grew
the so-called Franco-Russian alllance,
which, however, has had a rather unde-
fined existence, and has not been made
manifest in works. It would never do
to allow such a speech as that to be
published, so Emperor William had it
revised by the press censors, and it went
abroad in the official gazette in these
words: “I am animated by the same
traditional feelings as your majesty.”
This was pouring pepper om a sore, for
it amounted to open declaration of hos-
tility to France. The result was that
the Czar was hopping mad when the
papers came out, and the Russian Cab-
inet was turned upside down with in-
dignation—and the end is not yet.

How is this? It was claimed all
through the campaign that gold is so
limited in quantity that there is not
enough of it for comunon needs. But
here we have gold poured out in all di-
rections in abundance, until it promises
to become more abundant than is neces-
sary. The hoarders of gold are now
seeking the banks in a vast crowd,
struggling to load up these institutions
with the yellow coin. The banks in
turn are paying out gold until custom-
ers complain, as ‘they prefer paper
backed by gold to the welghty metal
fteelf. Then, too, the interest rate has
gons down, suspended investment has
ceasad, and active placing of money in
industrial enterprises has been resumed.
ut what a difference there would have
been next morning had the electors of
the United States cast their ballots the
other way.

It will not be fair to classify all the
free sllver men in the Senate, when
President McKinley shall be face to face
with it, as obstructionists, until they so
announce themselves. There will be
free sflver Senators who belisve that
country is superior tp party, and will
not hold themselves bound to attemt
the defeat of the Administration at the
expenses of the general good, simply to
advance the cause of the opposition.
Men will be found in the Senate who op-
posed Mr. McKinley, who, nevertheless,
wlil favor giving his administration full
opportunity to try its policy. To defeat
an opponent in politics by obstruction
alone, does not demonstrate the right-
fulness of the party that employs such
means, and ia all our history such
methods have met with the rebuke of the
people.

It will serve as a
precedent for interference by the United
States Im affairs of States of the South
and Central American continents, in-
volving issues between them and for-
eign powers as to possession of terri-
tory or any questlon of their sover-
elgnty.

McKinley's first written words after
the election are full of wisdom and
teaching, and they should not be for-
gotten. He sald: “The victory is not
to party or section, but of and for the
whole American people. Not the least
of the triumphs of the election is the
obliteration of sectional lines in the Re-
public.” This, said in the very face of
the late attempt to stiffen sectionalism,
and array classes agalnst classes, was
bravely and well sald, and may be
taken to be significant of the spirit that
will animate the new administration.

San Jose Mercury: California farm-
ers can now turn their attention to the
growing of sugar beets with new en-
couragement and a certainty of success.
More than one hundred million dollars’
worth of sugar is imported into the
United States every year, and Califor-
nia has the soil, the climate and the
capital to enable it to produce a large
proportion of the quantity consumed
in this country.

BEST PROOF.

While the
complaint is just, those who make it
should remember that the unfair minor-
ity of newspapers make it unsafe for
a candid writer, When an editor makes
a candid admission that may seem to
be against his party in ever so small
an incident of the campaign, it is seized
upon by the uncandid, wrenched from
its context, and often distorted and
misrepresented in such a menner as to
appear as ammunition for the enemy.
Iven after great care has been ob-
served, words, sentences and para-
graphs are so quoted by the opposition
as to appear to be what they are not
and the ingenuity of mischief is ex-
ercised to ‘turn them to damnaging ac-
count. This dishonesty of the few
drives those who would be fair and dis-
passionate to the adoption of extremism
If not to unfairness in retaliation.

A NOMINATION.

Red Bluff News: The Red Bluff News
does not expect to have much influence
with the MoKinley Administration, but
it will say, by way of advice, anyhow,
that if President McKinley concludes to
honor California with a Cabtnet posi-
tion, he could not do better than select
General Chipman. No man in the State
has done his party greater service with
less reward than he, and in point of
ability and fitness he is the peer of any
Republican in the State.

A CUBAN SCHEME.

Los Angeles Herald: There may and
there may not be truth in the report that
this Government is trying to secure the
independence of Cuba on the basis of the
purchase of 'the island by the insurgents,
they issuing bonds therefor, with the
United States as the indorser. General
Grant favored such a scheme when he
was President, but Spaln positively re-
fused to entertain the proposftion, and
it i3 not at all likely that the Madrid
Government would be more favorable to
such a bargain now than it was then.
