Oay. Corn is firmly held, but not active;
»o changes; receipts light.

The cool weather hurts the sale of ber-
ries; receipts were about equal to yester-
day's, but prices are lower. Apples and

Pears are firm, with better prices being

obtained for Winter Nelis. Receipts o£
Crapes are not nearly as heavy as they

have been of late, but the demand has
1 alien off, and l.oou boxes a day will now
supply warns, wr here a short time ago
2,500 and 3,000 boxes a day were the sales.
Quotations are for dry stock in good con-
dition; some inferior go for less. A few
boxes of Black i'igs are offering at 75c per
box. Mexican Limes are weak and lower.
Lemons are also dull.

The Butter market is rather dull, with
nmple stocks on hand. Eggs do not seem
f- firm as they were. The store eggs of-
fering do not find a buyer.
