THE WHEAT MARKET
FEVERISH STATE.

An Easier Feeling Prevailing in Bar-
ley—Oats Steady--Market
Not Very Active.

San Francisco, Nov. 16th.

The Wheat market is in a feverish state;
the speculative market is active. May
Wheat rose to $1 66 this morning, but
subsequently dropped. December followed
a similar course. Spot prices remained
unchanged. An easier feeling prevails in
Barley; options are slightly off and choice
feed is also lower. Oats are steady; mar-
ket not very active; receipts light. Corn
market is weak; receipts were heayy to-
day; in order to sell dealers most make
concessions; small Yellow has been scarce,
but it is now more pientiful; Large Yel--
low is lower. Rye is quiet and easy; the
demand has been fied. Buckwheat
errived freely to-day; the demand is
limited and the market is lower.

Very few Berries arrived to-day; another
g00d rain will probably end the Berry
crop. Huckleberries have been a failure
this season. Apples are firmly held, par-
ticularly choice stock; the car of Eastern
now offering are Baldwins, and are sell-
ing well at quoted prices. Receipts of
Grapes were in the neighborhood of 1,800
boxes to-day, and there were considerable
carried ove The few boxes of Fancy
Winter Nelis Pears now here are worth
more than quotations, but the trade will
not pay more; fancy are scarce, while
common are plentiful. Pomegru_nates are
gcarce at present. Oranges will arrive
right along from now on; a couple of cars
in to-day, but they were rather green.
