
FINISHED AND ADJOURNED.

THe Farmers' Alliance Closed Its Session
Yesterday.

Proposed Reorganization Into a Co
operative Society ? Projective

Labor Laws Indorsed.

The State Farmers' Alliance finished
its business and adjourned at 1 o'clock
p. m. yesterday.

The matter of the change in the plan

of the alliance, making it a co-opera-
tive and fraternal institution through-

out, was taken up and discussed at
length. The sense of the members be-
ing that such changes should be made,
the Committee on Good of the Order
drafted the following preamble and res-
olutions, which were unanimously

Adopted:
Whereas, We deem it necessary that

some radical changes be made in the
general policy of the order, that it may
be built up in the State;

Whereas. Co-operation was the great

principle that caused the wonderful
spread of the order over the State in
1891, but has been lost sight of in most
counties in the State and politics, be-
came the governing principle at most,
causing it to be regarded as a partisan
political institution in many plan s,
thus keeping a valuable class of citi-
zens from uniting with us and causing

many to drop out of the ranks.
And whereas, We believe the great

principle of co-operation on the lines
taught by the order are of the great-

est importance to the wealth producers

of the land, in order to free themselves
from the grinding monopolies and trusts
that are organized by capita] on every
sid'- for the purpose ofcontrolling prices
of products against the interest of the
producer, and also exacting larger
profits from the consumers; and

Whereas, It seems Impossible to run
partisan politics and business in the
meeting, therefore, be it

Resolved, That the proposal to re-
organize the order into co-operative
unions to study the question of prac-
tical co-operation and take steps to
carry such co-operation into effect,
be submitted to the various sub and
county alliances in the State at as early

a date as possible.
Resolved, That this body elect some

one to attend as many of these meet-
ings as possible, to present the plans
of practical co-oi>eration and need of
reorganization, that the membership
may be able to understand the obj>set
b ire voting on a change.

Resolved, That this body provide the
Le< turer or whoever is elected for this
work with a 3,000-mile ticket, and sub
and county alliances provide for his or

1 .- other necessary expenses.
itesolved. That in counties where

there is but few or no alliances in ex-
istence that they may be organized in-
to county central unions or alliances,
as determined by the reports from the
© anty and sub alliances on reorgan-
ization.

Resolved. That the Executive Commit-
tee in conjunction with the President
and Lecturer have full power to make
any changes they may see fit in regula-
ting fees and dues in carrying on the
plan of reorganization.

Resolved, That an address on the prin-
ciples of co-operation stew Jug its great
importance ami advantage to the pro-
ducers of this State, and the importance
of the SlUsiin *M taking up and carrymg
into effect tliat line of work, be at once
prepared by the Executive Committee.

In the matter of the proposed change

in the State labor law, the alliance took
a position with the labor federations of
San Francisco in indorsing the changes

recommended by E. L. Fitzgerald, C>m-
misisoner of the Bureau of Lat*or Sta-
tistics, an 1 accepting the proposed
amendments suggested by the federa-
tions. The matter was fullysettled by

the adoption of the following resolution
presented by the Committee on Labor:

Whereas, The late election has demon-
strated the fact that organized lab >r will
support at the polls the demands of the

Farmer's Alliance, we therefore extend
the ha.nd of fellowship to organised
labor and pledge our support to all their
just demands. Be it therefore

Resolved. That we approve of the
proposed labor laws as set forth in the
bulletin of the Bureau of Labor Sta-
tistics as compiled by E. L. Fitzgerald.

Tiliior Commissioner, and amended by

the labor organizations of San Fran-
cisco, and we earnestly urge that they
b-- enacted into laws by the Legislature.

R«-solved. That American seamen are
Often subjected to hardships and abuses
that under the present system of laws
the courts are practically powerless to
reach, and we recommend that laws be

WANTS A COMMUTATION.
Ramon Romero Pleads the Services

Rendered by Him to the State.
There was received at the Governor's

office yesterday the petition of Ramon
Romero, serving a life sentence at the
San Quewtin State Prison for the crime
of murder committed in Contra Costa
County in 1876.

Romero in his petition relates that
he did the State great service in 1874,
in assisting Tom Cunningham. San Joa-
quin County's Sheriff, and Harry X.
Morse, at that time Sheriff of Alarm da
County, in pursuing Vaaquec, the not) 1
bandit, and also in assisting to extin-
guish the tire that broke out in the
prison inlßßl.

These assertion's are corroborated by
statements of Sheriff Cunningham, De-

tective Morse, Warden Hale and others,
-lid it is upon that ground that Romero
asks that his sentence be commuted.

His chances are. however, slim, as at
the time of his conviction for the crime
he is now expiating, a prior murder
charge was proven, and in this case
commutation of sentence is not allowed
unless with the concurrence of at least
four members of the Supreme Court.

HALKETT AND PORTER.
Tried To-Day at Reno for Attempting

to Wreck Overland Train No. 1.
Peace Officer William Brissel left for

Reno Last evening to be present at and
give testimony in the cases against
James Porter and Thomas Halkett,
charged with having attempted to

wreck overland train No. 1 a short dis-
tance west of Reno early last summer,
and which will come up for trial to-day.

Mr. Brissel, who effected the capture
of the accused men, believes he has a
good case, and evidence sufficient to se-
cure a conviction. He thinks the men
are old hands at the business, as they
have, so far, refused to make a single
statement which would tend either to
injure or help them.
