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THE PRIDE OF OUR NAVY.

Ablest Coast Defender in All the

World

s Our Monitor ¢«The Puritan” —
Some Details About Her
Strength.

The armored monitor Puritan, the
best equipped and stanchest craft of
her kind in the entire world, a fighting
machine of the most modern kind, fit
to withstand the assault of the guns of
&ny enemy, is now moored between the
two dry docks at the Brooklyn Navy
Yard. Her sides are painted white,
her powerful turret guns are in posi-
tion and her military mast with rapid-
fire guns aloft is carefully shrouded.

Naval officers who have watched the
progress made in the evolution of mod-
ern naval architecture regard this novel

fighting monster with pride. No
wonder the old salts, and the young
ones, too, for that matter, have

christened her the “Pride of the
American Navy.”

“With ships like the Puritan at the
entrance to this harbor,” said an officer
recently, as he stood on the deck of
the monitor, “‘the people of New York
never need be afraid that an enemy’s
ships will ever dare to pass inside of
Sandy Hook. New York’'s commerce is
safe. The Puritan is the ablest, grand-
est, most powerful, best equipped fight-
ing machine of the century.”

Every officer and every Jack tar in
the Brooklyn Navy Yard, from Com-
modore Sicard, the commandant of the
home station, down to the youngest
midshipman, and from the chief boat-

, Ewain’s mate down to the afterguard

gweeper, feels a lively interest in the
Puritan. The monitor is about com-
pieted and it is expected that the Navy
Department will issue an order within
a few days directing the commandant
of the navy yard to put her in com-
mission and to hoist from her flagstaff
over the stern the stars and stripes,
at the same time displaying from her
main truck the broad pennant of her
first commanding officer.

Although no official assignment to
the command of the Puritan has as yet
been announced it is generally under-
stood that Secretary of the Navy Her-

rt has selected Captain John R.
Iartlett, as thorough a sailor as ever
walked the quarter deck of a frigate,
to command.

The Puritan was begun in 1875, at
the shipyard of the late John Roach, at
Chester, Pa. She is 286 feet 6 inches
long, with GO feet 115 inches greatest
breadth, and a draught of water of 18
Her displacement is 6,060 tons.

The Puritan carries four 12-inch
Yreech-loading guns in two turrets; six
4-inch rapid fire guns protected by
ermor shields and sponsons; two 6-
pounder rapid fire guns on the bridge
deck; four 6-pounder rapid fire guns on
the superstructure deck, and two
1-pounder rapid fire guns which are
mounted in the military top aloft.

“You couldn’t put another big gun

a

aboard her,” said a naval officer, “if
you tried. She actually bristles with
modern fighting guns. But won't she
roll in a heavy sea way.”

T'here are two big turrets on the
main deck, one aft and one forward,
nd both can be revolved easily by
hydraulic power, so that a rapid fire
can be maintained in almost any di-
rection. The turrets known as the
Hitchborn turrets, make it possible to
rais e guns to a hight of 10 feet 6
i ibove the water 1line, These
tu do not project down through
the deck as do those in the Miantono-
mah, but the lower part, or barbette, is
secured to the deck, forming a water-
tight wall around the base of the tur-
ret to a hight of 5% feet above the
deck. The upper part of the turret
containing the guns is made to revoive
this barbette just referred to,
and has Inclined sldes which make it
avpear something like a gigantic rivet
head. Both the upper and the lower
parts of the turret are well protected
by heavy plates of steel armor, the lat-

The hull itself is protected by an

extends 150 feet along the middle part
of the ship, protecting engines, boilers,
magazines and shell rooms. Immedi-
ately forward and aft of this belt the
armor s reduced in thickness to 10
inches for a distance of 20 feet, and is
further reduced to a
inches at the ends of the ship.

The armor is strongly supported by a
wood backing and a system of rigid
frames and girders. The main deck is
covered by steel plating 2 inches thick.
The ship will carry 450 tons of coal in
her projected bunkers.

Before the Puritan’s armor

in position it was carefully testec

February, 1894, a plate eighteen fost
Jong, six feet wide and fourteen inches
thick, tapering to six inches, was tested

at the proving grounds at the Bethle-

hem (Pa.) Iron Company’s works.

There are two powerful searchiights
mounted on the monitor, one on the for-
ward bridge and one on an after bridge
where the signal quartemaster is sta-
tioned and where his flag chest is lo-
cated. The pilot-house and chartroom
are in one. The small wheel connects
the pilot-house with a steam-steering
gear below. Numerous tubes connect
the pilot-house with every part of the
ship, thus enabling the comander and
the officer of the deck to communicate
with the engine-room, the men stationed
in the turrets and elsewhere about the
ship without leaving his post.

There is a fighting wheel in the after
cabin below the water line. This has
hand-steering gear and can be used in
an emergency.

The cost of the Puritan is
$3,5600,000.—New York World.

Spot Barley Unchanged, Although
Options Show More Strength
—Little Doing in Oats.

San Francisco, Nov. 21st.

Chicago Wheat is fairly steady, but for-
eign advices are weaker and the local mar-
ket fell considerably. The speculative
market is very active at the decline.
Spot Wheat is again lower, and even at
the quoted prices shippers are not buy-
ing. Spot Barley is unchanged, though
options show more strength. Not much
doing in Oats and previous prices stand;
market steady. Corn is weak; our out-
| side figures are extreme, Rye Is easy and
| prices are tending downward

The Apple market is now heavily sup-
plied, considering native and Eastern
stock. Receipts of Eastern in barrels are
| increasing; a few bring $4; the market on
| Apples is weak; some fancy Spitzenberg
| bring more than our top price. Grapes
are not so much in evidence to-day; re-
ceipts were nearly 2,000 boxes, but they
sold fairly well; Verdel, being practically
| the only White Grape in the market, does
| well, some bringing up to d0c in boxes.
| There were about 75 chests of Berries in
to-day; scme Strawberries brought $4. The
wide range in Raspberries is owing to the
soft condition of some. The demand for
Oranges is improving somewhat; quota-
tions are for new crop; some old crop sells
considerably below our prices.

eggs on Easter Sunday, and after-
ward of imitations in chocolate or
sugar. Another indulgence of the same

kind has probably been noticed by
English tourists at Rouen. The mag-
nificent tower of the Cathedral called
the Tour de Beurre, or Butter Tower,
cwes its origin to epicureanism on the
one hand nad priestly ingenuity on the
other. The Butter Tower, like the
Easter egg, commemorates a dispensa-
tion, having been built by the sums
paid for the privilege of eating butter
in Lent.—London Daily News.
