CITY BOARD OF EDUCATION.

Employment of a Truant Officer Dis-
cussed.

Director Driver Speaks of the Benefit
Derived From Teachers'

Institutes.

The City Board of Education met in
regular monthly session last night, Di-
rectors Davis, Crouch, Sherburn, Whit-
beck, Brown, Driver and Perkins being
present.

Director Driver said he had attended
the Teachers' Institute this week and
had spent, he thought, three of the
most enjoyable da>'S of his life and
gained much information that would be
of great use to him in his duties as a
member of the board. He had hereto-
fore had an Idea that the institute was
a dry place, to which the teachers were
compelled to go against their will. He
had been much surprised to find it di-
rectly the opposite.

He had taken pleasure in listening to
three fine lectures by Dr. Winship that
he wished the parents in this city could
have heard them, for they would have
been worth $10 apiece to them. He
thought it would have paid each of the
other members to have gone had they
been able, and would give them a better
insight into their duties and bring them
into direct contact with the teachers.
He was sorry that it had not been held
for a longer term, and had heard several
teachers make the same remark.

He had been considering the course of
study and the necessity of making
some changes in it. He wished to con-
sult with the teachers before making
any report on it.

Superintendent Erlewine said the
present course of study was the result
of many years of patient work and
careful investigation, and it would be
hard to make even slight changes for
the better in it.

Other members of the board agreed
with Mr. Driver that the institute had
been a decided success and was a de-
sirable thing.

The railroad maps of California for
the use of the schools were ordered
mounted.

A telephone was ordered put into the
new schooihouse at Twenty-sixth and
V streets.

The matter of a truant officer was
discussed, and Superintendent Erle-
wine said it did not prove practical
when it was tried before, and he did
not think it would now. It would take
a truant officer all day to visit the thir-
teen schools and another day to visit
the homes of the pupils. By the time he
had made his rounds the truants would
have returned to school. There were
onir twenty-two truants reported al-
together last month, and the average
attendance last month was 94 per cent.
He did not believe a truant officer
would do any good, but a man to go
around to the houses and see to the
children that do not go to school at all
and can be brought to school under the
compulsory education law would do
something. Taking out the children be-
tween 5 and 6 years old, and those that
have graduated from the grammar
schools under 17 years old, there would
be only about lUu left who do not go
to school. As a money proposition it
would not pay. but it would bring
some pupils into the schools.

President Davis said there were other
factors in the matter to be considered.
Th>srt was interference from outside
boys sometimes.

The matter was dropped and the
board adjourned.
