CABINET-MAKING.

Tacoma Ledger: No President has
yet taken the public into his confidence
in the matter of making up his Cabinet,

nor is it known how any President in
the past has managed to balance the
considerations which have guided him

in choosing the members of his polit-
leal family, except in the ease of Mr.
Lincoln, whose published correspond-
ence and elaborate biography, written
by his Secretaries, one of whom served
him in that capacity from the time of
his nomination, tell the full story of
how his selections were made.

In choosing his Cabinet the new
President does more than he can do
through any other appointments to
shape the policy of his administra-
tion as be wishes it to be, and to pro-

vide for Its success. The men chosen
for the important positions to be filled
must, to a large degree, be entrusted
with the management of affairs of
great importance, to which the Presi-
dent himself can give little or no at-

tention. It is, therefore, desirable that
they shall not only be men of great
business capacity, but that they shall
be ln accord with his views, and in har-
mony with each other. Political con-
siderations must, to a large extent,
govern in their selection, and it Ls
proper that they should do so, be-
cause the administration must succeed
in political affairs if it is to succeed
ln Its management of the general
business of the Government

These most prominent local feat-

WHEAT HIGHER, BOTH SPOT FOR
AND FUTURES.

Barley Firmer at Advanced Quota-
tions?Not Much Doing

in Oats.

San Francisco, Nov. 25th.
Wheat is stronger, and all markets show

an advance. Locally both futures and
spot are higher; receipts to-day included
92,940 centals for export, part for Europe
and part for Sydney. Barley is firmer;
spot lots are advanced and options, though
not very active, are higher. Not much
doing in Oats and prices are unchanged;
receipts light. Corn continues weak at pre-
vious prices.

No berries arrived to-day. Very few
Table Grapes offering. A carload of loose
Muscats arrived from Fresno and were
held for $12 per ton. A shipment of 2,389
boxes of Japanese Mandarins arrived on
the last steamer. Apples are moving more
freely, but at no better prices than quoted.
The Pears offering are mostly poor; fair
inquiry for good Winter Nelis. Choice
Lemons are scarce. Good sale for Oranges,
Seedlings are weaker.

Cheese is very firm and stocks continuelight; fancy mild new is advanced. The
extreme has probably been reached on
Egg3; receipts show signs of increasing;
the market is tirm at the quotations, al-
though the top figure is not readily ob-
tained.
