The highest and lowest temperatures
one year ago yesterday were 48 and 41
degrees, with .06 of an inch of rain,
and one year ago to-day 51 and 32 de-
grees, with no rain.

Yesterday was like one of those days
of January, 1893, when the sun was
invisible for several weeks. Yesterday
vas the first totally foggy day here for
a number of years in December. The
air was so completely saturated at o
p. m. that no evaporation was going
on, as both the wet and dry thermom-
eter recorded the same temperature,
viz., 45 degrees.

In fact, the air was oversaturated,
and what the atmosphere could not ab-
sorb formed itself into very minute
particles of moisture, called mist, but
it was not missed very much by those
who enccuntered its chilling dampness
last evening.

It is greatly to be hoped that no
such weather is in store for us as was
experienced «during the session of the
Legislature in January, 1803, for our
visitors will begin to think that we
have a “beastly” climate, as the Eng-
lish say.
