The golden and
silver effects on the water in the sunset
and moonlight scenes was still more
wonderful In its coloring, the almost Im-
perceptible shading of one color into
another being an absolute copy of na-
ture, as well as the reflection of the
hills and trees in the water. Among the
finest and most perfect views were a
number of the volcano of Fusiyama and
the lake that lies at its base, so faith-
fully reproduced from different points
that it seemed as if the real scene lay
spread before the beholder. The next
exhibition will be late in January and
will be from the slides that took the first
prize offered to amateurs by the Photo-
graphic Magazine, and which are said
to be among the finest in the country.
