Some sclentists have said that fair
people were the most highly developed,
and as the human race advanced
blondes would increase.

Com down in the world’s history,
it is found teeming with blonde women
whose deeds have made them famous.

peared a blonde.” Isabella’s superiority
over the other Queens of her day needs
no comment when one remembers how
supreme over her vanity she rose—the
besetting sin of her time—and sold her
jewels that Columbus might start in
quest of the other side of the world,
which she was sensible enough to be-
feve existed.

Her marvelous escape from a despised
marriage, which her brother tried to
thrust upon her, when a mere child of
16 yvears, is rather to the advance of
the proverb: “The prayers of the right-
eous availeth much.” Henry, the reign-
ing King, had been much exercised,
and at last an open revolt placed his
brother Alfonzo as rival King. Henry,
thinking that the influence of Don
Diego Giron, the nephew of the great
primate of Spain, would insure his re-
instatement, offered his beautiful sis-
ter to the profligate rebel without a
thought for her happiness.

When Isabella heard of this arrange-
ment she rose in rebellious horror
against a union with one so unworthy
of her in every point. She confined
herself to her apartments, abstaining
from nutriment and sleep for a day and
a night, and imploring heaven in the
most piteous manner to save her from
this dishonor by her own death or that
of her enemy. Don Diego Giron hav-
ing received his dispensation, which
was necessary, as he had taken a vow
of celibacy, speedily set out on the
journey to Madrid with an attendance
befitting the bridegroom of a royal
cess, The very first evening after
his departure he was taken violently
ill and four days after he died, cursing
and bemoaning the fate that did not
spare him long enough to accomplish
the marriage which he is so much de-
The unhappy bride-elect, of
whom the old hidalgo spoke when, with
heart overflowing for his perishing
country, he first gazed upon the youth-
ful princess: “Now, Lord, let they ser-
vant depart in peace, for my country’s
deliverance is at hand,” was saved for
greater things.

Another famous woman of this type |

was Lucretia Borgia, Duchess of Fer-
rara, whose infamy or goodness is now
a mooted question. In the whole reign
of medieval history there is said to be
no question more difficult of solution
than a just appreciation of her charac-
ter, From the description given of her
by the writers of her day it would ap-
pear that a more Iinfamous being never
disgraced a woman's form; that there
was scarcely a crime that she had not
committed, nor a vice she had not rev-
eled in.

On the other hand, writers of at least
equal eminence, both contemporaneous
and modern, speak of her in precisely
opposite terms. With them no praise
can be sufficiently strong to do justice
to her many virtues. By their descrip-
tion she would appearto havebeen pious,
charitable, amiable, an attached wife
andd excellent mother to her children,
governing in the absence of her hus-
band, the States of Ferrara with strict
justice, tempered with mercy; respected
by her subjects and beloved by her de-
pendents. So widely indeed do author-
jties differ as to the real character of
Luecretia Borgia that it is impossible to
decide between them. At the same time

t must be admitted that if some have

been toa loud in their praises others
have been too unscrupulous in their
blame.

Sweden's great queen, Christina, was
other evidence of Dblondness and
strangth, This unusually vigorous char-
acter was very early In glving sign of
her strong individuality. The dlslike
she evinced for winé and beer, when
hardiy out of babyhood, and ‘the tenac-
ity with which she held out and went
thirsty when her mother positively re-
fused her water, believing it unwhole-
‘Bome for her, was only indicative of the
decisive character which was to come
forth in the woman.

An interesting story Is told of Chris-
tina at this time. Her mother, Marie
‘Leonora, who was very careful of her
rompiexion, had her maids bring to her
Aresding room bottles of dew that she
might bathe her face in it. In an evil
hour when poor Christina’s tongue was
‘burning with thirst, she discovered the
'yottie of dew and eagerly drained every
‘qrop. After this each day the bottle
was émptied and Christina no longer
thifrsted. The maids were accused of in-
dulging their complexions, and a gen-
erat unsettled condition ensued. But one
day little Christina was caught in the
act, and a sound flogging was adminis-
tered by the mother, and another
drought prevalled.

This flogging only added to the many
disagreeable memories which Christina

ever cherished of hef mother, who nevéer
forgave her for being a girl. Her more
generous father, whose heart was quite
as much set on a son and heir, soon re-
covered from his disappointment and
lavished affection upon her. :

Christina, from being a homely child,
grew to be a handsome woman, not-
withstanding the misfortune of one
shoulder being lower than the other;
but this defect was successfully con-
cealed by high sleeves, which first set
the fashion which has been so largely
patronized. On hearing said in the
Catholic Church, “He that marrieth
doeth well, but he that does not doeth
better,” she at once announced that this
was the religion for her, and at no time
of her life would she be persuaded to
break her vow.

This Queen gave to Sweden the first
entire peace she had enjoyed for eighty-
seven years. In the face of opposition
of church and state she bestowed upon
Germany one of the greatest blessings
she has to be thankful for by terminat-
ing the thirty years’ war. There has
been more than one instance where bru-
nettes have had to give up their crowns
in honor of their blonde sisters.

The Creole Josephine had to give up
her imperial crown that it might adorn
the brow of the blonde Marie Louise.

Margaret of Valois, the Queen of
Henry IV of France, had to share the
same fate that Gabriella @’Estrees might
be made Queen; but death, the mightier
monarch, claimed her for his own ere
the coronation; and while she may have
been placed on the great white throne,
vet one good action of this woman whom
Henry so tenderly loved has immor-
talized her name. It was her influence
over the monargh, who confessed he
could refuse her nothing, that the edict
of Nantes was signed.

How much her people preferred her to
Margaret was shown when they bore
her in triumph through the streets of
Paris covered with diamonds and other
precious stones.

The fair Margaret of Anjou, who was
likened to her emblem flower, the daisy,
was another queen of power. After the
death of the king, Henry VI., she car-
ried on the war of the roses, and fought
with untiring zeal for the rights of her
beloved Edward. One of her historians
has said: ‘“England has never had a
queen more worthy of a throne than
Margaret; no woman surpassed her in
beauty and few men in courage. It
seemed that she had been formed by
heaven to supply her royal husband the
qualities which he required to become
a great king.”

The unfortunate termination of her
zeal is no reflection upon her mentality.
As matters stood with the houses of
York and Lancaster, it needed but a
breath ito turn the scale either way. Al-
though she was powerful in battle, Mar-
garet was a woman; when her physical
force began to weaken the current
turned.

Among those of this type who turned
their strength and influence in the
wrong direction Isabel of Bavaria and
Catharine de Medici must take first
rank., The latter, wife of one King and
mother of three, so liberally endowed
with all the qualities befitting a ruler,
will ever be aseociated in history with
the massaeme of St. Bartholomew.

She whom Mlle. de Scudery intro-
duced im the Eyrus of Parthenie, “A
tall, grgeeful woman, with fine eyes,
lovely coggpdexion nad the most beauti-
ful throad & the world, a fine simile,
expressing %he sweetness or bitterness
of her seud,” became the most important
personage in France. But rage and
suspicion (not without foundation)
taking possession of her countrymen’s
minds against her, she lost control, and
civil wars followed her to the end of
her life.

Queans must now| step aside and give
place to one who, while she never wore
a crown, yet ruled. Sara Jennings,
Duches of Marlborough, that beautiful
and spicy lady whose will was ever
law, képt the color of her golden hair
by the use of honey wateér until she
reached a ripe old age, and so success-
fully preserved herself that when a
grandmother mnelther of her three
daughters could rival her in appear-
ance, although they were all handsome
women.

Of La Belle Jennings, as she was
known in her youth, Colley Cibber feel-
ingly mnarrates fifty years after the

. memorable scene when she stopped at

the house of the Earl of Devonshire, ac-
companying the Princess Anne in her
flight. ‘““There being more guests than
attendants, I, who was well known in
the Earl's family, was called upon to
wait upon Lady Churchill; the conse.
quence was I heard but two words,
wine and water, which came (rom the
lips of the fair creature I was attending.
All my senses were collected in my eyes
gazing upon this vision before me.”

She and the Princess had been inti-
mate since childhood. Mrs. Morley and
Mrs. Freeman, as they later styled
themselves, grew in intimacy until the
Princess became Queen. Then much
trouble ensused. While Sarma's dominat-
ing nature caused her to queen it over
all, she was sincere and truthful, adored
by her husband, who called her his
soul’s soul, and when disgrace came
upon him it was she who brought him
through.

Had her education been in accord
with her talent her power might have
been unlimited. Brilliant as she was,
her letters were most ignorantly writ-
ten, A beautiful, brilliant, hot-tem-
pered, arrogant woman, who took such
a high hand in public affairs and was
so self-assertive that all of her good
deeds were forgotten on the morning
when the news spread that “Old Marl-
borough was dying.”

This article would be incomplete with-
out the mention of England's virgin
Queen; blonde, but not beautiful, and
possessed of more vanity than any
beauty named. In her latter days her
maids spent much of their time keeping
mirrors out of her way, as her wrath
knew no bounds when she caught a
glimpse of her withered face. Her love
of admiration was her weak point. She
wanted to be thought capable of inspir-
ing passion in others, but very little
was ever inspired in her own heart.

In order to appreclate what this
“Queen of famous memory,” as Crom-
well sald we should not be ashamed %o
call her, did for England, one has to
understand how the country had sunk
before she came to the throne. Few

rulers have had to contend with such |

formidable and complicated difficulties.
Whatever adverse criticism may say,she
ruled her country with signal success
for forty years. She is one of the
blonde Queens to whom England is
much indebted, to say nothing of the
present ruler.

Wherever the fair-haired, blue-eyed
Saxons have planted a colony it has
always flourished. And whether the
loss of their beautiful colorings which
made the Romans liken them to angels
will be their gain or loss remains to be
seen.~—Philadelphia Press.
