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TERRIBLY COLD WAVE
THROUGHOUT THE EAST.

The Thermometer at Chicago Many De-
grees Below Zero, and Still Falling.

Great Suffering Among Thousands of
Destitute People.

Intensely Cold Weather Prevailing in
Missouri, Kansas, Nebraska, lowa,
Michigan, Minnesota, Wisconsin,
Colorado and the Dakotas—The

Missouri River Entirely Frozen

Over at Omaha.

CHICAGO, Jan 25.—The people of
Chicago in bodies and as individual cit-
izens were aroused to-day to take
prompt and generous action for the re-
lief of the two thousand destitute in-
habitants, whose suffering for want of
food, fuel and clothing has reached an
extreme stage as a result of the terribly
cold wave which came upon the city
Saturday increasing in intensity until
it reached the lowest point recorded in
a quarter of a century.

Between » and 7 a. m. the Weather
Bureau in the Auditorium tower, where
it is warmer than on the street, re-
corded 20 degrees below zero. Only once
in the history of the Bureau, December
24, 1872, 23 degrees below, has the tem-
perature fallen lower. From 9 a. m. to
2 p. m. there was a gradual rise, the
range being 18 to 12 degrees, but the
reaction was hardly felt, when accom-
panied with a cutting wind from the
northwest. The highest temperature for
the day was 10 degrees below,
night the mercury is moving
downward again, with no hope of ma-
terial reduction for to-morrow.

tioners were arrested in Oregon and re-
| turned to their vessel.

He asked what difference there
was in essence between the overseer
standing over a man with lash in hand
‘and compelling him to labor against his

will, and the United States Government
{ through its Marshal, compelling a man
{ to work under a contract which he no
longer wished to observe.
| Discussing the possibilities of legisla-
| tiocn under the princivle of the decision
of the court, Justice Harlan called at-
tention to the vastly wider field that was
open to State Legislatures, which were
restricted only by what was specifically
prohibited to them, compared with Con-
gress, which acted only under delegated
powers. What a sensation, he asked,
would result from the passage by a

specifi

of

State Legislature of a law authorizing
the arrest of a domestic employe who
had contracted for six months’ service,
but who had at the end of a month, for
reasons satisfactory to himself or her-
self, decided to abandon the contract?
Yet he asserted the right of the State to
do that upon just as solid a basis as the
decision of the court in this case. The
Supreme Court was all powerful, and
by a ten-line decision might wipe out
the Magna Charta, and there was no
power to say it nay. This power was
conferred upon it by the Constitution,
and that did not give Congress a right
to pass a law which compelled one man
to serve another against his will. It was
a matter of purely personal and private
contract.

SELF-DESTRUCTION,

THREE OAKLANDERS TRY TO END
THEIR EXISTENCE.

\n(him.. was heard of the lodger until
7:30 this morning when the call bell
was rung and J. D. Pettit, a bell boy,
went to the apartment in response. He
opened the door and saw Nordhausen
stretched out, fully dressed on the
lounge,

The man turned to the boy and told
him that he had accidentally shat him-
self. “You've got the gas turned on,”
replied Pettit.

“That’'s nothing; leave it alone,”
plied the occupant of the room.

Dr. Taylor was summoned, but Nord-
hausen would not allow the physician
to treat him, saying he wanted to die.

Later on he was taken to St. Luke's
Hospltal, where an examination re-
vealed that he was shot in the left
breast above the heart, the bullet rang-
ing inward and downward in its course,
producing a serious and probably fatal
wound.

The coat and vest on the wounded
man were powder burned, and the end
of a silk necktie he had on was singed
off, showing that the pistol must have
been close to the body when the shot
was fired.

Nordhausen refuses to talk and will
give no reason for his attempt to com-
mit suicide. The pistol with which the
shot was fired was found in the bath-
rooin adjoining the room occupied by
him at the Baldwin.

TWO SUICIDES AT OAKLAND.

OAKLAND, Jan. 25.—Edgar L. Cox.
a painter, was found dead this after-
noon in a lodging-house at 410 Tenth
sireet. There was every indication of
suicide. He left a note stating that his
two children were taken from him by
Miss Preston of Sacramento several
vears ago. His wife is dead and his
two brothers are in Sacramento. Their
names are E. F. and E. J. Cox. De-
ceased was last seen alive at 10:30
Saturday night. Decomposition had
set in. He was lying on his side as if
asleep.

Mrs. Elizabeth Mullery, wife of N. 1.
Mullery of San Francisco, a mail car-
rier, suicided with morphine at her
home, 821 Santa Clara avenue, Ala-
meda, last night. She was melancholy
since the death of her only child, over
nine years ago.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 25.—“The most
complete news that weé have yet re-
ceived from Cuba,” said Mr. Du Bosec,
the First Secretary of the Spanish Le-
gation to-day, “reached us by cable
from Madrid last night. It is a telegram
from the Minister of Foreign Affairs,
the Duke of Tetuan, embodying the
material points of a dispatch sent to
him by the Captain-General at Havana
The Duke's dispatch reads as follows:
“General Weyler, at the head of four-
teen battalions, has traversed the prov-
ince of Havana, impelling the prin-
cipal rebel chiefs to fly to Las Villas,

abandoning their horses in the River |

Hanabana, many of the fugitives per
ishing in Maritimas.

“This information, the Minister, Du
Puy de Lome, authorizes me to give to
the United Associated Presses” said
Mr. Du Bosc.
