WAYS AND MEANS.

The Committee on Retrenchment,
through Chairman Meliek, reported fa-
vorably on Guy's resolution to allow
two members of the Ways and Means
Ckuiimifctee to visit several institutions
asking- for appropriations. Adopted.

A. B. 72, introduced by Foreman, an
Act to keep open natural channels not
navigable, which run through agricul-

tural lands and. are subject to overflow,
to the Injury of the land, and the duty
(of Boards of Supervisors in relation
thereto, was reported back unfavorably
from the Commilttee on County and
Township Governments. The same
Committee reported favorably on A. B.
391, Mulcrevy's bill relative to the as-
sessment of property of those refusing
or neglecting to give statements to the
Assessor.
FAVORABLE TO ROCK CRUSHING.

Ennis' bill, 133, authorizing the Board
of State Prison Directors to purchase

additional machinery for the Folsom
rock-crushing plant, was reported fa-
vorably from Canavan's Committee on
State Prisons and Reformatories.

Hart North's bill for restricting the
number of temporary attaches, No. 373,
\u25a0was made a special order for Thurs-
day directly after the reading of the
Journal.

Adjournment was taken at 1 o'clock.

THE PROBING BEGUN.

Chairman Breiling of the Mileage
Committee on the Rack.

Chairman Waymire called the Investi-
gating Committee to order In room 24
of the Capitol something after 3 p. m.
yesterday. All were present but Stan-
sell, who appeared later. Messrs Chy-
roowet'h, attorney for the committee,
and Brusie, counsel for Chief Clerk
Duckworth, were present, also Clerk
Cummings. a young lady stenographer

and a pretty full representation from
"'Newspaper Row."

There had been intimations that some
members of the committee favored
making the meetings executive sessions,
to the exclusion of reporters and cor-
respondents, but nothing was said
albout it at yesterday's session, and it
Is probable that a wise judgment will
sway all future sessions as well, and
that Che public wall be allowed to know
that the committee ls indeed "probing
the whole matter to the bottom."

Chynoweth offered in evidence the ori-
ginal roll of temporary attaches pre-
pared in committee and the one finally
adopted, by the Assembly. These lists
and the letter of Doud were all the
points that he had time to examine.
The lists were marked "Exhibit 1."

The Chairman asked Chynoweth what
was the result of his examination. He
Irad found some discrepancies.

Emmons moved Chat Chief Clerk
Duckworth be subpenaed to appear
before the committee with all papers
in his possession bearing on the matter
in bland. Braste stated that, by advice
of his physicians, Assemblyman Rea-
lties and Dr. Baldwin, Duckworth would
not venture to appear before Friday.

I>r. Keabies confirmed this. This was
agreed to.

It was Blamed that Hart North was in
possession of a list of the employes and
also of a list of Assemblymen who had
requested their appointment. Assem-
blyman North was summoned and, being:
sworn, testified that he had, in a safe
4n town, the papers reported back to the
caucus by the committee appointed by
that body to investigate the attaches
affair. Among- those, so 'he had been
told, but oould not swear, was a list in
Duckworth's writing. Being- desired to
produce the papers before the commit-
tee North requested to be subpenaed
in due form, which was done and he is
to present them at to-day's meeting.

Assemblyman Belshaw, being sworn,
was requested to tell what he knew
B st the letter signed Thomas Doud
presented to the committee by him.
This letter was offered in evidence by
Chynoweth and marked "Exhibit 2."
The letter was read and Belshaw was
asked to state all the facts with regard
bo At. Said he did not remember date of
Its receipt but, supposing this matter
would go into the hands of the Re-
trenchment QwiMlstttae, he had handed
it to Chairman Melick. When this spe-
cial committee was appointed to inves-
tigate he had thought it might be of use
bo them and had brought it for that
purpose.

QtM ttoned by Brusle, Belshaw stated
that he did not know I>oud, did not
know Gunzendorfer, Roderiguez or
Kearny, the men claimed to have been
fraudulently on 'the roll, and did not
know that they were on the roll, though
be thought he had read them in the
Journal.

Assemblyman Breiling, Chairman of
the Committee on Mileage which report-
ed back the list of temporary attaches
with their per diem and mileage, was
sworn.

Breiling gave a somewhat disjointed
account of bow the list of attaches was
gotten together. Said he asked Duck-
worth how to get at the matter and, by
ids advice, took them from the list,
printed in the Assembly journal of Jan-
uary 4th, headed thus:

"Chief Clerk Duckworth appointed
the following attaches, not included in
the list of statutory officers, which were
necessary to transact the business of
the temporary organization."

Ttreikng stated that this was accord-
ingly done though be did not personally
do it. He asked Dv kworth still fur-
ther how he should gel along and Duck-
worth recomrnendsd his brother, N. G.
Duckworth, and Ed. J. Smith, as as-
sistants. Accordingly they assisted
Breiling, one reading from the printed
list and the other writing down the
names.

This list with the various sums set
opposite the names constituted the first
report handed in by the Mileage Com-
mittee, but on account of complaints of
error by members, in the list of mileage

a -t.-mblymen also included in that re-
port, it was recommitted, with Instruc-
tions to report the following day.

When the final report was handed in,
more than a dozen names, with per diem
attached, had been added to the list of

attaches. The two lists were read in
committee and the "discrepancies"
checked off. They are as follows:

B. A White, gatekeeper. $28; W. S.
Reamer, gatekeeper, $4; W. Howard,
W. c iw.rs.-y. C. McLean, pages, each
$21; DfJoa Curtis and P. F. King, door-
keepers, each $28; Miss M. Per to!a,
assistant history clerk, $35; G. W. Ash-
lay, porter. $28; J. C. Williams, file
clerk, $35; W. Hopkins, page, $21; M.
A. Kearney, assistant engrossing clerk,
$56.

M. J. Flynn. whose name appeared on
the firs* as porter, with a per diem
which would have been $28, appears
on the finally accepted list as an as-
sistant journal clerk, with a per diem
ot $56; Ella BatJeman, no occupation,
$56. This i.ust name was not on the type

written copy, it is claimed, and it is

written between the lines with no posi-

tion attached.
Breiling was asked how these addi-

ctions! names came to be added. His
memory was faulty, but he said that
on the day when tbe first report was

handed in there were so many "kicks"
from members about everything and so
many claimed their friends had been
left off that he again appealed to Duck-
worth, who gave him the additional
names and said they had probably been
left off by the printer.

Questioned about the name of Ella
Bateman which was not on the original
list, nor on the type-written list which
was handed in as the committee's final
report, Breiling testified that he did
not write it in and did not know who
diid. He could not remember if it was
on the list as handed in or not.

To a question as to how If. J. Flynn
received his promotion between two
days, Breiling said: "Icannot tell."

Emmons said to Breiling: "You say
you added names to the roll after some
kick made by members. Now was that
not after the Speaker was elected?"

Breiling?l don't know.
Emmons?Was it not after the House

went into permanent organization and
the Chief Clerk had no further right
to make appointments that these names
were added?

Breiling?l guess it must be so.
Breiling was asked by Chairman

Waymire:
"How and where did you get the in-

formation that so many employes were
necessary to organize the House?"

"I didn't get it."
"Did you inquire whether they were

here, whether they were performing
their duties, as to why th=y should have
so much compensation?"

"No; I just took fat for granted, I
supposed that was the way."

The committee adjourned to meet at
the call of the chair.

MRS. NICHOLS' CHILDREN.
The Mother Declares They Have Not

Been Neglected.
Mrs Nichols, the divorced wife of

the Second street restaurant keeper,
called at the "Record-Union" office last
night to deny that she had failed to
properly provide for her children during
her aibsence in San Francisco. She was
well dressed and certainly looked as if
she were capable of providing the chil-
dren with suitable clothing.

Two of the little ones were with her,
and they were far better dressed than
the majority of children of even well-
to-do parents. She said that if Special
Officer Healy found them poorly clad
it was owing either to their own or
their grandmother's temporary neglect,
as they have as good warm clothing as
children could wish for.

Mrs. Nichols said she was employed in
a restaurant in San Francisco and did
all for her children that she possibly
could. The fact that one was sick was
kept from her until a day or two ago
when she was shown the paragraph
concerning them in the "Record-Un-
ion."

THE HAND OF THE LAW.

FRYE FAVORS ARBITRATION.

BELIEVES NATIONS SHOULD BE
AT PEACE,

Yet the Proposed Treaty With Eng-

land Should Not be Railroaded
Through the Senate.

NEW YORK, Jan. 26.?A "Sun" spe-
cial from Portland, Me., says: In re-
sponse to a letter urging him to exert
all his influence tn favor of the early
passage by the Senate of the arbitra-
tion treaty, Senator Frye sent Bishop
Neely of the Episcopal Church of Maine
the following communication:

"I have your letter of January 20th,
urging in the strongest possible terms
the ratification of the arbitration
treaty. It contains a suggestion that
there may be some opposition to the
treaty from ?partisanship, jealousy or
jingoism.' 1 beg to assure you, sir,

that there is not the slightest indica-
tion of anything of the kind so far
apparent. The treaty is before the
Committee on Foreign Relations and
is receiving, as it is entitled to, a most
careful scrutiny.

"Secretary Olney was before us for
an hour and a half Wednesday morn-
ing. Each article ought to receive con-
s i -ntious examination. If the Monroe
doctrine, maintained by us for half a
century, is by this treaty the subject

of arbitration, a good many votes
would be cast against it. Secretary
Olney convinced me that that doctrine,
being a policy rather than a right,
would not be included within its terms.

"The construction of the Nicaragua
Canal and its practical control by our
Government is considered by very
many essential to our commercial pro-
gress, to our peace and prosperity.

Does any article in this treaty make
any question raised there a case for
arbitration? If it does, objections will
be made by some to the ratification of
the treaty. Senator Edmunds, I am
liappy to say, takes the ground that
this is impossible.

\u2666Another question which attracts
some attention, our Alaskan boundary,

which we hold under Russia and which,
under her and us, has lasted for sev-
enty-five years, is now by Canada
called in question? Is this to be arbi-
trated?

"You judge me rightly when you as-
sume that I am in favor of arbitration
for the settlement of questions between
nations. "War is a most cruel and
brutal arbitrator. I think, however,
from what I have written that you
will recognize as a fact that this treaty

cannot and ought not to be railroaded
through the Senate, but that it should
receive careful, conscientious and patri-
otic investigationi" ,

"LITTLE PETE'S FUNERAL."

CONDUCTED WITH DUE PAGAN

FORn AND CEREfIONY.
%

An American Band, a Lengthy Train

of Hourners and Plenty of

Roast Pig and Poultry.

SAX FPvAXCISCO, Jan. 26.?The fu-
neral of "Little Pete," tbe murdered
leader of the Sam Yup Society, took
place to-day, and was conducted with
all due pagan form and ceremony.

Heathen prayers were said, heathen
songs were sung, clouds of Chinese in-
cense rose from burning' punks and
candles, and all about the body of the
dead during the services thronged the
quaintly robed priests, the white clad
mourners and scores upon scores of the

slain man's friends and followers. The
principal services were held at "Lit-
tle Pete's" late residence, 819 Washing-

ton street, where his shoe factory is
also located.

From a very early hour Washington

street from a block above and below

the building was black with people,
Chinese and whites. The strong force
of police which kept constant guard in
the vle.Lni.ty saw to it there wras no un-
due lingering.

Up stairs in the large room of the

shoe factory lay the body of the de-
ceased, incased in a costly casket
covered with black cloth. The finest
of clothing was upon the corpse. A
costly robe of brilliantlycolored velvet

covered his form, and on his head was
a black mandarin cap.surmounited by a
button of gold. Near the foot of the
coffin burned Chinese candles and in-
cense, and within it packed about his
face and neck were bundles of paper
inscribed with mystic characters, which
were supposed to aid the deceased on
his way to the realms of celestial hap-
piness.

Many large and handsome floral
pieces were arranged about the coffin,

most of them the gifts of Chinese firms
and individuals, though the donors of
several were Caucasians,

All morning the white robed mourn-
ers, male and female, stood about the
casket, Intermingled with them being

two or three- priests. It was not until
1 o'clock, however, that the actual fu-
neral ceremonies began. To the Cau-
casian there seemed little significance

in them, though certainly there was
much that was picturesque In the strange
chanting of the priests, the barbaric
notes of the Chinese musicians, the pa-
per burning ceremonies, etc.

During the morning eighteen roast
pigs, two roast sheep and wtagonloads

of poultry, sweetmeats, etc., had been
sent out to the cemetery and thither
the remains were conveyed. A six-horse
hearse held the casket, an American
l>and furnishing the music and a
l -:igthy train of mourners following.
The Sam Yups marched in a body, as
did several other societies to which the
deceased had belonged, and the line of
carriages was fully a mile long.

Although the formal interment cere-
monies were arranged to take place at
the City Cemetery, the body Is to be
placed in a receiving vault at Laurel
Hill, and further services are to be
held next Thursday.

After the funeral a meeting was held
by the See Yup Society, which plotted

"Pete's" murder, in celebration of the
death. There is general joy in the so-
ciety over the event, and with them it
is considered that the death of their
enemy is one of the biggest victories
in the history of Chinatown.

COMMERCIAL.

A FURTHER DROP IN WHEAT
PRICES RECORDED.

Barley Easy, With a Downward Ten-
dency?Oats Practically at

a Standstill.

San Francisco, Jan. 26th.
For the past few days Wheat has been

declining and to-day a further drop is re-
corded; there, have been few shippers in
tho market, and millers seem to be sup-
plied for the present. Since the 6th of last
November the lowest point on May Wheal
was reached to-day. Barley lias been easy,
Willi a tendency toward lower prices; the
market is not very active. Oats have bt en
practically at a standstill; excepting tor
the small local wants there is no demand.
Corn is in liberal supply, particularly of
Eastern, and the market has been weak
and quiet; prices have declined during the
w t ek.

The Fruit business is of a dragging
nature. Quite a lot of the box Apples ar-
riving have been placed in cold storage.
Apples in barrels are not so plentiful as
they were a short time ago; some poor
stock sells below the Inside quotation. A
few Fancy Reds in boxes bring St 50, but
with these the market is scantily supplied.
On Friday and Saturday there were quite a
lot of Oranges received, but, as a rule, re-
ceipts have been light, in keeping with
the demand; strictly fancy Navels ar<
rather scarce. There have bo a no Mexi-
can Limes on tho market tor the past
week or so; there will be a steamer due
to-morrow with 300 cases and one Satur-
day with about 400 cases.
