She was Grand President
of the Native Daughters of the Golden
W' -t, and delivered the oration on Wo-
men's Day at the Monterey Semi-CYn-
tennial celebration. She was an able
and accomplished woman of high char-
a. t, r. He had corresponded with her.
and as it was expected that the consti-
tutional amendment granting suffrug-

to women would win at the last elec-
tion they bad thought it would be a
novel and striking feature for him to
open the Thirty-second session of the
Legislature with a force consisting en-
tirely of young ladies. Of course Miss
Bertola would have the first place.

The very startling scheme of opening

the Assembly with young women wa-
naSMSi i .'d Inoperative by the failure of
the suffrage amendment, but he was de-
termined Miss Bertola should have a
place at all events.
