
CAPITAL DISTRICT DIVIDED.

Each Diiision Will Have Its Own School
Management.

The Mdtter Settled at the Meeting of

the Supervisors Yes-

terday.

The dissension among- the residents
of Capital School District, which has
heretofore embraced Oak Park and a
considerable territory thereabouts, may
be considered at an end. as the Super-
vis. >rs yesterday voted, to divide tbe
district.

One of the districts thus created will
be known as the Goldberg- District (not

"Goldbug," as the wittilyinclined clerk
of the board pronounced it in reading

the petition).
There was a large gathering of the

residents of Oak Park and vicinity at

the Supervisors' room while the peti-
tion for division was under considera-
tion, and several of them were loaded
v, ith arguments Cor and against the
proposition.

The bone of contention was the line
of division. Naturally the petitioners

for the new district wanted all the ter-
ritory they could get, but County

School Superintendent Howard had
come in as a sort of arbitrator with a
modified proposition, and also having

in view the effect of division on both
districts, according to the population
und numl>er of census children in each.
Both sides agreed that there was neces-
sity for dividing the district, which had,
by the growth of Oak Park, become too
populous for one.

County School Superintendent How-
ard explained the situation to be sim-
ply a question as to the boundaries to

be established. There was no difference
of opinion as to the necessity for a di-
vision of the district. He requested that
the petition for a division be read,
which was done.

The petition was filed by residents
of the district outside of Oak Park,

and designated what the boundaries of
the district should be.

Accompanying the petition was a
Written recommendation of County Su-

l-.rintendent Howard regarding the
line of division of Capital District dif-
fi t ing from that deacribed in the peti-
tion.

There was also read a prot<-st by
many rltiiriMl of Oak Park against the
division line recommended by Superin-

tendent Howard.
The first speaker in support of the

original petition was ex-Supet visor
Greer, who took issue with Superin-
tendent Howard's re,«ommendation as
to the line of division. After speaking

of the necessity for a division of the
district Mr. Greer said the people out-
Bide of Oak Park had asked that the di-

?*> ision be on certain lines, but County
Superintendent Howard had advised
another line of division. Mr. Howard
should be a competent judge of where
tbe division line should run, and he
did not feel like opposing his recom-
mendation, at least until the matter
had been more fully considered.

Mr. Curl was the next to address the
board, and he presented a map of the
district showing where the proposed
line of division should run. He repre-
sented the Oak Park or protesting ele-
ment, and said the petitioners pro-
posed to allow Oak Park only about
one?ighth of the territory of the pres-
ent district. The Howard plan allowed
! hak Park more territory, including the

Louisiana tract, and some other ter-
ritory embraced in the petition for the
establishment of the new or Goldberg

District.
By means of his map Mr. Curl ar-

gued from tho Oak Park point of View.
He called on a Mr. Maginnis. who lives

OCJ the Louisiana tract, who opposed
hiving that tract Included in the new
district. There is no trouble about his
children reaching Oak Park. There is
a swale there, but a ditch would drain

Mr. Curl said the Oak Park people

didn't want the others to leave them,
but if they must go. th»- <>ak Parkers

Said the people of that tract
all. except one. preferred to stay
In the Oak Park District. He objected
\u25a0to having the division line cut through
that tract.

J. A. Lowery. another Louisiana trad
resident, said he did not object to being

taxed for a new sehoofltOVSO. He did
n.pt want to be in the Oak Park Dis-
trict, and did not think the ranchers
should be dragged in to hdp support

the Oak Park people. If the latter can't
support thejf school, they shouldn't go

P. Hogat.oon,. a supporter of the peti-
tion for a new distiict. said tie- Oak
Parkers wanted the people of the rest
of the district to pu«t in their money
and build them a fine school house, and
\u25a0tlcen go in and be< ome a part of Sac-
ramento city, or else Incorporate by

themselves. This w.>uld leave the coun-
try people all out. with no schoolhouse
and no money- to build one.

Mrs.Waldron. who lives on the Loans- |
lana tract, said she preferred to be in 'the new district. Bhe had had constd- j
erable trouble in getting her children J

into the Oak Park school. Her children
have to be taken to school in a vehicle,
as they cannot cross a slough in that
neighborhood.

Mr. Curl said the Oak Park people

did not oars about having the Louis-
iana tract kept in their district.

Mrs. R. Silva. who lives near Whisky
Hill, and who had di . lined to sign the
original petition for a new district, had
changed her mind and sent in a written
statement tlvat she favored the propo-
sition.

W. H. Collins, one of the Capital Dis-
trict School Ti-ustees. spoke against the
.division as asked for by the original
petition. Many of the petitioners, he
said, were persons who have no chil-
dren to be sent to school. It would be
an injustice to Oak Park for the board
Ito cut them off from a reasonable
Iamount of territory.

Supervisor Morrison here moved that

Ithe testimony be the mat-
ter be left with the board and the

|County Superintendent. It was so or-
jdered.

Mr. Howard was then questioned fur-
[ther regarding his ideas on the boun
dary matter. Supervisor Morrison ask-
ed him why the Oak Park District
could not be made nearly square and
include the Louisiana bract.

Mr. Howard replied that it would af-
fect the school census,

Mr. Morrison then moved that Capital
District l>e divided as advised by Su-
perintendent Howard, with a mxlilioa-
tion that will include in the Oak Park
District the Gerber and Palmer bracts
antl the small strip of tic LouiSiatK.
tract on tbe Oak Park side of the
Whisky Hill road.

Supervisor Curtis moved to amend so
as to include all of the Louisiana tract
in the new district.

After some further discussion the roll
was called on Morrison's motion, and it
eras carried by a vote of four to one?
Supervisor Curtis voting in the nega-
?the. He said he wanted the Louisiana
tract in the new district an 1 intact.

And so there will be a new district,
the Goldberg, carved out of Capital

THE SUPERVISORS.
They Put in the Forenoon Discuss-

ing Advertising and Bridges.
There was not much business trans-

acted at yesterday forenoon's session of
the Board of Supervisors, but there was
considerable discussion over advertis-
ing and bridge building.

Last week the "Record-Union" pub-
lished the semi-annual report of the
financial transactions of the board for
the preceding six months, which the
District Attorney had advised that
body was tvi-uired by law. The sub-
ject came before the board by Super-
visor Morrison saying that as Chair-
man of the Printing Committee he de-
sired that an expert should measure up
the space and report what the cost
should be under the advertising sched-
ule. The demand for the advertising
had not yet been received.

Then the members of the board spent
some minutes talking over the matter
of the publication of the Treasurer's
and Supervisors' reports required by
law. They regarded these publications
as unnecessary and expensive, but the
law required them.

After that several members each took
a shy at Darby Laydon, the bridge
builder, who had constructed a trestle
over a low place on the upper Stock-
ton road during the rainy weather.
Laydon had the contract to do the
work, but Supervisors Morrison and
Jenkins couldn't understand why he
built the trestle at a time when the
water was so high that travelers could
not get near enough to ( limb upon it., Laydon explained that he had his
workmen out at McConnell's. on the
Cosurnaes River, where he was prepar-
ing to build the steel bridge awarded
to him. and during his absence in San
Francisco tin y went ahead and put in
the trestle. *

Supervisor M'Laughlin couldn't un-
<!? rstand why contracts for bridges
should be let in winter, anyhow.

Laydon wanted an extension of time
for building the Cosumnes bridge, ow-
ing to the high water, and the matter
was taken under advisement.

Charles Studarus, who has the con-
tract for constructing the grade by
which vehicles are to reach the same
bridge, was granted an extension of
time because there is nothing but water
In that vicinity, and that doesn't make
a good embankment.

accommodate all the water that might
accumulate.

The committee took no action,
though Lieuu-nant-Governor Jeter and
Senators Flint and Boyee, who con-
stituted the committee, expressed,
themselves in favor of the work. Sec-
it taiy of State Brown, who was pres-

jent on behalf of the Oapttol Commis-
jsioners. urged the necessity of the
I work.

I George Perk appeared and submit-
jted a vi-r. elaborate system of plans
;for the ventilation of the Caprtol. and
asked that she OOSamlttee approve hisIplans and allow him to compete for the

Iwork. He had made an estimate of
Ithe cost of the entire work, and a bill
lis now before the Legislature to ap-
|pr >|triate *N!.<MMi to put the Capitol
building in pi-..pe r sanitary condition.

Tin- plans are very exact and cover
\u25a0 every detail of the building and show-
just where and how pure air will be
supplied and t'nul air eliminated or dis-
charged.

No action was taken by the com-
mitte,. and the matter wias continued
until the. next meeting, which will be at
the call of the chair.
