She brought them through all right,
however, without the of one
any permanent injury far as is
known. The care e€xercised in the san-
itation of the institution and attention
to the health of the children has been
such that in over four years only two
of the little ones have died—a remark-
able record.

It was therefore determined, at the
suggestion of the children, to postpone
the dinner until yesterday, and ¥t waas
none the less enjoyed when the time
came, and all could partake of it. The
tables loaded with good things
and a more quiet, orderly set of chil-
dren never sat down to eat than took
their places at the board, and patiently
waited to be helped. The dessert
wound up with ice cream, which they
thoroughly enjoyed.

After dinner the presents were dis-
tributed and no one was forgostten, the
present of each being appropriate and
the way in which the little ones ad-
mired their gifts and showed them to
each other testified to the pleasure they
xperienced. The ladies who are di-
rectors, and a few invited guests wers
present and enjoyed the occasion as
much as the children did. There are
