WILLIAMA. HARRIS.

Successor to Senator Peffer From the
State of Kansas.

William A. Harris ofKansas, who will
succeed Senator Peffer in the I'nited
States Senate, was born in Loudoun
County in 1841. His ancestors for 200
years have been farmers in Virginia.
His father was a member of Congress

anel afterward Minister to Buenos Ajres
under Polk and Taylor. The son lived
there from his eighth to his twelfth
year.

The subject of this sketch graduated
at Columbia College, Washington, and
afterward entered the Virginia Military

Institute, where the breaking out of tie-
war found him. He served the Confed-
eracy. At the close of the war he went
to Kansas and was employed by the
Union Pacific road as division engineer.

For nineteen years he has been en-
gaged in farming and stock raising. In
1898 Mr. Harris was el<-cte*d to Congress

as a Populist, but was defeated in 1885.
Mr. Harris was a member of the Demo-
cratic party until the organization of the
Populist.
