RIDERS OF WHEELS.
HE puncture-proof

tire has so far

proved anything
but a success in
England, so in-
genious inventors
have turned their
attention to other

means of lessen-
ing the inconven-
ience caused by

punctures. Mr.
Nich.ilis. of Weybridge. has a new idea
"v hich be has worked out, in the shape
of an automatic inllator. which always
keeps the tires of a bicycle pumped up
to thirty-pound pressure. This inrtwtoT
la simply kept in action by the weight

and vibration of the rider's body on
the saddle, working a piston, which
forces the air through the tubes of the
bicycle, and eventually by ingenious

means into the axles of the wheels,

thence through a thin tube and valve
Into the titvs.

BICYCLE FARES.
The Grand Trunk Railway of Mont-

real, has put in force \u25a0 new regulation
regarding bicycle fares. In future
"wheelmen will be charged a tariff for
the transportation of their wheels vary-
ing according to distance in proportion
to the rate paid for the passenger's
ticket. Where the cost ofthe ticket ex-
ceeds -So" the fee for carrying the wheel
arm be it per cent, of the ticket rate.
For less distances the* rate will be
larger, no fee being less than, 25 cents.
Bicycles will be carried on passenger
trains only when passengers accom-
pany them. The Canadian Pacific Rail-
way has adopted the same schedule of
bicycle rates as the Grand Trunk Rail-
way.

EVOLUTION OF THE TIRE.

metal tir-j. The cushion, or hollow rub-
ber tire, introduced by a Manchester
firm, soon followed, and then the air-
lnflatcd tire made cycling justly popu-
lar, and consequently, cycle making a
Very important Industry. Now it is our
pleasant duty to notice- in the manu-
facture of pneumatic tires an improved
tire-making machine, which goes a long
?ray toward bringing pneumatic tires
within the reach of all. This machine
makes more than hkj tires per day,

and they are all of 'the high-;-st quality-

it does, in a word, the work of loU qual-

ified men. The tires it now makes are
known as the single tube tire, though

A PAPER SADDLE.
A pa,per saddle is the latest. The

body is made of absolutely nothing but
paper. By a series of processes ,and at
a high pressure, the paper is formed
into shape and into a solid body. It is
th n rendered waterproof and receives
a 'highly enameled finish. A novel
feature is that the surface of the saddle
is so amenable to a glossy enamel that
an uiiequaled glossiness of finish is
obtained, the color varying to suit the
taste, thus rendering it possible to
match In finish the enamel on the tub-
ing of the bicycle. The saddle weighs
nine ounces, and is fitted with the or-
dinary steel spring.

Ii EKE AND THERE.
The city of Chicago owns a bicycle

amibulance which is in constant active
service, and which is said to be far su-
perior in its practical workings to the
ambulances drawn 'by horses, lt is
made of two tandems, the mattress on
which the patient lies 'being suspended
Iby sensitive springs from the frame,
which makes the entire machine rigid
and strong.

Frequent rubbing with a soft, dry

cloth and an occasional use of whiting
or other silver polish is all that is neces-
sary to keep the original polish and lus-
ter on a bicycle frame. To free it from
a heavy coat of mud it should not be al-
lowed to dry and harden, but it should
be washed with a pail of water, or, bet-
ter, take it out in the yard and turn a
hose on it, after which wipe dry with
several pieces of soft cloth. It is to be
\u25a0apposed that the enamel and nickel
are of good ejuality and that the rims
are well covered with shellac, in which
case water can do no damage.

It Is estimated by a manufacturer that
the bicycles manufactured in this coun-
try during 1886 necessitated a produc-

l sales alone in this branch of manu-
facture have a total capacity of 82,000,-
--000 feet of tubes per year. The same
authority estimated the total capital in-
terested In the manufacture of bicycles,

ttr SBi and all collateral undertakings Is
in the neighborhood of8125,000)000, and
that 190,006 psofils are employed in de-
signing, making and selling these va-
rious products.

A member of the French Chamber of
Deputies lias drafted a bill for the crea-
tion of twenty-five companies of mili-
tary cyclists, ten of which he proposes
to attach to the cavalry and the re-
mainder to the- different army corps.

One of the newest contrivances for the
cycler's comfort and convenience con-
sists of a flat spring trousers guard, the
ends of which lock together, and penult
of its use as a bicycle lock when not in
use on the rider's ankles.

Four styles of wheels with wooden
frames are shown at the Chicago Ex-
position. Two are- of solid pieces of
wood, one hickory, the other oak inlaid,
or, more properly speaking, laminated in
longitudinal direction with an imported
hard wood. Another machine is lami-
nated with the pieces joined cross-sec-
tinnsliy. The fourth is a bamboo wheel,
new in its details but not in its main
idea. The policy of dropping the bot-
tom bracket or crank hanger below the
level of the rear hub is being quite gen-
erally followed, This changes the angle
of the main strut or seat post tube so
as to bring It nearer to the perpendicu-
lar. Is is argued also that it increases
the stability by bringing the center of
gravity nearer to the ground.

JOHN W. MACKAY.
The "Bonanza King" Who is Well

Known to All Californians.

John W. Mackay, the "bonanza
king." whose clever management of the
Commercial Cable and Postal Telegraph
concerns has proved him one of the ablest
fianciers ailoat on the business sea, was
born in Dublin in 183 L He came to
America at the age of 9, and with his
parents, who were poor people, settled
in New York.

There was nothing in his boyhood to
betoken greatness. He went to Cali-
fornia in search of gold, and after he
had been a year in the goldfields there

was not an enterprise that promised well
that he was not able to back. He was
Industrious, sober and honest. It was
in the Nevada silver mines that he
was most successful, however. He was
always generous, honest and unassum-
ing; and his rise from a mine laborer to
the possessor of more than 8100,000,006
is due to his own industry, push and
business insight.
