Fair weather will prob-
ably increase the supply and cause a de-
cline.

Owing to bad weather re-
ceipts of Eggs art- not heavy and the mar-
ket at the. moment is fairly steady; good
Weather will drop the price, however.

The Jordan Claim.
Eds. "Record-Union": i saw by re-

port in "Record-Union' of last Friday

that a bill had passed the Assembly al-
lowing Dennis Jordan's pretended claim
against the State for over $63,500. Now,
what I "want to state is this. I was Dep-
uty Sheriff under M. M. Drew, in 1S"0.
1 know all about the Dennis Jordan
matter. Jordan & Noonan had the con-
tract to build the Foisom Branch State
Prison. Their creditors attached them;
among the creditors was a widow-
named Kate Hamilton, who at-
tached for some $1,800 or $1,900 for
board of nun and money loaned. lam
the officer that served or levied the at-
tachment. The work was stopped, and
could not proceed unless the tools and
materials were first released, whereupon

Jordan &Noonan. the contractors, made
an assignment of their contract to Wm.
Gutenberger of Sacramento, to secure
him, and got Gutenberger and Mooney

to give a bond releasing the attachment.
Later Jot dan <Sr Noon&n got Guten-

berger to return the property into their
possession, whereupon John O. Brown
of Foisom attached the property to col-
lect from Jordan & Noonan a debt of
about $000. 1 again took possession of
the tools and material of Jordan &
Noonan at the prison ground, and the
work was suspended. A few days or
shortly after this Mr. Jordan called on
me tl lived at Foisom) to see if they
could not get permission for the men
at the prison to use a part of the tools.
I replied "yes. if the plaintiff, John O.
Brown, would give me his written orders
to that effect," which he, Brown, re-
fused. Subsequently Mr. Jordan and
Mr. Davis (son ofDavis, the lime man of
San Francisco) called on me to know
how soon 1 could sell the whole property.
I informed them that I could not sell
without execution, as none of the prop-
erty was perishable. They then wanted
to know how they could get rid of Mr.
Noonan, Jordan's partner, stating that
he would not furnish means that he had

promised, and was the cause of all the
trouble. 1 again stated that I could
only act under execution, Mr. Jordan
and Mr. Davis were very urgent to sell
the property, saying that Mr. Davis

would buy in the property for his father

and get rid of Noonan in that way. I
stated to them that Mr. Jordan could ac-
knowledge judgment by affidavit, take
out execution in favor of John O. Brow n
and I could levy the execution, at once
advertise the property for sale,

and sell in five days after the
day of advertising; whereupon Mr. Jor-
dan and Mr. DaVis started for Sacra-

mento with a buggy (the noon train hav-
ing left). They returned Ithink the next
night. I think they brought the execu-
tion with them; whereupon, at the re-
quest of Mr. Jordan* I advertised the
property for sale at the shortest notice

allowed by law, and at Mr. Jordan's
special request (Mr. Davis being with
him) I sold the whole property In bulk at

Sheriff's sale. This was in February, '70.
Mr. Davis bought the whole property in
the name of his father, and I delivered
the w hole property to young Davis, col-
lected Mr. Brown's judgment.

The amount bid was considerable in
excess of the J. O. Brown judgment and
costs, which excess 1 turned over to Mr.
Jordan. I think it was in May following

1 received another execution in the Kate
Hamilton case and several other execu-
tions, one for Stephen Addison, and an
order of sale on account ofa lumber lien,

and was instructed to levy on all the
property previously sold on the John O.
Brown execution and to sell the same at
(.public auction) SheihTa sale. 1 ac-
cordingly levied on the property and
placed a keeper in charge. I found Den-
nis Jordan in charge of the works, who
immediately informed me that the prop-

erty all belonged to Mr. Davis, the pur-
chaser under the John O. Brown execu-
tion, and Mr. Davis' son Immediately
served a notice on me claiming the prop-

erty. I said I would demand an indem-
nifying bond, and if it was not given I

would release the levy, but the bond in-
demnifying the Sheriff was duly given

and near the last days of May, IS7O,

sold all the property on the premises to
Governor Irwin for the State for over

(5,000, which satisfied all the executions
in my hands. The State thereafter fin-
ished the building of the prison by day

work. Messrs. Jordan & Noonan never
had one dollar legal claim against the

State from the day of the Sheriff's sale

under the John O. Brown execution to
the present time. I have nothing but
kindly feelings towards Mr. Jordan, and
never have had, but I have always

fought against illegalclaims.
Later Mr. Davis commenced suit

against the Sheriff for something over
£;».(KJO damages for selling this prop-
erty, which suit was tried in the District
Court of Sacramento County, and ap-

pealed to the Supreme Court of the State
of California, which decided in favor of
Sheriff Drew.

In fact, in its musical features, and
soloists especially, was better, more
musically correct, than very many ofthe
lauded professional organizations. Ex-
pectation was naturally raised high, but
critical judgment must pronounce that
the entertainment was far better than
we expect from home talent. Indeed,
the stranger not knowing that these per-
formers are club men and business men
of San Francisco would not have recog-
nised them as other than professionals,
except, perhaps, for just a l'ttlo less]
abandon than characterizes the profes- !
sional minstrel. In some respects wei
have local singers equal to those of our 1
club friends; in others they surpass us.
Mr. Bendeleben is a true male soprano,
not a counter or falsetto tenor, but his
voice is true soprano, and the first we
have heard from a man in years. It is
not a powerful voice, but one of sweet-
ness that is deeply sympathetic. Mas-
ter Sugden, the boy soprano, is a charm-
ingly sweet singer and sympathetic?his
tones too are true soprano, but of a
very different quality from those of Mr.
Bendeleben. Mr. Tar box, the baritone,
is an effective, almost a dramatic singer,
with a robust, tuneful and satisfying
voice. Mr. Tucker, the hasso, lacks in
volume, but otherwise is a bass of pleas-
ing style. Mr. Collin, the tenor, is well
known here and justly popular, a sweet,
sympathetic, expressive voice, which he
Is disposed, we fear, to overtax. Ros-
borough, Bob .Mitchell and BillyHaynee
are the best of the minstrel comedians,
the last two especially. Mitchell's bur-
lesque sentimental song, "Oh,
Promise Me,' was a* good as j
any we have had In that line, j
Haynes' old-time laughing song was a
pronounced success. He had the entire
audience easily in his net ofmerry infec- ?
tion. Mr. Finnic is a more than clever
dancer, and Jack Cathcart, a minstrel .
comedian of decided originality and !
ability. The second part presented Ben
and Dana Wiggs in character acts ludic-
rous and considerably exaggerated, but
very laughter provoking. The Press
Club Quartet, Collin, Tilton, Waide and
Tucker, sang very creditably. The gen-
tlemen phased, and were thrice heartily
recalled.
