The Columbia Broom Factory's
booth, also in a red, white and blue
dress, had a prettily arranged display
of tbe iK-w brooms that sweep clean.

Beesiey & Son, the up to date grocers,
bad a very pretty booth, decorated in
crimson and white, with a nicely ar-
ranged exhibit of baking powder, syrup
and their special soap, which they dis-
tributed with a generous bated.

Tbe Buffalo Brewing Company had
a Circular frame well tilled with the at-
tractive array of bottles of "New
Brew."

The booth of Charles P. Knox, with
a tempting display of Knox's gelatine,
completed the list on the sides.

In the center of the floor was the
large booth of Lievre, Fricke & Co. of
San Francisco, whose specialty is Red
Seal baking powder, ami who propose
to furnish visitors with tempting hot
biscuit during the exposition, to test
its merits.

Adjoining it is the booth of the Sac-
rament.) Packing and Drying Company,
trimmed in pure white, setting off to
great advantage. The wainscoting, so
to speak, was composed of a variety of
shipping boxes, filled with various
kinds of canned fruits, marked with
the stencils the firm uses in shipping
its gooeis to London and various cities
in Scotland, where it does a large
Catle. There wues a handsome display
of jellies and jams, canned fruit, etc..
while tomhsome canned asparagus and
fiuit were offered for sampling. It was
one of the most inviting displays on
the floor.

The Del Monte MillingCompany had
a booth aeijoinlng, trimmed in black
and gold, where was displayed a gnat
variety of meal. etc.

It. H. Roda had a display of stamps
and marking ink for linen, and adjoin-
ing him was the stand of Jaffe's rem-
edies.

Across the aisle was Weber & Co.'s
exhibit of Star creamery butter, which
attracted much attention, and a sup-
ply .if excellent buttermilk, which was
much appreciated.

Her mother asked her what she was
making and the little one replied that
she was trying to make her doll a
jacket, but it came out a pair of pants.

GENERAL AZCARRAGA.
May be Sent to Cuba as Superior

Officer to General Weyler.
It is probable that General Azcarraga,

the Spanish Minister of War. will be
sent to Cuba as Captain-General Wey-
ler's superior officer.

Axcarraga Ls considered one of the
shrewdest diplomats and intriguers in
all Europe. He and Campos have been
political enemies far years, and the
downfall of Campos was brought about
by the machinations of his enemy. It
now seems probable that the Cuban
campaigner will yet have the pres-
ent War Minister's portfolio, in which
case Azcarraga may expect to be sent
to Cuba. Azearraga. it is said, will not
repeat the atrocities of Weyler, but
will begin operations by releasing all
American prisoners. Should he fall
in his work, the vengeance of Compos
would be complete. The ups and downs
of political life are many, epecially in
Spain.

BOWLES GOES FREE.

He Has Been Released by Justice of
the Peace Henry.

Justice Henry has discharged Will-
iam Bowles, who was accused of crim-
inallyassaulting Addle Winig, a f./ur-
teen-year-old giii. The Court held tihat
the evidence wus not of a sufficiently
conclusive character to warrant tihe be-
lief that S jury would convict Bowles. 'The Society for the Prevention of
Cruelty to Children hais, however, done
btis duty in the case. The society de-
serves the coUMneodeition ami support
of the pubbic in its efforts to bring 'to
justice I, Aii men and women who seek
to debaucih little girks. Several of
those whom fit has prosecuted Dor their
infamous conduct are now behind the

State Prison 'bars.

There are Others who deserve to be
'tiheire, bu>t tihey are cunning enough to
\u25a0prevent tbe society's officers from se-
curing the necessary proofs of tlheir
perfidy to convict them. The facts are
know, however, and in 'at least one
\u25a0astasme citizens have been aroused to
wuch a piitch of 'indignation that there
has been danger of extreme measures
being taken against the offender.
