KILLED BY ALCOHOL.

Charles Johnson of Natoma Had His
Last Spree.

Deputy Coroner Craig went out to
Natoma yesterday and held an inquest
on a man named Charles P. Johnson,
who died in the morning after a tew

hours' illness.
Johnson was employed in the Natoma

Company's vineyard. He went on a
spree a few days ago and kept it up un-
til he was attacked by delirium tre-
mens. Between 10 o'clock at night and
2 in the morning he drank a quart of
Chinese gin and followed it up with
another quart of alcohol.

Then he said itseemed to him that his
stomach was on fire. He was doubtless
correct in his diagnosis of the case.
