
JUDGE M'KENNA'SRECEPTION,

It Will Take Place at the Capitol This
Evening.

Sacramentans Desire to Honor the

New Secretary of the

Interior.

Mayor Hubbard called to order the
meeting of citizens held last night in
the Chamber of Commerce for the pur-
pose of making arrangements for the
reception to be accorded to Judge Jo-
seph McKenna this evening.

The Mayor referred briefly to the op-
portunity now offered to show atten-

tion to an honored friend and guest of
Sacramento. He stated tha? as the
time during Which Judge McKenna
could be here was short the exercises
Would net essarily be brief.

Calling for nominations for Chair-
man. A. J. Bruner was chosen to pre-
side, and J. O. Coleman was elected
Secretary.

The Chairman stated to the meeting
that he had been informed that the
Assembly had adopted a resolution
providing for Judge McKetma'B recep-
tion by that body, of which he had
formerly been an honored member.

Mr. Coleman stated that Judge Mc-
Kenna had accepted the invitation ten-
dered him to stop over at Sacramento,
and for that purpose would come on
the early train, arriving here at 8:10
p. m., and regretted that he could not
stay longer than two hours with his
Sacramento friends.

After consultation the following pro-
gramme was adopted. A Committee of
citizens, composed of J. B. Wright. J.
O. Coleman and Frank Miller, were
directed to meet Judge McKenna at
the depot on the arrival of the S:lu p.
m. train, and immediately escort him
to the Capitol, where lie will be re-
ceived by the Chairman of the Citizens'
Committee, A. J. Bruner, who will con-
duct him to the rooms of the State Li-
brary, where he will be welcomed by
the Mayor on behalf of the citizens of
Sacramento, after which he will be
conducted to the Assembly Chamber,
where he will be received by the As-
sembly, the Senate, the Governor and
State officers.
