STANFORD EXEMPTION BILL.

S. B. 274, by Voorheis, to establish as
public school technical schools endowed
by private coming within
tain requirements, and to encourage
such endowments, came up for final ac-
tion.

He had not
forced his own bills forward; he cared
no more for one than another; his sole
interest was in promoting the work of
the Assembly.

Others objected to the special order,
though North explained that not one
of the bills in question was his own. It
was a motion agreed upon by the
committee in order to get the bills read
the second time, amended and sent to
the printer.

The motion was lost.

SENATE SPECIAL FILE.

Seawell's 113, amending the Code of
Civil Procedure to prohibit the carry-
ing into execution of judgments after
the lapse of five years from date of en-
try, was refused second reading.

Mahoney's 1035, the “pawnbrokers’
Lill,” was read the third time, placed
on final passage and lost.

Androus’ 1, amending the Act to en-
able school districts of the fifth class
to igsue bonds, was read the third time
and passed.

THE LAND ACT SAFE.

Toland, pursuant to notice, moved to
reconsider the vote by which Senate
bill 33, the Torrens Land Act, had been
passed,

In support of his motion, Toland en-
tered into an elaborate technical con-
sideration of the bill, speaking half an
hour by courtesy of the House. He
had detected numerous flaws, though
he approved of the main intent and
purpose of the bill. He believed, how-
ever, that it would be better to lay it
over two years and allow everybody a
chance to study it and improve it.

Mead said that there were few Dbills
of thirty-nine pages in length so per-
fectly drawn that a shrewd and able
lawyer could not detect some flaws in
them. His friend from Ventura was
just that kind of a lawyer, and he
didn’t doubt that if he really set him-
self to the task Toland could find flaws
in the eleven commandments, How-
ever, the bill had been before people a
long time, had been discussed in public
and by the press, had stood the test
of long use in other countries, and he
saw no reason if it was a good thing
why we should wait two years for it.
We are always putting off things for
more time to consider them, Mead said,
and if we did so with this bill we might
all have passed to that land where
there are no land transfers, no ab-
stract companies and no lawyers, be-
fore it became a law. The motion to
reconsider being put, it was voted down
and the bill transmitted to the Senate
for enrollment.

Melick's 68, providing that no fees
or other compensation shall be col-
lected for services rendered in an affi-
davit or application relating to the se-
curing of a pension, or for the payment
of a pension voucher, or any matter
relating thereto, nor filing nor swear-
ing to any claim or demand against any
county in this State.

Leavitt's 104, amending the Code of
Civil Procedure, relating to attach-
ments.

Dennery’s 139, relating to the San
Francisco fire department.

Shanahan’s 173, adding a new sec-
tion to the Penal Code relating to the
acceptance and heolding of private de-
posgits of moneys or other valuables in
the county treasury by the County
Treasurer.

Code amendment bills 459 and 460
were approved.

INTCRESTING TO NMINERS.
Applications for Forfy-Acre Lots at

Randsburg.
In connection with a measure in
which he is interested Assemblyman

Soward wrote to Surveyor-General
Wright asking for data showing the
number of applications filed in the new
mining district of Randsburg, under
the Act of 1874, regulating the sale of
mineral lands. The Surveyor-General
replied, giving Mr. Soward names of
nineteen applicants, each for forty
acres.

The Surveyor-General adds:

“Fach of the above named applica-
tions was accompanied by a duly veri-
fied protest and a written demand that
the conflicting claims to purchase said
land be referred to the proper court for
adjudication, which reference has been
made,

“In answer to your question, ‘Has
there ever been any land sold or filed
under provisions of this Act, except the
filings above enumerated?’ I have to
answer ves, but it was for land return-
ed by the United States survey as min-
eral land and prior to the decision of
the Supreme Court that mineral lands
were excluded from the gchool land
grant. Since 1884 I cannot ascertain
of any save those mentioned.

“You ask, ‘What is the effect of per-
mitting the Act of 1874, under which a
purported title to mineral land can be
obtained from the State, to remain on
the statute book?’ In answer to this
I can only say, to permit the present
law to remain in its present form will
