Oakland Tribune: A case has recently

been decided by the United States Su-

preme Court which reverses a rule of
evidence that has been acknowledged
in many of the States, It was on a
question of the admission of what are

called dying declarations, and the
weight that is to be given such declar-
ations. Justice Brown said a dying

declaration "by no means imports ab-
solute verity. The history of criminal

trials is replete with instances where
witnesses, even in the agonies of death,
have, through malice, misapprehension
or weakness of mind, made declarations
that were inconsistent with the actual

facts: and it would be a great hard-
ship to the defendant, who is deprived

of the benefit of a cross-examination,

to hold that he could not explain

them."
CLE AX JOUR NALISM.

Oakland Telegram: Clean journalism
will yet come to the front. Iffamilies
would bar their doors against filthy

ttterature, as the public reading rooms
and libraries are doing, the bright day

of clean journalism would dawn at
once. Let the conductors of the press
once learn that it does not pay to pub-

lish obscenity or cater to the instincts
of depravity and vileness, dishing up
nauseous scandal to be unloaded upon
a decent and moral public, and there
will be a notenl c hange in the charac-
ter of their columns. It depends upon
the heads of families to bar the doors
against public scavengers of the im-
morality type.

THE FRENCH IDEA ON ROADS.
Red Bluff Sentinel: So far as im-

proved r.xid laws have taken shape in
this county, the French idea is recog-
nised, that the State should bear a con-

siderable share of the cost of construct-
ing- main roads. French rural pros-
perity can l>e traced in no small degree
to its excellent roads. The substitu-
tion of a solidly built road for a dirt
road soon effects a transformation in
the region through which it passes, and
even the old topography seems to van-
ish. Improved accessibility tells upon
every farm and adds to its value. Time
and money, which are usually equiva-
lent, are saved to the farmer and to all
whose business it is to communicate
with him. Economy is consulted as
well as convenience. Now that the
rural inhabitant is expected to bear but
a portion of the expense of good roads,
his disposition toward the movement is
changing. With a dozen States already
engaged in the reform, its extension
promises to be rapid.

managers of the Portland library in re-
fusing admission to its reading room

' paper; the introduction of a bill in the

States mails to prints that contain ac-
counts or pictures of prize fights, and
the proposal of the New York Legisla-

ture to enact a law making it a misde-
meanor for a newspaper to publish the
picture of any person without
the person's consent. are evi-
dences of a public awakening to
a realization of the full meaning of the
term "New Journalism." It is also an
indication of a purpose to curb it, and
restrict in some measure its power for

j injury to public morals. The c rusade
of law and decency has but just begun.
It will manifest itself in more pro-
nounced form.

jLos Angeles Times: The California
Agricultural Bureau publishes some
statistics that are in the light of a
jrevelation to the well-wishers of this
State, Its figures in relation to the

Isheep industry are particularly instruc-
!tive, as the report notes its decline
from 1876, when our 7,000,000 of sheep
jyielded 06,550,670 pounds of wool,
which, at 15 cents per pound in San
Francisco, brought in about $10,(XK»,-

--1600 to the present time, when about 2,-
--050,000 sheep yielded a wool product
last year of only 27,195,550 pounds, of
a value hardly more than nominal. The

\u25a0 n port goes on to say that the future of
this industry must be largely depen-

dent hereafter upon tariff legislation
on the part of Congress. The report,

seems to overlook one very
material point in our favor as intelli-
gent breeders?that last year, as com-
pared with 1876, we produced almost
one-half as much wool with less than
one-third as many sheep as we had
during the Centennial year. This de-
notes an unquestionable improvement
in the breeds of sheep.

the Sacramento "Record-Union," in re-
viewing the "Herald's" late criticism of
the divorce laws, coincides generally
in our views, but believes that we
might have been more sweeping.

ROAD BUREAU BILLS.
San Diego Union: Friends of road re-

form in California have good reason to
be satisfied with the work of the As-
sembly in that behalf last Thursday,

jThis was the final passage of the four
:bills which provide for the continuance
;of the State Highway Bureau, for the

jinauguration of a State system of high-

jways, for their construction and main-
J tenance, and which also define the du-
ties and privileges of the several coun-
ties in connection "with the system.
The passage of these bills is a sub-
stantial vindication of the utility of
the Bureau of Highways, which has
been the object of assaults in certain
quarters. It is true that the measures
enacted were not precisely the ones
which the bureau proposed. There was
some difference of opinion, chiefly on
matters of detail, between members
of the bureau and the legislative com-
mittee on roads and highways. But

| after frequent conferences .and conces-
sions on both sides the measures just
passed by the Assembly were finally

;framed. Friends of good roads now re-
)garel the battle as half won. and antic I-jpate favoiable action by the Senate and
Governor on the measures, which are
designed to place California among the
progressive States that have declared
for road reform.

CANOT ENFORCE THE DAW.
Marysville Democrat: The Governor

has signed the bill which prohibits
divorced persons marrying again with-
in one yeai from the date of the decree
of separation. The intention of the
author of the bill was in the right di-
rection, but we fail to understand how
the law is to be enforced. Two years
ago when the Legislature enacted a
law prohibiting contract marriages it
accomplished much good, and if the
present enactment could be enforced
there would be a less number of di-
vorce cases. To evade the provisions
of this law persons desiring to marry
can take a trip to Reno, Carson e>r any
county in Nevada or Oregon, and after
the usual honeymoon return to their
home in California and take up their
abode without fear of molestation. And
if the courts pass upon the law it seems
quite certain that it will be held to
take from such persons rights con-
ferred upon them by the Constitution
of the United States. We do not be-
lieve that rights which are accorded
to one citizen should be denied to an-
other. And if the law is good in this
case the Legislature two years hence
can make the time five or ten years
instead of one. When a decree of di-
vorce has been entered the man and
woman are placed on an equality with
every other unmarried person under
the law, and to treat them differently
is class legislation that ought not to j
stand.
