San Francisco's Selfishness.
Eds. "Record-Union": It has become

an open secret that not only the San
Francisco papers, but the Board of

Supervisors and Mayor of that city are
bringing all the pressure to bear that
they can on Governor Budd to induce
him to refuse to sign the bills relating

to the Highway Commission and the

system of State roads, on the ground
that, as San Francisco has no roads to

build, she should not be forced to pay

taxes in order that the rest of the State

n*ay be benefited.
Laying aside the fact that whatever

bent fits the State benefits San Fran-
cisco in the end, let us look at the mat-

ter from another point of view. Two

years ago San Francisco asked the legis-

lators of the State to appropriate $250,-
Ot>t! for the building of affiliated colleges
in that city, instead of Berkeley, where

the State University is, and where they
ought ot be built. The State Legisla-

ture appropriated the amount, and I
believe half of it was paid, but the other

half lapsed, through certain circum-

stances and has been reapproprialed
this session at San Francisco's request.

San Francisco has also asked the

State to pay taxes for the construction
of a public building there and has at
every Legislature asked for appropria-
tions for various objects. It is all right

when she asks for anything, but if the

interior wants anything San Francisco

objects. She is afraid she will not get

it all and simply looks on the rest of the
State as something that should work
and pay taxes for her benefit.
