WHAT THE NEW

LAWS ARE

INTENDED TO ACCOMPLISH.

(CONTINUED.)

The ‘“Record-Union” presents below
another batch of the laws passed by
the late Legislature—in some cases a
synopsis—and will continue the pub-
lication from time to time until all
are published:

FOR GOOD ROADS.

In 1805 the goods roads movement
was agitated to such a degree that the
Legislature deemed it wise to establish
a State Bureau of Highways, to con-
sist of three members, for the further-
ance of the cause. That the bureau
was a success in disseminating useful
information relative to the construction
of roads throughout the State is ac-
knowleged everywhere, and the re-
ports of observations and surveys sent
in by it has stimulated action until the
large central cities are evincing more
interest in the matter than the more
isolated counties and localities.

THE BICYCLE A FACTOR.

The advent of the bicycle was a lead-
ing factor in the good roads movement,
for by its use thousands of persons be-
came acquainted with the needs of
substantial State highways, who pre-
vious to the empire of the wheel did
not go outside the city limits once in a
decade.

The last Legislature acknowledged
the pressure brought to bear, and
passed four bills providing for the con-
struction, on a gradual scale, of an im-
proved system of highways throughout
the State. Three of the bills were ve-
teed by the Governor, for reasons best
known to himself, but the one re-cre-
ating the Department of State High-
ways, and providing for the appoint-
ment of three commissioners, was ap-
proved. As wa ready reference for those
interested, the full text of the enact-
ment is given herewith:

THE ENACTMENT.

Section 1. A department of and for
the State of California, to be known as
the Department of Highways, is hereby
created, to consist of three chief ex-
ecutive officers, who shall be known as
Highway Commissioners. Said depart-
ment, its officers and employes, shall
have and exercise the powers and du-
ties hereinafter specified, and such as
are or may be otherwise provided by
law.

Section 2. Immediately upon the tak-
ing effect of this Act, the Governor, by
and with the consent and advice of
the Senate, shall appoint three persons
as Highway Commissioners. The per-
scns so appointed shall be selected with
particular reference to their qualifica-
tions for, and practical knowledge of,
highway location, construction and
maintenance. The Highway Commis-
sioners shall devote their entire time to
the service of the State, and shall not
actively engage in any other pursuit
while serving as Highway Commission-
ers. The Commisioners shall person-
ally perform all the engineering work
of the department; provided, that the
department may be allowed assistance
on the engineering work thereof on re-
ceiving the unanimous approval of the
State Board of Examiners.

Section 3. Each of the Highway Com-
missioners shall hold office for the term
of two years from and after the date
of his gualification, as hereinafter pro-
vided for. At the expiration of said
last-named term two of said three
officers shall thereupon cease and de-
termine,
herein specified ghall devolve upon one
Highway Commissioner. At least thirty
days prior to the expiration of the
terms of the Highway Commissioners
provided for above in this section the
Governor, by and with the advice and
consent of the Senate, unless it be oth-
erwise provided by law, shall appoint,
for a term of four years, and every

four years thereafter, one civil engineer |

as Highway Commissioner, who shall
have the qualifications specified in Sec-
tion 2 of this Act, and upon him shall
devolve all of the duties and powers
which shall be conferred
Commissioners first
the provisions of this Act, and who
shall receive like compensation. When-
ever a vacancy occurs in the office of
Highway Commissioner, it shall be the
duty of the Governor to fill such va-
cancy for the unexpired term, which
appointment shall be confirmed by the
Senate at its next session.

Section 4. Within twenty days after
receiving notice of appointment the
person or persons so appointed shall
file a bond in the sum of £10,000, with
at least two sufficient sureties thereon,
for the faithful performance of his du-
ties, which bond must be approved by
the Governor, and filed with the Secre-
tary of State, and qualify by taking the
oath of office as prescribed for State
officers.

Sectdon 5. The Chief executive officers
hereinbefore provided for shall imme-
diately, upon qualifying, organize by
electing one of their number as Presi-
dent and shall adopt a seal for the au-
thentification of its acts, records and
proceedings.

Section 6. The Department of High-
ways shall have power to appoint a
Secretary and a stenographer, who
shal!l hold office at the pleasure of the
department. Such employes shall not
be eligible for such appointments un-
less they possess special qualifications
for, and are competent to perform the
duties devolving upon them; and they
shall devote their entire time to the
service of the department.

Section 7. The office of the Depart-
ment of Highways shall be in the State
Capitol building; and the Secretary .of
State shall assign to the department,
for its use, such rooms as may be nec-
essary for its accommodation. All of
the regular meetings of the department
shall be held at such office. The de-
partment may, however, hold such spe-
cial meetings at such places as the du-
ties of the department, or the best in-
terests of the State, may require.

Section 8. The Department of High-
ways shall take possession, in the name
of the State, as rapidly as the funds
provided therefor will permit, of all
roads which have been or may be de-
clared State highways.

Section 9. The Department of High-
ways shall have charge of all expendi-
tures made by the State for highway
purposes, except as otherwise provided
by law; and all money appropriated
for such purpose shall be made payable
upon proper order of said department.
All claims and accounts which may be
incurred by the Department of High-
ways shall, however, before payment,
be audited by the Board of Examiners.

Section 10. The Department of High-
ways shall make examination into ex-
isting highway conditions in the State
of California, and shall, furthermore,
make such investigations within the
State as will put at the service of the
State the most approved methods of
highway improvement. It shall supply,
on request, without charge, any infor-
mation relative to highways required
by any county or district official hav-
ing care of and authority over high-
ways within this State. It shall collect
and collate data relating to the geo-
logical formation of the State in so far
as it relates to material suitable for
highway construction, and make
analyses and tests of such material as
it may deem suitable for highway uses,
with the view of determining the value
| of the same for such purposes. All
| data so collected, together with such
other matters of value or interest to
the people of the State, shall be pub-
lished in bulletins, or upon maps or

1 diagrams, or in other proper form, or

in the biennial report of the depart-
ment, as it in its discretion shall de-
| termine. The department shall pre-
! pare and adopt styles and forms of
| books for use by officials, in which to
| keep account of the expenditure of
f highway money and all other records or
proceedings relating to highways. It
| shall prepare such forms as may be
| necessary for use in connection with
| opening, abandoning, altering, locating,
| constructing, maintaining, obtaining ti«
ftln to, or otherwise relating to proposed
i State highways; and such books and
| forms, when so adopted, shall be the
! standard for use in the State. Copies
| of them shall be forwarded to the va-
| rious officials who are charged with
i keeping or using the same, and
such officials shall immediately
! prepare books and forms after
ithe style shown by such standard,
‘and shall thereafter use them exclu-
! sively for the purposes for which they
{are intended. It shall be the duty of
| the department to adopt such general
{ forms for the surveying of the State
;high\\‘nys, mapping and keeping of the
| notes thereof, and the permanent mark-
ing of the same on the ground, as it
shall deem necessary, and shall issue
instructions defining such generai
ferms and markings to the person hav-
| ing charge of the making of such sur-
veys; and it shall thereafter bhe the
duty of such persons to follow the
!methods prescribed in such instrue-
| ticns. The Department of Highways,
'in performance of its duties, shall have
| the power to call upon any State, coun-
| ty or districet official to furnish it with
| any information contained in his office
{ which relates to or is in any way nec-
essary to the proper performance of the
work of said department; and it is
! hereby made the duty of such officials
to furnish such informaticn without
| cost. The Attorney-General of the
| State shall be the legal adviser of the
i Department of Highways, and said De-
| partment of Highways shall call upon
! the Attorney-General of the State for
all such legal advice and services as the
discharge of its duties may require.
Section 11. The department shall pre-
pare biennial reports, which <shall be
submitted to the Governor uat least
thirty days before each session of the
Legislature. Said report shall embrace
the work and investigations of the de-
partment for the two previous years,
together with such recommendations

for changes in the law which it may

deem advisable, and which the proper
and economical maintenance of the
highways may demand.

Section 12, It shall be the duty of the
State Controller, upon the demand of
the Department of Highways, to trans-
fer to it, for its use, all of the property,
books, reports and papers of every de-
scription which shall be transferred to
him under the provisions of an Act en-
titled “An Act to create a Bureau of
Highways, and prescribe its duties and
powers, and make an appropriation for
its expenses,” approved March 27, 1895.

Section 13. It shall be the duty of the
State Printer to print such reports, bul-
letins or other matter, and furnish any
necessary illustrations or diagrams
therefor as the Department of High-
ways may deem necessary; all of which
shall first be”submitted to the appirov-
al of the State Board of Examiners.

Section 14. The Department of High-
ways shall have the power and author-
ity to employ, when in its judgment it is
deemed necessary, such assistance of a
special character as may be necessary
and proper, for the discharge of its du-
ties. The department shall alzo have
the power to purchase such supplies,
fixtures and conveniences as may be
necessary in the performance of its

work. The Commissioners of the De-
partment of Highways, or any em-
ploye thereof, shall be allowed their

necessary traveling expenses while en-
gaged in the discharge of their duties
within the State. All of the expenses
mentioned in this section, except as
otherwise herein provided, shall be
paid from the appropriation for the

contingent expenses of the Department |
The employment and !

of Highways.
compensation of assistants under the
provisions of this section must receive
the approval of the State Board of Ex-
aminers. The expense incurred in lo-

cating and definitely surveying State

highways in a county shall be paid
from the funds apportioned thereto for
State highway purposes.

Section 15. The Commissioners of
Highways shall each receive the sum
of three thousand dollars ($£3,000) per
annum; the Secretary the sum of fif-

teen hundred dollars ($1,500) per an-g
num; and the stenographer the sum of;
twelve hundred dollars ($1,200) per an- |

num. Such salaries shall be paid at
the same time and in the same manner
as are the salaries of other State offi-
cers.

Section 16. For the purposes of ear-
rying out the provisions of this Act, the
sum of three thousand dollars (£3,000)
is herecby appropriated out of any
money in the State Treasury not other-
wise appropriated, to pay the salaries
of the officers and employes and the
other expenses of said department for
the remainder of the forty-eighth fiscal
year.

Setion 17. All Acts or parts of Acts
in conflict with the provisions of this
Act are hereby repealed.

Section 18. This Act shall take effect
and be in force from and after Iits
passage.

GROCERS READ THIS.

The following enactment will be read
with interest not only by apiarists, but
those of our citizens who are lovers of
honey. Of all deceptions practiced upon
an unsuspecting public, none have, in
recent years, been so much abused as
adulteration of honey. It became so
universal a practice to inject foreign and

| cheap ingredients into a little honey

and dump the mixture upon the market
for the genuine article, that it was im-
posgible to tell what one had bought un-
til he tested by tasting. General dealers
also, may benefit by reading the law
which is as follows:

Section 1. No person shall, within this
State, manufacture for sale, offer for
sale, or sell any extracted honey which
is adulterated by the admixture there-
with of either refined or commercial glu-
cose, or any other substance or sub-
stances, article or articles which may
in any manner affect the purity of the
honey.

Section 2. Every person manufactur-
ing, exposing, or offering for'sale, or de-
livering to a purchaser any extracted
honey, shall furnish to any person in-
terested, or demanding the same, who
shall apply to him for the purpose, and
tender him the value of the same, a
sample sufficient for the analysis of any
such extracted honey which is in his
possession.

Section 3. For the purposes of this
Act, “extracted honey” s the trans-
formed nectar of flowers, which nectar
is gathered by the bee from natural
sources, and is extracted from the comb
after it has been stored by the bee.

Section 4. Whoever violates any of the
provisions of this Act is guilty of a mis-
demeanor, and upon conviction there-
of, shall be fined not less than twenty-

ve nor more than four hundred dollars,
or imprisoned in the County Jail not less
than twenty-five days nor more than
six months, or both such fine and im-
prisonment. And any person found
guilty of manufacturing, offering for
sale, or selling any adulterated honey
under the provisions of this Act may, in
the discretion of the court, he adjudged
to pay, in addition to the penalties here-
inbefore provided for, all necessary costs
and expenses, not to exceed fifty dollars,
incurred in analyzing such adulterated
honey of which such person may have
been found guilty of manufacturing,
selling, or offering for sale.

Section, 5. This Act shall be in force
and take effect from and after its pas-
sage.

That Eighteenth street, in =aid city, from
the south line of the alley between B and
O streets, to the north line of E street,
from the south line of E street to the north
line of G street, from the south line of G
street to the north line of H street, from
the south line of H street to the north line
of I street, from the south line of T street
to the ncrth line of J street, from the south
line of J street to the north line of K
street, from the south line of K street to
the north line of L. street, from the south
line of M street to the north line of N
street, from the scuth line of N street to
the north line of O street, from the south
line of O street to the north line of P
street, from the south line of P street to
the north line of Q street, and from the
south line of Q street to the north line of
R street, be improved by grading and ma-
cadamizing, constructing redwood curbing
with round cerners and filling in behind the
same with earth for a width of eight (%)
feet, constructing rock gutters three (i)
feet wide, laying granite crosswalks at the
alley intersections and at the street inter-
sections of C, D, and F streets and laying
iron culverts at the street intersections of
C, D and F streets.
