Superior William McLaughlin's Idea oi
Retaliation.

Riverside Road to be Macadamized?
Justice Gandy Hakes an

Explanation.

W. B. Lovdal and others appeared be-

fore the Board of Supervisors yesterday
and asked that the Riverside road be
improved as was requested some

months ago.
Supervisor Morrison explained that

the road could not have been macada-
mized in the winter months and the

work would have to be done in the

Bummer months. It is a summer drive-
way, and there would be many com-
plaints at tearing up the road in the

summer time, but the highway is an im-
portant one and should be fixed. He

had no doubt the road would be im-
proved this summer.

Mr. Lovdal said the people down that
way would not object to having the

road improved during the summer.
They need it most for winter purposes,
and while there might be some objec-

tion by summer drivers, still the people

who have to use the road in winter
want it improved as soon as possible.

James O'Neill said Mr. Morrison had
expressed his idea and that of the peo-
ple who live south of the city. Tho
road could not be macadamized in the
winter, and while it would cause some
inconvenience to city people who want

a summer driveway to have it torn up
in the summer, that was the only thing

that could be done.
Supervisor Curtis explained the con-

dition under which a portion of the
road was macadamized during last
winter and the difficulties he had to

contend with.
Mr. Morrison moved that it be given

as the sense of the board that after
July Ist the road be macadamized from
the canal down to where the other work
was done, a distance of nearly three
miles. It was so ordered.

BAD PIECE OF ROAD.
Dennis Daiton of Cosumnes complain-

ed of the condition of the road which,
runs from the Junction House north-
west to the Perry House. Culverts
were washed out, and about two miles
of it was in bad condition. On motion
of Supervisor Morrison, the Commis-
sioner of the district was ordered to
have the road repaired, the cost not to
exceed $40.

OAK PARK HOBOS.
Justice Gandy of Oak Park appeared

in obedience to the board's request to
explain some thing's in connection with
the bills for trying and convicting va-
grants.

He was asked by Supervisor Morrison
if he deemed it proper to allow Con-
stables to swear to complaints against
hobos, and replied that ho did in cases
where others had complained of acts of
vagrancy. He admitted that vagrants

were often convicted on the testimony
of the Constables. In most case's the
defendants pleaded guilty.

"They have no alternative, have
they?" asked Morrison. "It is either
plead guilty or be convicted on the
Constable's testimony, isn't it?" asked
the Supervisor.

Justice Gandy replied that it was not
always so. When defendants desired
trials and asked to have witnesses they
were allowed to do so, but almost in-
variably they pleaded guilty.

Last month, said the Justice,
were thirteen cases tried In his court.
Two were for cruelty to animals, two
for petit larceny, and the others were
chiefly for vagrancy. There were some
chickens stolen out there, and arrests
were made, but evidence could not be
had to convict. The defendants, how-
ever, pleaded guilty to vagrancy, but
were allowed to leave the county.

Frequently two or three men are tried
in his court at one time when
charges are the same against them, and
costs charged only for one commitment.
He declined to issue warrants in many
cases that did not seem to warrant pros-
ecution, and in all things he tried to
comply with the advice of the District
Attorney, whose office he frequently

consulted.
Mr. Morrison said ail the board de-

sired was to ge*t at the facts. not to cen-
sure any Official unjustly, but there had
been instances of apparent collusion in
certain townships between Justice* and
Constables in the arrest and conviction
for vagrancy of men who are merely
pawing through the county, and this it
was desired to stop, both in the Interests
of justice and of the taxpay r.-.

Justice Gandy said that men are often
arrested for stealing chickens or veget-
ables, but even when the articles are
found on them it is impossible for the
owners to identify them, as for instance
where they are in process of being

cooked, yet there remains no doubt of

the men's guilt. Often in such cases
the prisoners are allowed to plead guilty
to vagrancy and sent to jail.

SAN JUAN ROAD.
A report was received from the com-

mittee of Fair Oaks colonists Who had
been delegated to examine and report
on the road from Fair Oaks to the Au-
burn road.

The committee recommended that
trees be removed, the road turnpiked
and placed in condition for travel. The
road had been badly cut up and rendered
almost impassable. The committee
asked that the road be improved before
next winter. Upward of $1,000, the
committee say, was collected in road
poll taxes from the residents of the
colony, but little of which was expended
on the roads in that locality.

The report was placed on file for
future action.

Supervisor Morrison said the condi-
tion of the San Juan road is largely
owing to the acts of the people them-
selves. They had put on teams of four
or six horses to haul wood from the col-
ony to the city during the winter that
should have been deferred until spring,
when the road would stand it.

Messrs. McMillan and Randall, from
the colony locality, said the people had
done the best they could. They had
paid in considerable money in road poll
taxes and should have some facilities
for reaching market from their farms.

Supervisor Curtis spoke of the condi-
tion of the San Juan road and the cir-
cumstances under which it had been so
badly cut up. It could not stand the
heavy winter hauling done over it. True,
there had not been much money ex-
pended on that stretch of road.

Mr. Morrison explained that the money
raised in a particular locality cannot al-
ways be expended in front of the doors
of those who are taxed. The object is
to first put and keep the main traveled
roads in good condition and attend to
side roads as best could be done. All
the road money raised in the colony-
would not have kept the San Juan road
in good condition while heavy loads were
being hauled over it in winter.

ASK FOR MORE SPRINKLING.
W. W. Greer and other residents along

the lower Stockton road appealed be-
fore the board and asked that that
road be sprinkled this summer as far
south as the Union House, some eight

miles. Heretofore the sprinkling had
been done fcr only some three miles
south of the city. It is a very im-
portant highway, said Mr. Greer, and
tlie people down that way are uani-
mous in the request.

Chairman Jenkins informed the com-
mittee that when the board takes up
the matter of road sprinkling due con-
sideration would be given their re-
quest.

LAYDON GETS HIS MONEY.
Darby Laydon informed the board

that he had the iron on the ground for
the Cosumnes bridge and was ready
to begin the work at any time.

Chairman Jenkins said it was yet too
early, and the river would be high ful-
some time to come.

Mr. Laydon said he would like to
have the board act in the matter of
the bridge built by him near McCon-
nell's some months ago.
Supervisor Dreman said the Re>ad and

Bridge Committee had examined the
bridge and found it satisfactory. On
his motion the work was ordered ac-
cepted.

Later the board allowed Laydon's bill
for the bridge, some $000.

FOLSOM'S CALABOOSE.
A letter was received from Division

Superintendent Wright of the South-
ern Pacific Company again requesting
the board to have the Folsom Jail re-
moved from the company's ground, as
it is in the way of the new depot to
be built there.

Supervisor Curtis was empowered to
have the structure removed and an-
other erected to serve the purpose of
a local lock-up.

TREASURER LYON.
Supervisor Mc>rrison called the board's

attention to the death of County Treas-
urer E. Lyon. He moved that the mem-
bers of the board attend the funeral
on Sunday in a body, and that the Sec-
retary of the board be invited to ac-
company them. It was so ordered.

SATES FOR PRINTING.
The matter of establishing a schedule

of prices for job printing was called
up by Supervisor Morrison. He said
that bids had been called for, but none
received. He had, however, gone over
the bills for the last year and prepared
a list of prices for the various articles
required. In establishing the prices to
be allowed this list would be of aid to
the board. Action in the matter was
deferred.

TIT FOR TAT.
Supervisor McLaughlin said he had

read that the Supervisors uf Santa
Clara County had instructed the Dis-
trict Attorney of that county to take
action to prevent the collection of any
taxes from that county for the Sacra -
mento River dredging improvement and
th>- construction of a macadam
road from Sacramento to Fol-
Bonx Hi- wanted the board to
have the District Attorney of this
iiunty take like action to prevent Sac-
ramento County from being taxed for
the support of the Normal School at
San Jose.

Acting Chairman Morrison said he
would have to rule the motion out of
order. Tho Santa Clara board had
made itself the laughing-stock of the
State, and as its action was absurd it
would be useless to take any notice
of it.

OAK PARK LIGHTS.
Supervisor Curtis explained why he

had not done anything alx>ut the elec-
tric arc lights in Oak Park ordered last
January. Ib- said the electric com-
pany had not l>een able to get the
number of suhs<ril>ers to lights there,
and the three lights for the county-
would cost more than was anticipate !

The- report was accepted"- and the
i! itter dropped for the summer.

Supervisor Morrison spoke of the
coming State Convention of Supervisors
at Los Angeles on the l'.tth and of its
Importance. He hoped that all the
members of the board would attend,
and moved that this be declared the
sense of the board. The motion was
carried unanimously.

MUST PAY FOR A LICENSE.

No Further Exemption [or Mrs. Johanna
Glueck.

Supervisor Jenkins Explains Why He

Insisted on Her Paying

For It.

Isaac Joseph appeared before the
Board of Supervisors yesterday on be-
half of Mrs. Glueck, who keeps a road-
house on the upper Stockton road, near
the County Hospital. Mrs. Glueck had
been permitted to maintain her place

Without a license, but a month ago the
board decided to revoke the privilege
and restore the license, as Supervisor

Jenkins had reported that complaints

had been made that the place was dis-
orderly.

Mr. Joseph said Mrs. Glueck was pres-
ent to meet and refute any complaints

that anyone had to offer.
Chairman Jenkins took the floor and

recited the circumstances under which
Mrs. Glueck had been permitted to keep
her place open without a license. He
then said he had heard com-
plaints, and he had heard things that
he did not think it proper to speak of in
open board and in the presence of the
public, out of deference to the feelings
of Mrs. Glueck.

Mr. Joseph wanted him to say what
these matters were, but Mr. Jenkins
preferred not to do so.

Mr. Joseph still insisted that these
things should be explained, that Mrs.
Glueck might meet them.

Supervisor Morrison moved that the
room be cleared and the matter fully
ventilated, and it was so ordered.

After the doors were opened Mr.
Joseph ir formed the reporters that
Mr. Jenkins had said nothing that he
should have hesitated to disclose. He
said he was present at Mrs. Glueok's
place one day when a man employed by
her was arrested for assault, and that
Airs. Glueck had become frightened and
taken her children to a neighbor's for
the night. That on another occasion
Mr. Jenkins had seen a drunken wom-
an lying in front of the place, and that
Mrs. Glueck explained that the woman
did not get the liquor at her place.

When Chairman Jenkins learned that
Mr. Joseph had spoken of what trans-
pired in executive session, he said to
a "Record-Union" reporter:

"I dislike to have to say anything
that might reflect on the character of
the place conducted by Mrs. Glueck.
but now I may as well tell you about
what I said while the doors were
closed. 1 have been the friend of Mr.
Glueck and his family, and it was on
my motion that Mrs. Glueck was al-
lowed to conduct her wayside inn since
'her husband's death without paying a
license.

"One day, as I was going home, I
stopped there to speak to Constable
Rich. He told me he had to arrest a
man named Schneider, who was em-
ployed or allowed to stay there, for
threatening the lives of Mrs. Glueck
and her children. The mother and
i.ttle ones were out in front crying with
fear. I told Rich to go in and arrest
the man, and if he needed any help
to call on me. He arrested Schneider
and took him away. Mrs. Glueck told
me she was afraid the feiiow would

come back that night and kill them, so
she went ever to Mr. Gerber's and spent
the night.

"That man is still at the place, and
Mrs. Glueck had to admit to-day that
he has insulted and quarreled with
men who called there. In fact, there
have been frequent disturbances since
!)*? took up his home there. Then there
was the drunken woman I saw in front
of the saloon on another occasion when
I passed there. These things go to,
show that the place is no credit to Mrs.
Glueck, and for the sake of her chil-
dren, whe are old enough to go to
school and read the papers, I did not
desire to speak of them, and would
not if Mrs. Glueck's attorney had not
insisted 021 it.

"I have, as I said before, been a
friend of the family, and preferred not
to have to say anything that would
hurt their feelings. I did not think,
however, that we could afford to grant
Mrs. Giueck any further exemption
from paying a license since she allowed
her place to become a disorderly one."

The result of the matter was that the
board declined to rescind its order re-
suming the liee-nse.

ORDINANCE NO. 50.
SECTION 1. ON THIS 6th DAY OF

April, 1897, coming on regularly for hear-
ing hy the Board of Supervisors or the
county of Sacramento. State of California,
the application of the California Transpor-
tation Company, for authorization to con-
struct and maintain a wharf as set fort it
in said application and satisfactory proof
ot publication and posting of notices of
said application as required try law hav-
ing been made to the board on the sth
day of March, ISH7, named in said notices
for the hearing of said application, and
upon the request of the applicant, the
granting of the authorization to construct
and maintain the said wharf was contin-
ued and it appearing to the said Board of
Supervisor* that the public- good and con-
venience will be promoted;

Now therefore, the Board of Supervisors
of said county of Sacramento do ordain
as follows:

That there is granted to the California
Transi>ortation Company, its successors
and assigns, the right to construct and
maintain a wharf on the land of the said
California Transportation Company situ-
ate and being in the northeast corner of
Swamp Land Survey No. 303 and in the
southeast corner of Swamp Land Survey
No. 304 in the said county of Sacramento.
Said wharf to extend into deep water ai d
to be not more than 960 feet in length nor
more than ISO feet in width. The said ap-
plicant is hereby also granted the right
to take tolls and wharfage for the use ot
said wharf, for the term of twenty years

Section 2. Ordinance No. 41 and all ordi-
nances and parts of ordinances in conflict
herewith are hereby repealed.
