President McKinley's Appointments High-
ly Commended at Washington.

More Espacially That cf Ex-Vice-Presi-
dent Stevenson.

Believed That the President, in His
Selection of the Presiding Oifficer
of the Last Senate, Desired That
the Commission Should be Above
Partisan Politics, and at the Same

Time Showed His Endeavor to

Bring About a Harmonious Agree-
ment on That llost Important

Question.

WASHINGTON, April 13.—The nam
ing of three Commissioners by Presi-
dent McKinley under the Act of the
last Congress to promote bim:tallism
was the subject of considerable dis-
cussion about the Capitol to-day. Al-
most without exception the seiections
were commended. Senators, regardless

of party, were pleased with the selec- |

tion of ex-President Stevenson. It ap-
pears that this selection was the Presi-
dent’'s own, no one appearing to urge
his appointment. The President de-
sired a Democrat who stood high in his
party, and who was an earnest silver

man. He sent for Mr. Stevenson, and
after talking the subject over with

him decided to make him a member of
the commission. President McKinley
desired that the subject of international
bimetallism should be lifted above par-
ty politics, and that the men sclected
should be those who would work in
harmony toward bringing about an
agreement. It was also ed by
the President that the name of Mr.
Stevenscn would the committee
great weight abroad.

Among the earnest advocates of the

man who would aid materially the
cause of bimetallism.

BLOOMINGTON (I11.), April 13.—Ex-

when questioned about the appointment
on the commission for the promotion
of an international agreement on sil-
ver:

“I appreciate the compliment paid to
me by the President, and will cheer-
fully render what assistance I can to
accomplish the object of the commis-
gion. I am a bimetallist. I regard the
restoration of silver to its proper mon-
ey function as the supreme question in

our own country and throughout the
world. The importance of the question
cannot be overstated. In this coun-
try the increase in the volume of bus-

iness is beyond computation. In the

light of these facts, the rehabilitation
of silver is a prime necessity. Should
its demonetization become the settled
policy, the evil days upon which we
have fallen but dimly foreshadow con-
| sequences yvet to come.

“Whatever our views may be as to
the ability of our Government to main-
j tain the free and unlimited coinage of
is‘.lvcr witlisut the co-operation of the
{ leading countries of Europe, it may be

safely assumed that every friend of

silver in cur country will welcome in-
| ternational bimetallism.

{ “As to the probability of success of
{ this commission, it is known that the
| trend of public sentiment in European
countries, as. well as our own, is un-
doubtedly favorahble to bimetallism.
! Many of the publicists of England and

Germany are in earnest accord with
our Government upon this question.

Should public sentiment in those coun-
tries justify, an international confer-
ence would undoubtedly be called and
action taken that would be deemed
proper.”

Wheat Is unchanged, though futures are
somewhat easier: quotations during the
week have been nominal, there being little
or nothing doing: no Wheat in to-day.
